| hereby submit the present review in connection with Order No. 1908 of
18.09.2025 of the Rector of South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, in my capacity
as a member of the academic jury for the procedure for obtaining the academic
position of “Professor”.

Information about the candidates in the current procedure

The only candidate in the present procedure is Assoc. Prof. Asen
Aleksandrov Vodenicharov, Ph.D.

In accordance with the requirements of the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act and its Implementing Regulations, the
candidate submitted, within the prescribed time limit, an application for
participation in the current procedure using the official form, to which the relevant
documentation was attached, namely: a curriculum vitae in European format; an
author’s report on the original scholarly contributions in the works with which the
candidate participates in the procedure; abstracts; and other materials.

Assoc. Prof. Asen Vodenicharov graduated in Law at the Faculty of Law of
Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” in 1999, while simultaneously obtaining a
master’s degree in the academic specialty “Public Administration” at the Faculty
of Law and History of South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, also in 1999.

In the period from 2000 to 2018 he held the positions of Assistant, Senior
Assistant and Chief Assistant at the Department of Civil Law Sciences, Faculty of
Law and History, South-West University “Neofit Rilski”. In 2013 he successfully



defended his doctoral dissertation entitled “The Legal Status of the European
Cooperative Society (Comparative-Law Regulation)”, thereby obtaining the
academic degree “Doctor (Ph.D.)”, and in 2018 he was habilitated in the academic
specialty “Civil and Family Law” with a monograph entitled “European
Company”. From 2018 to the present, he has been an Associate Professor at
South-West University “Neofit Rilski”. He teaches the compulsory academic
disciplines “Civil Law — General Part” and “Property Law” in the Law
programme, and “Civil Law — General Part” in the Public Administration
programme.

The candidate has a successful, multi-layered and stable academic career,
distinguished by consistency and sustainability over time.

From 1999 to 2000 Assoc. Prof. Asen VVodenicharov was a judicial trainee
at Sofia City Court; from 2000 to 2004 he practised as an attorney registered with
the Sofia Bar Association; and from 2004 to the present he has been a judge.

He has numerous published articles and papers in both national and
international scholarly editions. He is the author of a number of publications
addressing current and debated issues in the field of European Union law and
property law.

Assessment of compliance with the minimum national requirements for
holding the academic position

The candidate participates in the present procedure with scholarly output
that is solid in both quality and quantity. As part of the procedure documentation,
a report has been submitted on compliance with the minimum national
requirements for holding the academic position of “Professor”, as well as the
additional requirements specified in the internal rules for the development of the
academic staff at SWU “Neofit Rilski”. It is evident from this report that there is
indisputable and full compliance with the criteria, which are, moreover, exceeded.

Relevant are the indicators in Groups A, B, C, D and E. Noteworthy is the
high number of declared points in Groups C and D (180 declared points per group,
with only 100 required), corresponding respectively to the volume of numerous
publications and to citations. No plagiarism has been established in his scholarly
works, articles, papers, etc. It is noteworthy that the candidate has participated in
numerous educational projects and is actively engaged in research in various fields
of law. This is further evidenced by the fact that the candidate has successfully
supervised two doctoral students who have already defended (as shown by the
indicators in Group E) and is currently supervising another four doctoral students,
including in Notarial Law and Roman Law.



Teaching and educational activity of the candidate

The teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. Asen Vodenicharov is distinguished
by long-standing consistency and high professional engagement. Teaching has
been the candidate’s focus for over 20 years, which contributes to the construction
of his stable academic profile and its continuous enhancement, as evidenced by the
substantial volume of publications devoted to invariably current and debated
topics.

The candidate is the principal lecturer in the compulsory academic
disciplines “Civil Law — General Part” and “Property Law” in the Law programme
and “Civil Law — General Part” in the Public Administration programme. His
accumulated experience shows his sustained presence in the academic
environment and attests to his exceptional competence and the high standards
observed in his teaching activity.

The orientation of the teaching and educational activity carried out by the
candidate fully corresponds to the profile of the academic position in the specialty
“Civil and Family Law” for which he is applying, and therefore I consider that
Assoc. Prof. Asen Vodenicharov fully meets the requirements of the current
procedure in this respect.

The candidate’s works are distinguished by thematic diversity, covering
multi-spectral and debated problems in the field of legal science. They correspond
to the specialty “Civil and Family Law”, for which the procedure is announced.

