Law (Civil and Family Law) announced in SG, No. 63/01.08.2025

L. Information about the competition

The competition for the academic position of "professor" in 3.6. Law (Civil and Family Law)
is declared in SG. 63 of 01.08.2025 for the needs of the Department of Civil Law Sciences at
the Faculty of Law and History of SWU "Neofit Rilski". By Order No. 1908/18.09.2025 of
the Rector of the SWU "Neofit Rilski" Prof. Dr. Nikolay Marin, I have been appointed as a
member of the scientific jury. At the first meeting of the scientific jury, I was assigned to
prepare a review for the purposes of this competition.

1I. Information about the candidate

The only candidate in the current competition is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov. His
academic career follows its logical development, as in 2013 he successfully defended his
dissertation on the topic: “Legal Status of the European Cooperative Society (Comparative
Law Framework)”. In the period 2000 - 2018, he held the academic positions of assistant
professor (2000-2002), senior assistant professor (2002-2005) and chief assistant professor
(2005-2018). at SWU “Neofit Rilski”. In 2018, he became an associate professor at SWU
“Neofit Rilski” and took over the title of the subjects "Civil Law" for full-time students,
respectively in the first and second year, and "Property Law" for full-time and part-time
students in the second year.

In parallel with his development in the academic field, the candidate has built a
consistent and successful career in the judicial system. In the period 1999 — 2000 Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Asen Vodenicharov was a judicial candidate at Sofia City Court, from 2000 to 2004 he
practiced as a lawyer at the Bulgarian Bar Association and has been a judge since 2004 to the
present day.



III.  Compliance with the requirements of Art. 29 of the Law on the Development
of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Rules for
its Implementation and the Internal Rules for the Development of the
Academic Staff at SWU “Neofit Rilski”

Article 29 LDASRB in its applicable edition for the current competition and Art. 87 of the
Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff at SWU “Neofit Rilski” provide
six cumulative requirements, which must be met by persons who hold the academic position
“professor” - (1) acquired Educational and scientific degree “doctor”, (2) holding for a period
of not less than two years the academic position “Associate professor”, (3) presentation of a
published monographic work or equivalent publications in specialized scientific publications,
which do not repeat those presented for obtaining the educational and scientific degree
“doctor”, (4) scientific supervision of at least two successfully defended doctoral
dissertations, (5) coverage of the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b LDASRB, as
well as the requirements of SWU “Neofit Rilski” (verification in NACID) and (6) lack of
proven plagiarism in scientific papers according to the established procedure.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov meets all the mentioned requirements. In 2013 he
acquired ONS “doctor” and holds the academic position “associate professor” at the Faculty
of Law and History at SWU “Neofit Rilski” since 2018. In the current competition, the
candidate has presented a monographic study on the topic: “The right of use”, published in
2025 by “Neofit Rilski” University publishing house. The presented monographic study does
not repeat the candidate’s dissertation. The candidate fulfills the minimum national
requirements under Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3, as well as the requirements under Art. 2b, para. 5
LDASRB, as the relevant evidence is attached to the documentation. It should be noted that
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov undoubtedly has the necessary long-term teaching
experience gained in conducting lecture courses within the Faculty of Law and History of
SWU in two fundamental academic disciplines. There is a substantial body of scholarly work
produced by the candidate, as well as an active academic engagement within the university
environment, manifested through participation in various national and international research
projects, conferences, and seminars, as well as through supervising PhD students in several
branches of law (including in the academic disciplines Notarial Law and Roman Law).

IV.  Scientific papers presented for participation in the competition

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov participates in the competition with a monographic
study Monograph entitled “Right of use”, published in 2025 by “Neofit Rilski” University
publishing house, ISBN 978-954-00-0430-3,Blagoevgrad, 2025, 239 p.



For participation in the competition the candidate presents a total of nine scientific
publications, of which one article in a scientific publication, refereed and indexed in the
world-famous database of scientific information (Legal And Historical Analysis Of The Right
Of Use /Usufruct/ In Bulgarian Legislation. — In: Journal Epohi (Epochs) of the ‘St. Cyril and
St. Methodius’ University Of Veliko Tarnovo - University Press, vol. 33, No. 2, 2025, ISSN:
2534-8418 (Online), ISSN: 1310-2141 (Print)), and a total of eight articles and papers
published in non-referenced journals or in edited collective volumes in the country and
abroad.

