L. General information on the candidate in the competition

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Alexandrov Vodenicharov has obtained a Master’s degree in Law
from the Faculty of Law at Sofia University ‘St. Kliment Ohridski’ and another Master’s
degree in in Public Administration at the Faculty of Law and History, South-West University
"Neofit Rilski" — Blagoevgrad. In 2013 he obtained a PhD degree after successfully
defending his doctoral dissertation on the topic ‘Legal Status of the European Cooperative
Society (Comparative Law Framework)’.

In the period 2000-2002 he held the academic position of assistant, from 2002 to 2005
he was a senior assistant professor and from 2005 to 2018 - chief assistant professor at SWU
“Neofit Rilski”.

Following his habilitation as an Associate Professor in 2018, Asen Vodenicharov
assumed responsibility as the principal lecturer for the academic courses Civil Law — General
Part and Property Law at SWU “Neofit Rilski”.

In parallel with the above-mentioned, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov was a judicial
candidate in the period 1999-2000, a lawyer at Sofia Bar Association in the period 2000-2004
and since 2004 up to and including the present moment he has been a judge.

The candidate actively and regularly participates in various seminars, conferences, and
trainings closely related both to the academic field and to his professional activity as a
practicing judge.

His extensive academic and professional experience represents a substantial and
significant contribution to his teaching activity and his engagement in academic life. He is a
member of the current Faculty Council at the Faculty of Law and History, SWU ‘Neofit
Rilski’, was part of a working group, regarding the program accreditation of the university,
participated in various projects, including both nationals and international ones and is the
superviser of PhD students in different fields of Law.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov is a candidate for the academic opening of
"Professor" in professional field 3.6. Law (Civil and Family Law). He complies with the



requirement of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of
Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Rules for its Implementation and the Internal Rules for the
Development of the Academic Staff at SWU ‘Neofit Rilski’.

No plagiarism has been established or proven in the scientific works submitted by the
candidate in accordance with the legally prescribed procedure.

IL. Assessment of the results of the presented habilitation work and other
scientific productions

In line with the requirements of LDASRB a monography entitled ‘The right of use’.
Blagoevgrad: “Neofit Rilski” University publishing house (2025) is presented for the
competition. The monograph is 239 pages long and has an ISBN 978-954-00-0430-3.

The monograph consists of an introduction, four chapters, conclusion, bibliography and
case law. The chapters are entitled as it follows: I. Historical Overview and General
Characteristics; II. Rights and Obligations of the User; III. Rights and Obligations of the
Owner; IV. Means for Establishing and Terminating the Right of Use. The bibliography
contains a significant number of titles — a total of 89, of which 82 are in Bulgarian and 7 are
in foreign languages.

In the first chapter of the monograph, a historical overview of the right of use is
presented, with the first section providing a detailed examination of the individual rights of
usufruct, use, habitation, and the labor of a slave in Roman law, from which this right
originates.

In the second section of the first chapter, a brief comparative analysis is made of
Bulgarian property legislation and some foreign legislations /with particular attention given
to the Italian Civil Code/, which analysis contributes to the legal literature dedicated to
limited real rights.

The final, third section of the first chapter presents the fundamental legal provisions and a
general characterization of the right of use, in accordance with the current wording of the
provisions of the Ownership Act,

The second chapter examines the rights and obligations of the user arising from the
established limited real right of use. Its’ first section is dedicated to the rights of the user,
while the second section respectively addresses his obligations.

Particular attention is given to the requirement under Article 56, Paragraph 1 of the
Ownership Act concerning the use of the object according to its’ intended purpose and in this
regard, the possible objects upon which the right of use may be established are examined in
detail. The author’s idea of establishing a formal requirement for the validity of constituting
the right of use over certain objects with a special status stands out as a notable scientific
contribution.

Numerous original contributions are contained in the study of the possibility to use
objects according to their intended purpose, which represent appurtenances, parking spaces,
studios (with a discussion of certain legislative changes in this regard from 2021), offices,
movable objects, and more.



A scientific contribution is also made by the identification of a separate obligation of the
user for the ordinary use of the object, based on the provision of Article 57, Paragraph 3 of
the Ownership, which is distinct from the obligation to use the object according to its
intended purpose.

Of contributory character is also the detailed examination of the nature of the provision of
Article 56, Paragraph 1 of the Property Act and its’ definition by the author as a mixed
provision — dispositive in its first part and imperative in its second part — an opinion [
share.

Chapter Three is dedicated respectively to the rights and obligations of the owner who has
established the real right of use, with the first section devoted to the rights of the owner and
the second section - to his obligations.

A scientific contribution consists in establishing the absence of an explicitly provided
possibility for the owner to exercise control over his property that would not lead to the
consequences of unilateral termination of the right of use under Article 61 of the Property
Act, but would solely ensure its security and preventive protection of his property subject to
the established right of use. This idea is expressed and thoroughly argued in Paragraph Four,
Section One of the same chapter.

A contributory aspect is also found in the discussion presented in Paragraph Six, Section
Two, regarding the absence of an obligation to register the existence of a real right of
ownership in the notarial deed by which ownership of the property — the object of the real
right of use — 1is transferred. Relevant case law has also been examined. I consider the
conclusions drawn by the author to be thoroughly developed and logically sound.

Chapter Four addresses the means for establishing and terminating the right of use, with
Section One dedicated to the methods of establishment, and Section Two — to the ones of
termination.

Contributory moments ate found in the discussion concerning whether there is a basis for
extinguishing the right of use by prescription in the scenario where the property is used by the
user, but not in accordance with its intended purpose. The author’s conclusion, that in such
cases no such possibility exists, should be endorsed based on the arguments he has set forth.

The monograph of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov has not only scientific, but also
pronounced practical significance. A review of the theoretical positions and opinions on the
issues examined has been conducted, with the author providing detailed discussion, alongside
relevant case law. The topicality of the monograph is indisputable, considering its’ subject
matter and applicability within civil legal circulation.

The articles and reports submitted for the competition also deserve a positive evaluation.

With notable scientific contribution stand out the publications of the candidate, dedicated
to the institute of acquisitive prescription, in view of the practical cases examined in them
