L. Summary data on the candidate's scientific output and activity

For his participation in the procedure for awarding the academic position of
"professor", Assoc. Prof. Dr. Assen Vodenicharov has submitted: 2 monographs; 1 article
published in a published in scientific journal, refereed and indexed in world-renowned
databases; 3 articles and 5 reports - published and accepted for publication (3 issues) in non-
peer-reviewed journals and conference proceedings with scientific review. The total volume
of already published monographs, articles and reports is 675 pages. The candidate is the
author of 1 textbook. The publications submitted for participation in the competition are in
accordance with its profile.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Assen Vodenicharov was the scientific supervisor of two doctoral
students who successfully defended their doctoral dissertations.

The candidate has participated in the teams of: one national scientific or educational
project; one international scientific or educational project.

After 1999, the candidate has successively worked as a judicial assistant, lawyer and
judge. He is currently a judge at the Court of Appeal - Sofia.

Regarding the citation of the scientific publications presented by Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Assen Vodenicharov, the following are established: 9 citations in monographs and collective

volumes with scientific review; 21 citations in non-refereed journals with scientific review.



II. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the
creative production submitted for participation in the competition

The participant in the competition for the academic position of "professor" has
presented scientific production, which is distinguished by useful results for legal theory and
practice. The object of research and analysis are many current and discussion issues, which
can be differentiated in two main directions - in the field of community law / mainly related to
the legal framework of the European cooperative society / and in the field of property law /
related to the limited property right of use and other limited property rights /.

The more important scientific contributions that are found in the publications
presented by the candidate Assoc. Prof. Dr. Assen Vodenicharov can be systematized as
follows:

Based on a study of the limited right of use in rem, in accordance with the currently
applicable legislation and the current problems that arise in connection with its establishment,
exercise and termination (monograph with number 2 of part I. of the List of Publications):

1. A comparative analysis of the right of use, according to modern Bulgarian
legislation, and the usufruct, use and habitation, according to the legislation of
other European countries and the Law on Property, Ownership and Servitudes
/repealed/. The advantages and disadvantages of these two approaches are
revealed. The question discussed is whether the solution adopted by the Bulgarian
legislator is appropriate in view of the socio-economic differences and problems in
society.

2. The possibilities for establishing a right of use over different types of objects —
accessories /attic and basement rooms/, terraces, parking spaces, studios and other
non-residential objects were examined separately.

3. Discussed problem of the lack of a requirement regarding the form of establishing
the right of use on movable objects that are used for residential purposes
/containers, etc./. Considered issue regarding the right and obligation of the user to
use the object in accordance with its intended purpose.

4. An explicit obligation for ordinary use of the thing within the meaning of Art. 57,
para. 3 of the Law on Ownership has been derived. In this regard, a distinction has
been made between the obligation to use the thing, in accordance with its intended

purpose, and that for ordinary use.



5. Discussed current issues that arise in the performance, or non-performance, of each
of the user's obligations; examined the obligation to compile an inventory upon
transfer of the property not only as an obligation, but also as a right for the user, or
as a right and obligation for the owner himself - the founder of the real right of use.

6. A problem was studied in connection with the lack of an explicit right of the owner
to exercise control over his property during the period for which the right of use is
established, as stipulated in the law. Proposals were made for expanding the
legislative framework and introducing such an option, different from the option for
unilateral termination of the right of use under Art. 61 of the Law on Ownership.

7. Analyzed the obligation (and right) to draw up an inventory upon the transfer of
the property, as well as the issue of the lack of obligation to record the existence of
a real right of ownership in the notarial deed by which the ownership of the
property - the subject of a real right of use - is transferred.

8. An opinion expressed in connection with the possible existence of a possibility for
the termination of the right of use pursuant to Art. 59, Para. 3 of the Law on
Ownership, in the event that the same is exercised, but the item is not used for its
intended purpose in accordance with the rule of Art. 56 of the Law on Ownership,
or a negative answer in this regard.

9. The genesis of the right of use was studied by conducting a historical review of the
usufruct, use and habitation, which were known to both Roman law and the Law
on Property, Ownership and Servitudes /repealed/, preceding the current property
law regulation, objectified in the Law on Ownership. A thorough legal-historical
and comparative analysis was carried out between the above-mentioned legal
figures. Based on this analysis, a justified assessment was made of which of the
regulations offers a more adequate, sustainable and functionally sound model of
legal regulation.

(Societies Europea (SE)) and the European Economic Interest Grouping (EEIG)
(publication number 4 of Part II. of the List of Publications).

14. A question discussed regarding the value of testimony given by a person who
acquired impressions regarding the possession of a particular property when he
was a minor. (publication number 5 of Part II. of the List of Publications).

15. Conclusions drawn from the discussion of various hypotheses in the case of co-
ownership (publication number 6 of part II. of the List of Publications).

16. A detailed and in-depth analysis of the poorly researched relationship between
property law and economics in Bulgarian legal doctrine (publication number 7 of
part II. of the List of Publications).

17. A comparative legal analysis between Bulgarian and Italian legislation has been
carried out, which allows us to conclude that the right of use in Bulgaria is closest
to usufruct, in accordance with foreign legislation. An issue has been examined
regarding basements and attics, which may be subject to the right of use, given
their nature as belonging to an independent object, as well as with regard to
movable objects used for living. A review has been made of some rights and
obligations of the user and the owner who established the right of use (publication
number § of part II. of the List of Publications).

I accept the scientific-theoretical and practical-applied contributions formulated by the
candidate, which are contained in the publications and enrich scientific knowledge in the
indicated areas.

The established contributions to the scientific production of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Assen
Vodenicharov are credible and substantial, and are formulated on the basis of the research
conducted by the candidate and represent his personal achievements related to the study of

current problems in the field of Civil and Family law. The claims for contributions can be



assessed as the personal work of the candidate - with the exception of one, all other titles of

the presented scientific production are independent publications.

III. Critical notes and recommendations

The scientific output of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Assen Vodenicharov, a candidate for the
academic position of "professor", is distinguished by high quality. I would recommend the
candidate to intensify his publication activity in scientific publications, refereed and indexed
in world-renowned databases of scientific information. This would also allow for an increase

in the author's citation in these databases.

IV. Conclusion

Based on the circumstances presented in points ., II. and III. I declare my high
positive assessment of the presented scientific publications and the overall professional
activity of the candidate Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Aleksandrov Vodenicharov. These data show
that he meets the requirements for holding the academic position of "professor", set out in the
LDASRB, the Rules on the Implementation of the LDASRB and the Internal Rules for the
Development of the Academic Staff at the South-West University "Neofit Rilski". Therefore,
I strongly recommend that the esteemed members of the scientific jury vote for the award of
the academic position of "professor" in the professional field 3.6. Law (Civil and Family law)
to Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asen Vodenicharov and propose that he be elected by the Faculty Council
of the Faculty of Law and History to hold the academic position.
