Appointed by Order No. 1903 of 18 September 2025 of the Rector of South-
West University “Neofit Rilski,” as a member of the academic jury in the
competition for the position of Professor in the professional field 2.2 History
and Archaeology, in the scientific specialty Modern and Contemporary General

History (Balkan History), announced in State Gazette No. 63/01.08.2025.

Evaluation of the scientific, applied, and professional-academic activity and

output submitted by the candidate
I. Summary of the Candidate’s Academic Output and Professional Activity

The competition has one candidate — Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Petrova

Dimitrova.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Dimitrova has submitted detailed documentation demonstrating
that her individual scient metric indicators meet and exceed the minimum national
requirements for the academic position of Professor in the field of History (2.2
History and Archaeology), with a total of 1470 points, compared to the minimum
of 550 points stipulated in the Regulations for the Implementation of the Act on
the Development of the Academic Staff (PPRAS).



She has taught courses in the undergraduate programs History and Archaeology,
Archivistics and Information Security, Pedagogy of Education in Geography and
History, Ethnology, and Political Science, as well as in a Master’s program
offered by the Department of History in the Faculty of Law and History.
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Dimitrova has supervised six doctoral students (Bulgarian and

foreign), three of whom have successfully defended their dissertations.

II. Evaluation of the Scientific and Practical Contributions of the Submitted

Works

In her research, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Dimitrova employs a combination of
methodologies from diplomatic history, microhistory, anthropology, and memory
studies, integrating them with an affective approach. This methodological
synthesis renders her work genuinely interdisciplinary, opening new fields of
interpretation and understanding of historical processes, diplomacy, and political

actors.

Her monograph The Affective Turn in Diplomacy: Balkan Case Studies
(Paradigma Publishing House, 2025, ISBN 978-954-326-563-3) constitutes a
significant and original contribution to Bulgarian historiography. The author
applies the affective approach — examining the meaning, economy, and politics
of emotions and feelings shared by historical actors — as a guiding methodology

for the study of diplomacy surrounding the First World War.

The monograph consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, notes,
sources, and bibliography (523 pages in total). The introduction outlines the
historical and philosophical framework of the study — “The Phenomenon of the
First World War and the Affective Turn in History.” Chapter One, “On the
Beautiful Blue Danube: ‘An Empire of Qualities’ and Bulgaria through the Eyes
of ‘Our New Neighbours’ (1917-1918),” analyzes material traces from the period
of the First World War — specifically, the publication “Our New Neighbours” by



the Bulgarian Society for the Development of Cultural and Economic Relations
with Austria and Hungary. Dimitrova interprets these texts as expressions of
feelings, moods, intentions, and hopes that shaped political motivations and
aspirations for understanding and good neighbourliness — what she terms “an
economy of feelings with a utopian flavour: goodwill grounded in respect and
faith in the potential of others (in this case, the new neighbours).”
The analysis demonstrates a masterful command of historical context and actors,
combined with a self-reflective authorial stance. The cultural relations between
Bulgaria and Austria-Hungary are reconstructed in depth, convincingly revealing
the affective dimension as a core component of the historical experience. Chapter
Two examines the context and intellectual history of Why War? by Albert Einstein
and Sigmund Freud, published in Paris in 1933 by the International Institute for
Intellectual Cooperation (IIIC), associated with the League of Nations’
Organization for Intellectual Cooperation. The author situates this text within its
historical context, in which two prominent pacifists explore the question: “Is there
any way to free humanity from the fatal compulsion to war?”
This chapter is particularly valuable for shedding light on the debates within the
League of Nations during the 1930s concerning war and peace, moral
disarmament, and the prevention of aggression and violence among nations, as
well as the ideas about war that preoccupied Europe’s interwar intellectual elite.
The author’s interpretation of Why War? develops into a compelling and well-
argued essay on the power of affect in historical processes. Chapter Three, “On
the Invisible Legacy of the Great War, Which Set the Traps of the Paris Peace and
Cast Its Shadow over the 21st Century,” focuses again on the affective reality of
historical experience. It discusses a key site of memory of the Great War — the
“Monument of Gratitude to France” in Belgrade, erected in 1930 to express the
Serbian people’s affection and gratitude toward France. These emotions,
however, transformed over time, turning into anger and resentment in 2017-2018.

The analysis reveals the shifting meanings of this memorial in the context of

changing — including affective — relations between successor nations. The
conclusion returns to the central research question: “Why does the First World
War still move us? Affect and Politics.” The three case studies convincingly
demonstrate the role of affect in diplomacy during and after the First World War,
supporting the author’s thesis that “the affective turn in diplomacy began at the
end of the 19th century, not the 20th, with the First World War and its peace as its

primary symptom.”

Dimitrova’s monograph represents an indisputable scholarly achievement. The
diplomatic relations explored in the three case studies are analyzed in depth
through the prism of their affective dimensions. The phenomenon of the First
World War is situated within a broad temporal framework extending to the present
day. The study pioneers a new field in Bulgarian historiography — the affective
turn in the study of the First World War and its aftermath — and makes a
meaningful contribution to European historiography on the topic through the

successful application of the affective approach.
III. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

The impressive scholarly output of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snejana Dimitrova attests to
her dedication and consistency in pursuing her vision of historical scholarship —
innovative, of high international standard, and revealing new themes and

perspectives in the study of the early twentieth century and the First World War.
I'V. Conclusion

Having carefully assessed the high academic value of the submitted habilitation
monograph and the accompanying articles and studies, published in respected
international journals and collections, and noting that the minimum national
requirements for the academic position of Professor have been fully met and

significantly exceeded, I strongly and confidently recommend to the esteemed



academic jury that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Dimitrova be awarded the academic

position of Professor.
