Snezhana Petrova Dimitrova graduated in 1988 from Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”,
Faculty of History, majoring in History. Since 1992, she has been working as a full-time lecturer at
South-West University “Neofit Rilski” — Blagoevgrad. In 1994, she defended a dissertation on the
topic “Restoring Historical Justice, Redressing the Painful Past and Guarantees Against Future
German Aggression: France and the Balkan Slavic States (1918-1920)”, earning the educational and
scientific degree of Doctor. In 2000, she attained the academic position of Associate Professor.



Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Dimitrova’s teaching activity covers various university programmes and
includes core lecture courses in compulsory subjects such as Modern Balkan History, Contemporary
History of the Balkans, History of the Balkan Nations, Contemporary Political History of the Balkans,
Contemporary Trends in Historiography, as well as elective courses such as The First World War
and Modernisation between the Two World Wars, Microhistory and the Historical Science from the
1970s to Today, War and Trauma: The Balkan Wars of the 20th Century — War and Social Policy.
Balkan Case Studies, History of Everyday Life in the Balkans during the 20th Century: Historical
Paradigms in the 21st Century, and Balkan Nationalisms.

Her active professional engagement and excellent foreign language skills have enabled her to gain
valuable experience as a lecturer and seminar leader at a number of prestigious foreign universities,
including: University “Paul Valéry”, Department of Ethnology and Sociology, Montpellier;
University “Le Mirail”, Toulouse; University of Zagreb; University of Belgrade, Department of
History, Faculty of Philosophy and Faculty of Political Sciences; La Sapienza University of Rome,
Department of Slavic Languages and South-East European Studies, Faculty of Philosophy and
Literature, Rome; Center for South East European Studies, University College London; University

of Macedonia in Thessaloniki; Babes-Bolyai University, Cluj-Napoca; 1zmir University, Turkey.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Petrova Dimitrova is a member of prestigious national and international
academic networks and editorial boards of scientific journals — she is Editor-in-Chief of the journal
Balkanistic Forum, indexed in the global databases Scopus and Web of Science. She is an established
researcher on issues of modern and contemporary Balkan and Bulgarian history, reflected in her
authorship of 3 monographs, co-authorship in 3 collective monographs and 1 textbook (teaching aid),
41 studies, articles, and book chapters, and 11 reviews and publications with commentary on archival
documents. She has participated in 46 scientific conferences in Bulgaria and abroad and has served
as a leader and participant in numerous national and international research projects. As Head of the
Department of History, the candidate demonstrates significant managerial and organisational skills
in ensuring the smooth running of the teaching process and research activity of the department, as

well as in strengthening its position within national and international academic infrastructure.

For participation in the competition, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Dimitrova has presented the
following scientific production: one habilitation monograph; a published book based on her defended
PhD dissertation; 4 articles and conference papers (one of which published in a Scopus-indexed

journal); 18 studies (five of which published in Scopus and Web of Science-indexed journals); and 4



chapters from collective monographs. Twelve of the 26 submitted works are written in foreign
languages. Under criterion “G”, the candidate has accumulated a total of 635 points (minimum
required: 200). The presented publications appear in reputable international and national editions,
which have established her as a recognised and respected scholar both in Bulgaria and abroad. Under
criterion “D”, the candidate reports 46 citations of her work by Bulgarian and foreign scholars,
totalling 520 points (minimum required: 100), of which 16 citations appear in publications indexed
in global databases or in monographs and collective volumes. Regarding criterion “E”, the
information provided shows that the candidate meets the minimum of 100 points, having supervised
three successfully defended doctoral dissertations, led one national and one international scientific

project, and participated in one national project, thus accumulating 165 points.

In summary, with 1470 total points (required minimum: 550), the candidate has fully met and

exceeded the national minimum requirements for the academic position of Professor.

2. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the creative works

submitted for the competition:

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Petrova Dimitrova participates in the competition with the monograph
“The Affective Turn in Diplomacy: Balkan Case Studies” (Sofia: Paradigma, 2025, ISBN 978-954-
326-563-3). The text was checked using the iThenticate software by Turnitin for similarity and
plagiarism, with a similarity index of 4%, proving the originality of the research work. | find the
choice of topic, the composition of the text, the approach to the research object, and the achieved
results to be a valuable contribution to Bulgarian and European historiography. The work deepens
the understanding of the outcomes, legacy, and interpretations of the First World War as a problem
with historical, politico-military, socio-psychological, and cultural-philosophical dimensions—its
long-term impact defining its contemporary relevance. The author’s evaluations and interpretations
are based on in-depth reading and professional analysis of a large corpus of unpublished and
published archival materials, periodicals, diaries, letters, memoirs, and contemporary publications, as

well as numerous scholarly studies by Bulgarian and foreign researchers.

The diverse empirical and historiographical basis of the research, much of which draws on foreign
archival and literary sources, enables Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Dimitrova to reveal, as she herself
writes, “war as experience... as a site of the affective turn in diplomacy, particularly in its new forms

of cultural and economic exchange — the societies working to build a new foundation of acquaintance



and understanding.” The focus of the first chapter, “On the Beautiful Blue Danube: ‘The Empire with
Qualities’ and Bulgaria through the Eyes of ‘Our New Neighbours’ (1917-1918)”, is the history of
the Bulgarian Society for the Development of Cultural and Economic Relations with Austria and
Hungary. By skilfully applying analytical tools typical of historical, philosophical, sociological, and
psychological research, the author explores important economic, political, and cultural questions

central to Bulgaria’s intellectual elite.

The second chapter, “On the Context and History of ‘Why War?’”, interprets and analyses the 1933
debate between Sigmund Freud and Albert Einstein on the causes of warlike tendencies in society. In
the search for answers to such complex questions, the author effectively brings to the foreground
significant and often overlooked universal themes such as the role and responsibility of the
intelligentsia, the misunderstood lessons of history, and the awareness of “the past as affective and

memory as affective.”

The thesis of the affective turn in diplomacy is convincingly developed and interpreted in the third
chapter, “On the Invisible Legacy of the Great War that Laid the Traps of the Paris Peace and Cast
Its Shadow over the 21st Century.” Against the backdrop of centennial commemorations and official
ceremonies, the author identifies sensitive and problematic aspects of traditional Serbian-French
relations, shaped by the difficult process of confronting the emotional and historical legacy of the
First World War.

In addition to this monograph, the candidate participates in the competition with 22 published
articles and conference papers, as well as four book chapters, which further reveal her professional
and scholarly interests, expand upon existing topics, and develop new ones related to those discussed
in the monograph. In all these works, the author demonstrates a high level of research proficiency,
professional handling of archival sources, extensive historiographical awareness, and historical,

factual, and terminological competence consistent with academic standards for scholarly research.

3. Critical notes and recommendations:

The monograph presented by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Dimitrova possesses qualities that make it
a valuable contribution to Balkan and European academic circles. Therefore, | recommend that the
candidate publish the work in German, French, and English. Such an edition may also present a

slightly revised compositional structure to ensure greater balance between the chapters. The author



may also consider revising the text in places to reduce the frequent use of quotations in quotation
marks, parentheses, or italics. Including illustrative and documentary material would, in my view,

further support and strengthen the originality of the author’s theses and analyses.

4. Conclusion:

Based on the evaluation of the scientific production of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Petrova Dimitrova
as a result of her independent research work, her extensive teaching and academic experience, and
considering that all requirements regarding the current procedure, national scientometric indicators,
and additional criteria of South-West University “Neofit Rilski” have been met, I give my positive
assessment of the candidate and recommend that the scientific jury prepare a report proposing to the
Faculty Council of the Faculty of Law and History at South-West University “Neofit Rilski” the
election of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Petrova Dimitrova to the academic position of Professor in the
field of Higher Education 2. Humanities, professional field 2.2. History and Archaeology, scientific

specialty Modern and Contemporary General History (Balkan History).
