1. Summary Data on the Scientific Production and Activities of the Candidate

Professor Snezhana Dimitrova is the sole candidate in the competition, and
the documentation she has submitted fully meets all established requirements.
Since 2001, Dr Dimitrova’s teaching activities have extended well beyond her
home university. She has successfully represented her institution at numerous
scientific forums, conferences, and international projects, almost immediately
following her appointment as Associate Professor. She has delivered lectures and
seminars in Toulouse, at the Université Montpellier 3, the First University of
Rome, and the University College of Lorraine. Within the Balkans, she has
appeared at the Universities of Zagreb, Belgrade, Macedonia (Thessaloniki), Cluj-
Napoca, and Izmir. Through these engagements, she has not only refined her

teaching expertise but also disseminated her publications and research



achievements among international audiences.

It is noteworthy that Associate Professor Dr Snezhana Dimitrova holds a
second degree in French language and literature, which enables her to conduct
research with exceptional linguistic versatility, engage in scholarly dialogue, and
remain well-informed regarding French-language historiographical traditions.

The candidate’s individual academic metrics have long surpassed the required
thresholds, frequently exceeding them two- or threefold in terms of citations,
publications, and project participation.

Associate Professor Dimitrova possesses extensive experience on the
editorial boards of Bulgarian and international scholarly journals, including those
based in Blagoevgrad, Sofia, Belgrade, and Toulouse. As an expert at the National
Agency for Evaluation and Accreditation (NAEA), she has contributed to
programme accreditation procedures for doctoral programmes at Sofia University
and Veliko Tarnovo University, thereby enhancing the overall quality assurance of
academic and research training.

Between 2009 and 2011, she participated in numerous projects—some as an
individual researcher, others as a supervisor or collaborator. Her contributions are
substantiated by publications in Bulgarian, German, French, and English, appearing
both in Bulgaria and abroad. The journal Sociological Problems has frequently
published chapters derived from these projects, with further texts anticipated in the
coming years.

A total of 46 participations in international symposia associated with
Bulgarian and foreign projects at Southwest University (SWU) and other European
universities are recorded. In fact, 44 papers are identified, as her 2023 participation
in Krakow and the corresponding paper are listed separately (Nos. 3 and 4). In one
instance (No. 27, Calabria, 2008), the title of the report is not provided.

Nonetheless, these minor reporting gaps do not detract from the clear evidence of



Associate Professor Dimitrova’s international engagement, academic reputation,

and productivity.

2. Evaluation of the Scientific and Practical Results and Contributions

of the Creative Production Submitted for Participation in the Competition

Associate Professor Dr. Snezhana Dimitrova’s participation in conferences and
research projects addressing sociological themes consistently focuses on historical
topics from the Balkan and wider European regions. Her work places particular
emphasis on affect, feeling, and emotion as interpretative tools for examining

social, cultural and political processes.

The central themes of Associate Professor Dimitrova’s scholarly and
publishing output are exemplified by her three monographs®. Her 1998 book
France and the Problems of the Slavic Balkan Countries in 1918-1920:
Reconstruction, Reparations and Guarantees (preceding her habilitation) was
followed by further volumes in 2005 and 2025. The first explores women in history
and the challenges of reflexive historiography, situating Balkan examples within
the affective turn of diplomacy and post-war experience. In later works, she shifts
from a concrete-rational to an experiential and sensory mode of interpretation, thus
transforming local-territorial questions into a socially and globally framed

historical narrative.

Across communications, reports, documentary studies, and monographs, she
adopts an approach that transcends purely political or rational frameworks to

explore collective desires and popular attitudes. She constructs an “affective”

history of the closing phase of the First World War—both as a reflective and
emotionally engaged author and through selected contemporary testimonies and
events. By integrating feminist theory, media studies, and political philosophy, she
reveals how fear and emotion are mobilised within media, society, and politics.
Through these emotional perspectives, she depicts not only the rejection of the First

World War but also, implicitly, of warfare in general.

Dr Dimitrova introduces the concept of the “affective turn” into historical
research on the aftermath of the First World War. She examines the conflict
through the lived experiences of individuals—the woman on the home front, the
soldier in the trenches, the diplomat, the politician, and the intellectual involved in
post-war negotiations—where emotional expression and verbal evaluation reveal
genuine attitudes to the war. Broader communities such as women, demobilised
soldiers, and intellectual circles further expose the sociological texture of post-war
reality and trace the trajectory of Europe’s future development. By integrating
sociological and cultural-studies perspectives, she discloses a previously
underexplored dimension of historical continuity: the collective repudiation of war

as a defining paradigm of the post-1918 era.

The candidate explores the consequences of the First World War as reflected
in personal emotions—often unarticulated but manifest as collective affects such as
fear, anger, and resentment. These, she argues, have the potential to evolve into
new collective movements challenging established political structures. Her key
contribution to First World War historiography lies in her interdisciplinary
synthesis of microhistory and interpretive sociology, through which she illuminates

intellectual disillusionment and the broader social rejection of armed conflict.

In subject and scope, Associate Professor Dimitrova treats war as lived

experience, illuminating emotion and feeling as catalysts of post-war cultural and



political change. She retroactively applies a reflexive historical approach—
anticipating its formal emergence after the Second World War—»by incorporating
subjective emotional evaluation and affect into the study of sociological and

cultural developments rooted in the realities of the post-1918 world.

Ultimately, she strives to identify ways of encouraging nations to renounce
aggression in their mutual relations. This humanitarian orientation also permeates
her scholarly publications and, it may be assumed, informs her pedagogical

practice.

3. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

The educational projects in which Associate Professor Dr Snezhana
Dimitrova participates or which she directs are notable for the breadth of their
research scope. They consistently engage with regional issues—SWU, Macedonia,

nationalism, migration, and the aftermath of military conflicts.

The candidate’s writing style is rich and often literary, which speaks well for
her abilities as a lecturer and communicator?. Nevertheless, in certain works, the
use of long, multi-clausal sentences diminishes clarity. Sentences extending beyond
a dozen lines may obscure meaning through excessive length or unnecessary
phrasing. Employing shorter, more concise constructions would render her

arguments clearer and more accessible.

Despite her extensive and distinguished record of research and international
engagement, it is striking that during her twenty-five years as a habilitated
academic she has supervised only three successful doctoral candidates. It would
therefore be desirable for Associate Professor Dimitrova to devote greater attention
to mentoring emerging researchers and to strengthening the preparation and
supervision of additional doctoral work. Passing on her expertise to younger
scholars would ensure the continuity of her intellectual legacy, since the most
enduring contribution of any professor lies not solely in publications or student

numbers but in the cultivation of a scholarly school of successors.
4. Conclusion

The scientific and pedagogical work of Assoc. Prof. Dr Snezhana Dimitrova
merits the highest commendation. Her research is distinctive, original and
intellectually engaging, marked by sociological and cultural interpretations that

enrich the study of European and Balkan history.

In light of the foregoing analysis, | am fully persuaded that Associate
Professor Dr Snezhana Dimitrova meets all the formal and substantive
requirements for promotion to the rank of Professor, and | give my unreserved

support to her election.
