REVIEW

on the competition for the academic position of "professor" in the
professional field 2.2 History and Archaeology, scientific specialty Modern and

Contemporary General History (Balkan History) at SWU "Neofit Rilski".

The competition was announced in State Gazette No. 63 of 01.08.2025.
The only candidate is Assoc. Prof. Snezhana Petrova Dimitrova, PhD. She has
submitted the necessary complete documentation for participation in the

competition.

I know Assoc. Prof. Dimitrova for a long time and have been following
her development and establishment as a historian specializing mainly in the

social history of Bulgaria and other Balkan countries.

From her biographical data, | would like to highlight the most important
facts that represent the candidate’s scientific and teaching career. In 1988, she
graduated with a master's degree from the Faculty of History at Sofia University
"St. Kliment Ohridski." Five years later, she obtained a PhD in Modern and
Contemporary History (Modern and Contemporary Balkan History) after
defending her dissertation on "Restoring historical justice, redressing the painful
past, and guarantees against future German aggression: France and the Balkan
Slavic States (1918-1920)."



In 1992, she began working at the History Department of South-West
University "Neofit Rilski" in Blagoevgrad as a senior assistant, where she has
since climbed all the steps of the academic career ladder to become an associate
professor of Modern and Contemporary Balkan History (elected in 2000).
Assoc. Prof. Dimitrova also holds management positions at the university, the

latest of which is Head of the History Department (from 2024 to present).

In addition to lectures and seminars, the candidate is actively involved in
scientific research and applied activities. Her scientific output includes
numerous publications — 3 independent monographs; co-author of 3 collective
monographs and 1 textbook. She has compiled 5 special thematic issues of
scientific journals, authored 41 studies, articles, and chapters in scientific
collections in Bulgarian and foreign languages, 11 reviews, and publications
with commentary on archival documents related to issues in recent Bulgarian

and Balkan history, etc.

The attached documents clearly show that Assoc. Prof. Snezhana
Dimitrova not only meets the minimum national scientometric indicators for
participation in a competition for the academic position of "professor" in the
field of higher education Humanities, PF 2.2. History and Archaeology, in the
scientific field of Modern and Contemporary General History (Balkan History),
but also far exceeds them, including with regard to the additional requirements
specified in the internal rules for the development of academic staff at SWU
"Neofit Rilski".

Assoc. Prof. Snezhana Dimitrova is participating in the competition with
one habilitation thesis, one published book based on a defended dissertation for
the award of the educational and scientific degree of "doctor" (which I will not
review), as well as 26 other chapters from collective monographs, articles, and
reports published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-

renowned scientific information databases.



Here 1 would like to note that the recognition of the candidate’s
competence by specialists is also evident from the numerous citations of her
publications in Bulgarian and foreign publications. The vast majority of these
publications, which I do not intend to review individually, are devoted to her
favorite subject of research—war, and above all, World War 1. It is precisely this
subject that she analyzes through the prism of various approaches from the
arsenal of social and humanitarian disciplines. Assoc. Prof. Dimitrova's favorite
topics are soldiers, women, and society during and after the war. In addition, she
has written significant and valuable articles on the national question. In a large
part of her articles, Assoc. Prof. Dimitrova demonstrates an interest in the
affective approach, which allows her to show the importance of taking emotions
and affects into account in analyses and reflections on the development of
society. Through its application, she reaches important conclusions. However,
she remains faithful to it in her most significant publication to date, which I will

discuss in the following lines.

In the competition, the candidate presented as her main work the
monograph "The Affective Turn in Diplomacy: Balkan Cases" (Sofia,
Paradigma, 2025, ISBN 978-954-326-563-3) . This fundamental publication
(523 pages in total) contains an introduction, a presentation in three chapters, a

conclusion, and a bibliography.

"The Affective Turn in Diplomacy: Balkan Cases" is a monograph that
presents in an original way the emerging new trends during World War | that
changed the world in the 20th and 21st centuries. One of the new paradigms
created in the course of this process is the affective turn in history, and in
particular in diplomacy, manifested as the action of emotions and negative
reactions, but also positive ones such as friendship, sympathy, acquaintance, and
understanding, which, taken together, have a significant influence on decision-

making in foreign and, consequently, domestic policy.



In the introduction, entitled The Phenomenon of World War | and the
Affective Turn, the author convincingly argues for her choice of topic and her
chosen approach to research. The first and most voluminous chapter (270
pages) of the book, "On the Beautiful Danube: "'The Empire with Qualities' and
Bulgaria through the Eyes of 'Our New Neighbors' (1917-1918)," is the main
part of Assoc. Prof. S. Dimitrova's research. In it, she presents the history of a
little-known organization—the Bulgarian Society for the Development of
Cultural and Economic Relations with Austria and Hungary, founded in June
1917—and its representative publication, Our New Neighbors (1918). In
analyzing the topic, she draws on numerous documents and materials, both
archival and published, as well as a number of studies related to the subject of
the monograph. Incidentally, the author takes a similarly professional approach
(and conducts intensive research) in the presentation of the other two chapters.
This is particularly commendable because it enables the realization of such an

ambitious and serious work.

