l. Summary data on the candidate's scientific production and activities

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Dimitrova has many years of extensive teaching
experience. She has been the titular lecturer of various lecture courses in the
bachelor's programs "History and Archaeology", "Ethnology", "Archiving and
Information Security", "Political Science"”, "Pedagogy of Education in Geography
and History". She also taught in the master's program at the Department of History

of the Faculty of Law and History of the Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski".



From the report submitted for the purposes of the competition, it is clear that her
individual quantitative scientometric indicators significantly exceed the minimum
national requirements for acquiring the academic position of "professor” in the
scientific field 2.2. History and Archaeology. Instead of the required 550 points,
according to the Regulations for the Implementation of the Act on the Development
of the Academic Staff of the Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski”, the data
presented by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Dimitrova provides her with 1470 points.

She is also the scientific supervisor of a total of six doctoral students, three of

whom have already successfully defended their dissertations in public.

II.  Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the

creative production submitted for participation in the competition

In her scientific works, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Dimitrova skillfully uses
various research approaches and methods, characteristic not only of traditional
historical research, but also of topics situated in or bordering on the fields of
anthropology or microhistory. This allows her to skillfully reach new interpretations
and assessments of otherwise well-known historical facts and processes, as well as
to attract greatly underestimated and undeservedly neglected source material,

including in quite conservative fields such as the history of diplomacy.

The monograph "The Affective Turn in Diplomacy. Balkan Cases™ submitted by
her for the purposes of the competition, published by the "Paradigma” Publishing
House, 2025, ISBN 978-954-326-563-3, illustrates extremely convincingly the

research position of Assoc. Prof. Dimitrova, which has been formed over the years.

The monograph, consisting of a total of 523 pages, consists of an introduction,

three chapters, a conclusion, notes, sources and a bibliography and is dedicated to



the complex processes and events of a well-known topic in Assoc. Prof. Dimitrova's

research issues - the First World War.

The first and main chapter of the book "On the Beautiful Blue Danube: "The
Empire with Qualities" and Bulgaria through the Eyes of "Our New Neighbors" is
developed on the history of the "Bulgarian Society for the Development of Cultural
and Economic Relations with Austria and Hungary" established in June 1917 and its
representative publication - the magazine "Our New Neighbors"” (1918). Until now,
it has been completely ignored as a source in Bulgarian historiography. A wide range
of unpublished and published documents and research were also attracted, among
which the documentation of the then Bulgarian legation in Vienna under the
leadership of Andrey Toshev stands out, a significant part of which is being included
in scientific circulation for the first time. On this rich source base, the broad context
of relations not only between Bulgaria and Austria-Hungary, but also within the
Dual Monarchy and its intellectual and political elite, is presented, illuminating in
this original way previously unknown aspects of bilateral relations in the period
1917-1918.

The second chapter, entitled "On the Context and History of "Why War?"," is
dedicated to the search for interaction and understanding among the intellectual
elites of interwar Europe, and in particular to the debate about the hidden
mechanisms that drive societies towards war, conducted between Sigmund Freud
and Albert Einstein in 1933. In it, Assoc. Prof. Dimitrova successfully outlines the
emotionally charged historical context of the 1930s, into which the publication in

question fits, where the two prominent pacifists share their thoughts on the issue.

The third chapter, "On the invisible legacy of the Great War, which lays the traps
of the Paris Peace and casts its shadow over the 21st century," traces the complex

state of contemporary Franco-Serbian relations, read in the code of the legacy of the



First World War and the new political realities of the late 20th and early 21st

centuries.

Despite their different thematic and temporal focus, all three chapters of the
monograph are united by the very original research approach to the history and
political legacy of the First World War, and this gives the study a contributing

character.

I11.  Critical remarks and recommendations

The presented scientific production of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Snezhana Dimitrova
faithfully outlines her academic profile as a conscientious researcher who has made
original contributions to contemporary Bulgarian historiography and undoubted

professional expertise in the broader field of the history of the Balkan countries.

My only recommendation is related to the language used in some of the texts,
which at times makes it difficult for the reader to fully engage with the author's

messages.
IVV. Conclusion

The high scientific value of the presented habilitation thesis, the accumulated
academic experience and the exceeded minimum national requirements for
acquiring the academic position of "professor” give me reason to fully convince
myself to propose that the academic position of "professor"” be awarded to Assoc.