The requirements of Art. 29, para. 1, item 3 of the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act have been observed — a
monographic work and publications in specialised scholarly editions are presented,
which do not duplicate those submitted for obtaining the educational and scientific
degree “Doctor” and for holding the academic position of “Associate Professor”.

Central among the above is the monograph by Assoc. Prof. Asen
Vodenicharov, “Right of Use”. It is 239 pages in volume and consists of an
introduction, four chapters, which are in turn divided into sections, the sections
into paragraphs, and a conclusion presenting the findings. An impressive body of
literature is used (a total of 89 titles, of which 82 Bulgarian and 7 foreign), as well
as rich case law and interpretative practice (a total of 50 judgments, rulings and
interpretative decisions). The work is structurally clean and appropriately
systematised. It offers an overview of the fundamental positions related to the
study of the right of use, a historical analysis, raises for discussion current and
debated problems that arise in theory and practice, and builds upon these by
carrying out a comparative-law analysis between Bulgarian legislation and certain
other European legal systems (predominantly the Italian). The author has
conducted a detailed and in-depth study by presenting specific contemporary case
studies, which are examined through the prism of a diverse methodology. Among



the methods used, the historical and the comparative-law methods are most
frequently applied.

The habilitation work reflects numerous scholarly and applied
contributions.

First of all, there is the comparison undertaken between the right of use
under the currently applicable Property Act and the separate rights of usufruct, use
and habitation that existed under the repealed Law on Property and which still
exist today in a number of other European legal systems (Italian, Romanian,
Spanish, etc.). The study of the historical development of the right of use and its
evolution over time serves as the basis for many of the conclusions made in the
work, which are supported by thorough and detailed argumentation. The author
carries out an exceptionally precise and exhaustive analysis of the legislative
solution adopted in this respect, examining its suitability and appropriateness in
light of the socio-economic differences existing in society. A large part of the
monograph is devoted to these issues, which allows for the consideration of
various practical problems under the two different solutions and for identifying
possibilities for overcoming them.

A contribution of particular significance is the study of the objects over
which the law allows the establishment of a right of use. Scientific and technical
development and the dynamics of social relations in the contemporary world are
strongly affected, creating opportunities to establish a right of use over various
non-conventional objects with diverse purposes. Special attention is devoted to
this in the monograph, in view of the requirement of Art. 56, para. 1 of the
Property Act that the relevant thing be used according to its purpose and without
substantial alteration. Extremely topical questions are raised concerning objects
such as offices, studios, containers (“for living”), the supply of which has
increased in recent years, and many others. One of the principal issues examined is
the lack of a prescribed form ad validitatem for the establishment of a right of use
in certain cases and the necessity of establishing such a form in the future. The
proposal by Assoc. Prof. Asen Vodenicharov regarding the establishment of a
written form with notarised signatures for the establishment of a right of use over
movable structures used for living (specifically containers), with a view to
preserving legal certainty and the security of civil-law turnover, should be
positively assessed.

There are multiple contributory points regarding the intended purpose of
possible objects of the right of use; in this respect numerous different provisions
— including of the Spatial Development Act — theoretical works and case law are
skilfully researched and analysed. This multi-spectral method of study has enabled



the author to reach in-depth conclusions and new interpretations that reveal
hitherto little-studied aspects of the problem and represent a substantial
contribution to the development of legal theory in the area under review.

Also of contributory character is the analysis of the rights and obligations
of the grantor of the right of use and of the user. The distinction made by the
author between the obligation to use the thing according to its purpose and that of
ordinary use should be supported. The latter is derived by the author as a separate
obligation, which represents an absolute novelty for legal doctrine. This is done
with solid argumentation, with the two obligations being distinguished by their
nature and substance. Specific examples are even cited that confirm the
conclusions reached by the author and contribute to clarifying the differences
between the two.