The scientific publications presented for participation in the competition in authoritative
publications do not repeat publications presented for obtaining the educational and scientific
degree “doctor”. The presentation made by their author from the point of view of their
scientific contribution is correct.

The academic publications have not been presented in other competitions and are
therefore accepted for review.

V. Assessment of the research and scientific-applied value of the scientific
publications presented for participation in the competition by the candidate

The research and scientific-applied value of the publications of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen
Vodenicharov is is distinguished by a high level of significance, not only in theoretical terms
but also in practical application. The scientific publications by the candidate are characterised
with substantial practical relevance, in view of the current and debated problems addressed in
the fields of Property law and EU law. This accounts for their lasting scientific and practical
value, which ought to be highly regarded. The monographic work presented by the candidate,
dedicated to the limited real right of use, as well as the articles and papers, concerning the
legal institute of acquisitive prescription and the limited real rights, represent a valuable
contribution to the legal literature. These are topics characterized by complexity, conceptual
weight, and multilayered nature. In this regard, the candidate's works address current issues
and successfully offer adequate and appropriate solutions to contemporary problems arising
in this field—problems that are of relevance to civil society, legal doctrine, and judicial
practice.

The scientific works of the candidate stand out for their originality, analytical depth, and
clearly demonstrated intention to expand upon established knowledge. The works open up
new research perspectives that make a meaningful contribution to the ongoing scholarly
discourse. Particularly noteworthy is the extensive use of historical and comparative legal
methods of research.

By comparing specific provisions and established legal concepts of Bulgarian legislation with
those of other European jurisdictions, as well as with historical regulation in the field of
property law /as expressed in the Act on Property, Ownership and Easements (repealed)/,
Assos. Prof. Asen Vodenicharov succeeds in identifying the strengths and weaknesses of the
current legal framework and in proposing appropriate mechanisms for addressing the
contemporary issues arising in modern civil law circulations.



These achievements are undoubtedly also the result of the extensive experience of the
candidate within the judicial system and his daily engagement with diverse legal scenarios
requiring accurate and just resolution.

1. Monograph entitled “Right of use”, published in 2025 by “Neofit Rilski”
University publishing house, ISBN 978-954-00-0430-3,Blagoevgrad, 2025, 239 p.

The principal scientific publication, presented for the competition is the published
monographic work, which represents an analysis of the fundamental principles of the right of
use, its’ legal-historical and comparative genesis and a successful endeavor to propose
solutions aimed at the modernization of the regulatory framework governing this right,
aligned with the evolving needs of civil law circulation.

In the monographic study are selected and systematized the main concepts and principles
concerning the right of use. The author has cited a substantial body of literature (a total of 89
titles) and case law, thoroughly presenting and discussing the existing opinions on the issues
under consideration.

This approach demonstrates the author's excellent knowledge not only of the legislative
framework concerning the subject of the study, but also of the theoretical perspectives
recognized by legal doctrine. After a thorough discussion of these views, the author presents
his own reasoning regarding which of them he supports, which he does not, and articulates
his own position. The high degree of analytical depth, intensity, and precision in the analyses
of Assoc. Prof. Vodenicharov is particularly noteworthy. At the same time, the author does
not limit himself to examining theoretical concepts alone, but aligns them with specific
hypotheses and practical cases, offering corresponding solutions that are distinguished by
their innovation, originality, and constitute a valuable scientific contribution. Due to the
dynamic development of civil law relations, there is a clear need to expand the legal
framework in the area of the real right of use—an observation the author has rightly made.

The scientific study meets all established requirements in the tradition of Bulgarian law
science - the internal structure is clear and well-defined, there is logical coherence and
consistency throughout the presentation and the theses of the author are excellently argued
and organized in a rational manner. The monographic work is an indisputable scientific
novelty among the works in the field of property law. It not only contains and successfully
systematizes a conceptually grounded interpretation of the existing (and historical) legislative
legal framework, but also identifies the main issues and challenges present in today’s reality
concerning the establishment and exercise of the right of use. Moreover, it presents adequate
and appropriate proposals for their resolution.

Of particular importance is the comparative legal and interdisciplinary approach used by
the author. He provides a sound and well-founded analysis not only of the Bulgarian legal
framework in the field of property law, but also of other European systems, which
undoubtedly constitutes a scientific novelty in the legal doctrine on the subject. Noteworthy is
the analysis of the rights of usufruct, use and habitation, according to the Italian Civil Code
and the right of use as defined by the currently effective Ownership Act.