Important for the monograph and useful for the reading public is the
presentation in a fairly broad plan not only of the bilateral relations between the
two allied states, but also of the situation in the Danube Monarchy itself,
revealing the cooperation and conflicts between the elites of the two main
nations, as well as the other nationalities in the empire, and the interaction
between its main parts, Cisleithania and Transleithania. All this is viewed
through the prism of internal discussions about the possible transformation of

the dual state.

With persistent consistency and determination, the author sheds light on
another aspect of pan-European significance. It concerns the efforts of the Old
Continent in 1917 to end the war, expressed in various (not only) diplomatic

initiatives to conclude peace.



The presentation of this broad context, which deserves admiration, has
allowed the author to appropriately place her narrative about the activities of the
aforementioned Bulgarian Society for the Development of Cultural and
Economic Relations with Austria and Hungary, established in June 1917 by
prominent representatives of the Bulgarian cultural and economic elites, with the
support of the ruling circles in Sofia, Vienna, and Budapest. As an example, she
subjects the two most famous manifestations of the organization in 1918 to a
precise analysis, namely the Exhibition of Arts and Crafts of Austria and
Hungary in Sofia and the magazine-anthology "Our New Neighbors." In this
section, the author, in view of the approach taken, emphasizes the importance of
pursuing positive emotions in bilateral relations through cultural and economic
exchange, with the aim of establishing good neighborliness and friendship. As
evidence of the results achieved in the course of these processes, she cites the
Implementation of certain initiatives supported by the ruling elites in Austria-

Hungary.

| agree with the author's opinion that the circles of friends and personal
connections of these intellectual and economic elites are practically the very
condition for the possibility of producing forms and establishing methods for

influencing politics.

An undeniable contribution by S. Dimitrova is her study (and
conclusions) of hitherto little-known aspects of the relations between Bulgaria
and Austria-Hungary in 1917-1918, a period that has generally been neglected in
historiography in favor of the previous one (from 1914 to 1916). In doing so,
she has "brought in" emotions and assessed their importance for the

development of processes during this period.

The second chapter of the monograph, entitled "On the Context and
History of "Why War?', is devoted to the attempts between the two world wars to

find understanding and interaction between the intellectual elites in Europe. It



refers to the debate between two prominent public and intellectual figures,
Sigmund Freud and Albert Einstein, in 1933, selecting and quoting their
statements, pointing out a number of shortcomings in research on the First
World War, which remain largely insurmountable to this day. In this regard, the
author correctly emphasizes the neglect of the so-called experiential (individual
and collective) historical experience by scholars. In this way, she once again
justified the application of her chosen approach, which allows for the
exploration of "another legacy of the Great War—the past as affective and

memory as affective."

The third chapter, "On the invisible legacy of the Great War, which laid
the traps of the Paris Peace Treaty and casts its shadow over the 21st century," is
also of undoubted interest in view of the objectives of the study. ," which
presents the particular emotional state of Franco-Serbian relations in the context
of the First World War and its consequences for "both the Serbian masses and
the leading French and Serbian statesmen at the end of the 20th century and the
first two decades of the 21st century.” This section logically examines "the
processes that make individual emotions collective and therefore political™ using
the apt example of the Monument of Gratitude to France, erected in the heart of
Belgrade, as well as the use by the current president, Emmanuel Macron, of an
address to the hosts that stirs up emotions from the past and plays on the feelings
and moods of individuals and communities. Macron's address to the hosts,
stirring up emotions from the past and playing on the feelings and moods of

individuals and communities, of course in the interests of French diplomacy.

It is striking that, overall, all three chapters of the monograph are linked
by the same approach to the history of the war, and their storylines reveal how,
through the aforementioned Bulgarian Society for the Development of Cultural
and Economic Relations with Austria and Hungary, the right-wing elites moved

towards rapprochement through cultural and economic exchange. In this way, it



is explained how and why the intellectuals of Bulgaria and Austria-Hungary
"meet" as an ideology and paradigm for understanding and changing the world,
and where they diverge. Once again, | would like to emphasize that the solid
array of sources used, as well as the expert knowledge of theoretical
propositions, have allowed the author to accomplish the ambitious task she set

for herself in a very valuable monographic study.

Everything stated so far gives me reason to vote in favor of the
appointment of Assoc. Prof. Snezhana Petrova Dimitrova to the academic
position of "professor" in the professional field 2.2 History and Archaeology,
scientific specialty Modern and Contemporary General History (Balkan History)
at South-West University "Neofit Rilski".