A special scholarly contribution lies in raising the issue of the absence of a
legally established possibility for the owner of the thing, the grantor of the right of
use, to exercise regular and timely control over his thing — the object of the right
of use. The author notes that although the law provides the owner with the option
to unilaterally terminate the right of use under Art. 61 of the Property Act upon the
presence of certain preconditions, the owner has an interest solely in being assured
that the user fulfils the obligation to maintain the thing in good condition. This
legislative lacuna is skilfully identified by Assoc. Prof. Asen VVodenicharov, and a
concrete solution is proposed — to establish an explicit possibility for the owner
to inspect his thing, respectively to be provided access to it on a specified day, at
specified intervals, or upon his request, where this would not pose a substantial
difficulty for the user. At the same time, the author also draws attention to the fact
that in no case should such oversight be allowed to become an obstacle to the
user’s peaceful exercise of the right. In this sense, the author’s attention to detail
should be noted. The precision with which Assoc. Prof. Vodenicharov analyses the
issues under consideration is impressive — the attentiveness to nuances and the
striving to encompass all relevant viewpoints represent an indisputable scholarly
contribution.

Another aspect of contributory significance is the consideration of the
obligation to draw up an inventory upon delivery of the thing not only as an
obligation but also as a right of the user, and correspondingly as a right and an
obligation of the owner himself — the grantor of the limited real right of use. This
view should also be supported, with the author having presented detailed
arguments in this regard.

Contributory points are also found in the study of issues related to the
extinction of the right of use by prescription. The author’s opinion in the



interesting hypothesis he considers — regarding the impossibility of considering
the right of use extinguished by prescription if the thing is being used by the user
but not according to its intended purpose — should be shared.

Among the submitted scholarly publications of the author (articles and
papers), those related to the study of acquisitive prescription stand out with
particular scholarly contribution, namely: “Some Issues Concerning Acquisitive
Prescription of Immovable Property”, Law Journal, Vol. XXXI, Burgas Free
University, 2024, pp. 130-136, ISSN 1311-3771; and “Application of the Institute
of Acquisitive Prescription with Respect to Legal Subjects”, Law, Politics and
Administration, SWU, No. 2, 2024, pp. 47-51, ISSN 2367-4601.

In the former article, current issues are examined related to the invocation
of elapsed prescription in favour of the possessor and the legal consequences when
obtaining a confirmatory notarial deed of ownership, as well as in the presence of
competing grounds for acquisition. The author has indicated established
fundamental legal propositions, which he has taken into account in his subsequent
analysis of different hypotheses. Particular attention is deserved by the issue
considered regarding the value of witness testimony given by a person who
acquired impressions regarding the possession of a specific property when he was
a minor. | positively assess the conclusion reached by Assoc. Prof. Vodenicharov
on this problem, namely that there is no legal impediment in this respect, insofar
as the personal impressions acquired are part of the inner world of the civil-law
subject and are not influenced by the person’s age.

In the article “Application of the Institute of Acquisitive Prescription with
Respect to Legal Subjects” key points are examined in discussing various
hypotheses in co-ownership. Here, too, one notices the author’s focus on current
problems that arise in practice — an approach that deserves a high assessment due
to its significance and applicability.

It should be noted that the discussion of numerous practical problems and
the proposal of appropriate solutions in this sense are contributed to not only by
the author's rich life and scholarly experience in academic circles, but also by his
long-term career as a judge in the judicial system. This fact is of undoubtedly
positive significance in harmonising the theoretical framework with reality in
practice, which the candidate successfully achieves in each of his works.

Particular attention should also be paid to the above-mentioned papers by
Assoc. Prof. Vodenicharov presented at various conferences and scholarly forums.
They are distinguished by thematic and methodological diversity, which attests to
his rich scholarly engagement and in-depth research activity.



In his report on compliance with the minimum national requirements for
holding the academic position of “Professor”, the candidate indicates a total of 30
citations of his publications (9 of which in monographs and collective volumes
with scholarly peer review and 21 in non-refereed journals with scholarly peer
review). This high volume of citations attests to Assoc. Prof. Vodenicharov’s
authority in scholarly circles and the currency of his works.

Conclusion

The scholarly works of Assoc. Prof. Vodenicharov submitted in the present
procedure meet the statutory quality requirements. They contain numerous
scholarly contributions. Most of the studies also have significant practical
importance.

In view of the above, taking into account the fulfilment and even
exceeding of the established national requirements for holding the academic
position of “Professor”, and considering the research, scholarly and applied
results achieved; the relevance, scope, applicability and significance of the
scholarly works submitted by the candidate; the teaching practice; and the
high business and professional qualities that distinguish the candidate, |
confidently give my positive assessment and recommend that the esteemed
Academic Jury vote to confer the academic position of “Professor” on Assoc.
Prof. Asen Aleksandrov Vodenicharov, Ph.D., in the field of higher education