Of particular significance is also the comprehensive study presented in the monograph
regarding the appropriateness of the existence of three separate rights (usufruct, use, and
habitation) and of an only one right (the right of use). For this purpose, the author has also
examined the provisions of the previously effective Act on Property, Ownership, and
Easements (repealed), which was in force before the current Ownership Act.

The relevance of the study is outlined in the questions raised by the author concerning the
establishment and exercise of the right of use over various non-conventional objects, as well
as the analysis of the rights and obligations of the owner who grants the right of use and of
the user himself. Civil law turnover in the modern world is characterized by exceptional
dynamism, which demands the continuous improvement of legal norms and their timely
adaptation to emerging social relations. The monographic work of Assoc. Prof. Asen
Vodenicharov serves as a starting point and aids in achieving practical applicability of legal
solutions in accordance with the needs of modern civil society, providing the necessary
theoretical and logically sound foundation for this purpose.

The presented monographic work on the subject: ‘Right of use’ is in a volume of 239
standard pages main text. Structurally, the monograph consists of an introduction, four
chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography and case law.

Chapter One is divided into sections, which are further subdivided into paragraphs. It is
titled 'Historical Overview and General Characteristics.' Section I focuses on personal
easements in Roman law (usufruct, use, habitation, and the work of a slave). Section II
provides a comparative overview of the right of use and limited real rights in Bulgaria and in
the contemporary legal systems of certain European jurisdictions, while Section III examines
the main provisions and characteristics of the right of use.

Chapter II, 'Rights and Obligations of the User,' contains two sections, the first of which
addresses the rights explicitly granted to the user by law, as well as those implicitly derived
from it, and the second — his obligations. Particular attention is given to the rule set forth in
Article 56, paragraph 1 of the Ownership Act, which stipulates that the object of the right of
use must be utilized in accordance with its intended purpose. An excellent impression is made
by the innovation and originality of the author in relation to the examined cases of
establishing the right of use over various non-conventional objects, which are of significant
importance for the needs of the rapidly evolving civil turnover and the considerable
technological progress that calls for an update of the legal framework in this regard.

Chapter III follows the structure of Chapter II but focuses on the rights and obligations of
the owner who establishes the right of use. It should be emphasized that the consistent
structure of Chapters II and III contributes to the improvement of the monograph's overall
organization, thereby facilitating its clearer understanding and reception. Significant attention
is devoted to specific cases recognized by case law concerning the obligations of the owner
of the respective object subject to the right of use.

Chapter IV is dedicated to the methods of establishing and, respectively, terminating the
right of use. These are presented accurately, thoroughly, and in detail. The chapter addresses
questions of interest to both science and practice, concerning the possibilities for



extinguishing the right of use by prescription, the conditions under which such cases arise,
the unilateral termination under Article 61 of the Ownership Act, the prerequisites for this,
and more. Particular attention is given to the practical aspect, with a significant number of
court decisions cited.

The monographic work has a clear approach, the problem is developed sequentially in
separate chapters, as there is a direct connection between the analyzed problems. When
considering the general theoretical issues, the main problems are identified and possible
solutions are proposed, which have not only theoretical but also practical significance. The
methodological basis of the study is a complex of general scientific and special methods for
conducting scientific research, such as legal, historical, teleological, comparative legal and
systemic method. The consistent and purposeful use of the indicated methods of legal
research, the methods of logical interconnection and consistency have not only a cognitive
character, but through them scientific arguments are derived in support of one or another
author’s thesis. All this gives grounds to confirm the author’s skills for building a
scientifically based analysis, for achieving systematization and generalization. The
monograph is written in clear and understandable language, while at the same time being an
example of very good legal analysis.

The monographic work has an impressive scientific apparatus of 400 footnotes, which
is evidence of the exceptional conscientiousness and accuracy in the research activity of the
author.

The footnotes are rich and diverse - both in bibliographic and in aspect of providing
additional information on a given concept. The bibliography covers a total of 89 sources in
Bulgarian and foreign languages, and a separate list of the case law and interpretative practice
in our country is presented. It should be noted that the predominant part of the literary
sources includes scientific works by Bulgarian and foreign authors are from recent years, and
the rest are fundamental or significant in the field under consideration.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov has excellent legal-logical analysis skills, the
statements are accurate and well structured. This gives me reason to claim that until now in
the Bulgarian doctrine no similar theoretical study has been done with such a focus and
generalization. The author has fully succeeded in achieving complete synchronization
between practice and theory. All conclusions are well-supported and are the result of
independent research, enriched by the author's extensive professional experience as a long-
standing judge. The monograph shows serious knowledge, depth and responsibility to the
high standards of academic creativity.

2. Other scientific publications presented along with the monograph

The scientific publications presented for participation in the competition by Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Asen Vodenicharov, are evidence of the consistency of the author’s scientific searches
and are devoted to current problems with theoretical and practical-applicative significance.
The publications can be separated into three thematic circles: European companies and EU
law (Nos. 1-4), acquisitive prescription (Nos. 5-6), and the right of use and limited real
rights (Nos. 7-9).



Particular attention, due to their relevance, is deserved by the articles dedicated to
acquisitive prescription (Some Questions On The Prescription Of Acquisition Of Immovable
Property. In: Journal of Legal Studies, Volume XXXI. Burgas: Burgas Free University, 2024,
pp. 130-136. ISSN 1311-3771; and Application Of The Institute Of Limitation Of Acquisition
Regarding Legal Entities. — In: Journal ‘Law, Politics, Administration’. Blagoevgrad: South-
West University, issue No. 2, 2024, pp. 47-51, ISSN 2367-4601).

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov demonstrates high legal culture, as well as
interdisciplinary skills. He has established himself as an erudite colleague, proven himself in
the field of civil law sciences with solid teaching experience. In view of the above, I support
that the accepted for review scientific works should be evaluated positively.

VI. Scientific contributions of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov in the works
presented by him for participation in the competition

I accept the scientific and scientific-applied contributions indicated by the candidate
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov, as I would especially highlight the following:

- The work is the only monographic study in Bulgarian legal literature that systematically
covers and thoroughly presents the views of prominent jurists in the fields of property and
civil law on all the main conceptual questions and legal positions that currently exist in the
legal literature concerning the right of use. At the same time, it does not merely recount these
views, but rather analyzes and critically discusses them in light of the changes that have
occurred and are continuing to take place in civil law dynamics and society. After this critical
analysis, through which the author demonstrates in-depth legal knowledge from both a
theoretical and practical perspective, he develops a new, original position on the specific
hypothesis under consideration, supports it with arguments, and proposes corresponding
legislative solutions where necessary. A principal scientific contribution lies in the
completeness, precision, and comparison of theory and practice in relation to each of the
issues examined in the field of the right of use.

- A contributing moment of particular significance is the presentation of the author of the
various types of property that may be the object of the right of use. He examines these in a
logical and sequential manner, including items such as appurtenances (e.g. attic and basement
spaces), terraces, studios (taking into account the 2021 amendments to the relevant regulatory
framework), offices, 'residential' containers and more. The contribution of the work is
particularly notable in this part, especially regarding the relevance of the study in the context
of the growing number of transactions involving non-conventional residential properties not
used in the traditional sense, which reflects the ongoing progress of scientific and
technological development.

- An original scientific contribution is contained in the offering of the author of establishing a
new formal requirement for the validity of the establishment of the right of use over certain
properties used for residential purposes by private individuals /for instance, over the above-
mentioned containers/, specifically a written form with notarized signatures, aimed at
ensuring security and for the needs of the functioning of civil law transactions.



- The study stands out with an original scientific contribution in its analysis of the nature of
the provision of Article 56, paragraph 1 of the Ownership Act, characterizing it as mixed—
dispositive in its first part and imperative in its second.

- A contributing moment is contained in the study of the meaning of the phrase ‘use the
property in accordance with its purpose’ as defined in Article 56, paragraph 1 of the
Ownership Act.

- An original scientific contribution of particular significance consists in the historical and
comparative legal analyses concerning the existence and appropriateness of the three separate
rights of usufruct, use, and habitation, which existed under the provisions of the former Act
on Property, Ownership and Easements (repealed) and still exist in some other European legal
systems (for example, the Italian one), as well as the distinct right of use according to the
provisions of the currently effective Ownership Act in the Republic of Bulgaria. The author’s
accuracy, correctness, and precision in citing and interpreting the Italian Civil Code are
noteworthy and undoubtedly contribute to the interdisciplinary character of the monographic
study.

- Original contributions are contained in the identification of a distinct obligation for the
user—beyond those established and recognized in the legal literature—regarding the ordinary
use of the object, as well as in the clear differentiation of this obligation from the duty to use
the object according to its intended purpose. It is important to emphasize the solid
argumentation underpinning the derivation of this new, implicitly established obligation from
the provisions of the law, which until now has been unknown to the legal literature.

- A scientific contribution is also reflected in the discussed absence of the possibility for the
owner who established the right of use to exercise control over their property—the object of
the right of use—other than the option for unilateral termination under the conditions set forth
in Article 61 of the Ownership Act. The author’s proposal to establish the possibility of
inspecting the property, including regarding respecting the rights and interests of the user,
should be supported. This aligns with the principle established in civil procedure that the
plaintiff determines the type and scope of protection they seek, a notion well supported by
extensive judicial and interpretative practice.

- An original scientific contribution is present in the discussion of the obligation to conduct
an inventory, simultaneously regarded as both a right and a duty for both the party
establishing the right of use and the user themselves.

A number of contributing moments are also distinguished by the presented articles
and papers for review.

A significant scientific contribution is contained in the discussion of practical issues
related to the invocation of prescription in the report “’Some Questions On The Prescription
Of Acquisition Of Immovable Property’ published in Journal of Legal Studies, Volume
XXXI. Burgas: Burgas Free University, 2024, pp. 130-136. ISSN 1311-3771, specifically
concerning the part regarding the testimony of a witness who acquired personal impressions
regarding the possession of the disputed property when they were a minor.



Scientific contribution in the same report is also found in the author’s conclusions
regarding certain hypotheses of acquiring property on a derivative basis, on the one hand, and
the invocation of prescription on the other /specifically, in cases where the transfer
transaction has taken effect and where it has not/, and especially that the waiver of expired
acquisitive prescription occurs through conclusive actions, such as when the possessor does
not invoke acquisitive prescription in a claim for ownership filed against them until the
decision upholding that claim enters into force, or when, after the expiration of the
prescription period, they conclude an agreement with the person asserting ownership of the
property to acquire their rights. The author explains that this does not apply if the possessor
concludes a contract with the person asserting ownership before the expiration of the
prescription period, since in that case there is no basis yet for invoking prescription, and the
expressed intent to acquire on a derivative basis cannot be regarded as a waiver of expired
prescription.

Original contributing moments are contained also in the other article of the candidate,
dedicated to acquisitive prescription, which is presented for participation in the current
competition — ‘Application Of The Institute Of Limitation Of Acquisition Regarding Legal
Entities’ published in Journal ‘Law, Politics, Administration’. Blagoevgrad: South-West
University, issue No. 2, 2024, pp. 47-51, ISSN 2367-4601. They are objectified in the
conclusions drawn regarding certain hypotheses of co-ownership, which I share.

Scientific contribution is also reflected in the article presented in a peer-reviewed and
indexed database of internationally recognized scientific information (Web of Science)
scientific journal ‘Epohi (Epochs)’ of the ‘St. Cyril and St. Methodius’ University Of Veliko
Tarnovo - University Press, regarding tracing the genesis, evolution, and development of the
right of use over time.

With notable scientific contribution stands out the paper, presented at the international
conference LIMEN 2024, titled ‘Limited Real Rights and Their Influence on the Economy’.
It addresses key legal issues concerning limited real rights in the light of economic science,
which represents a truly innovative contribution to the topic within Bulgarian legal doctrine.
In this regard, it should be valued as a foundation and opportunity for further development
and supplementation of research dedicated to the relationship between law and economics,
not only at the national but also at the international level.

In view of the above and in order to avoid unnecessary repetition, I express my
agreement with the noted contributions as formulated.

VII. Conclusion

In summary, it should be pointed out that the candidate in the competition fully meets the
minimum national requirements under letters "A" and "C" and significantly exceeds the
required number of points under letters "D", "E" and "F" — respectively 180; 195 and 135
(requiring 100 points in each of the three categories). Special mention should be made of the
high citation rate, which reflects the respect Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov enjoys
within the academic community, the leadership of two successfully defended PhD students,
as well as his active participation in national and international projects.



Based on the positive evaluation of the scientific publications submitted by the applicant
—subject to review in this competition, as well as in view of his overall teaching and research
activity, it can be concluded that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Alexandrov Vodenicharov fully meets
the requirements of art. 29 of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria, as well as the other relevant legal framework. I fully support his
candidacy for the academic position of "Professor”" in professional field 3.6. Law (Civil and
Family Law) for the needs of the Department of Civil Law Sciences, which is why I propose
to the members of the honorable scientific jury, and subsequently to the Faculty of Law and
History of SWU "Neofit Rilski" to vote positively.
