The monograph represents the first comprehensive and in-depth study of church
architecture in Southwestern Bulgaria (present-day Blagoevgrad region) during the Middle
Ages — from the 9" to the 17" century. It compiles, systematizes, and analyzes the entire source
material related to medieval cult complexes in the region. As a result of the conducted research,
the distribution of church buildings along the valleys of the Struma and Mesta rivers during the
studied period has been outlined. Throughout the analysis, data on issues previously interpreted
partially or inaccurately have been clarified and supplemented, including chronological
corrections to some of the church structures. The closest parallels have been identified in other
parts of Southwestern Bulgaria, where similar trends in the development of church architecture
are observed during certain periods. Analogous examples have also been found in other
Bulgarian territories, as well as beyond the borders of the Bulgarian state.

Based on data from archaeological excavations and observations, as well as information
from written sources and scholarly literature, the cult monuments have been studied both as
examples of the material construction and architectural tradition, and in terms of their functional
characteristics and significance within the context of specific historical periods. A detailed
typological classification of medieval church buildings has been developed, based on their
spatial-structural layout and fagade-decorative features —a contribution that extends beyond the
boundaries of the studied region.

The analysis of the source material shows that during the Middle Ages (9" — 17" ¢.),
church architecture in Southwestern Bulgaria is represented by three main types of cult
buildings, which exhibit distinctive features across different historical periods — basilicas,
single-nave churches, and tree-conchal churches. These architectural forms follow the general
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trends in the development of medieval church architecture, while also revealing specific
regional characteristics typical of the southwestern Bulgarian lands.

In terms of structure, the study consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion,
a bibliography, and appendices that include a typological classification of church buildings
across different historical periods and a catalogue.

The introductory part of the monograph presents its scope and structure. It also includes
a physico-geographical and historico-archaeological overview of the region, as well as a review
of the research history. These last two components possess independent scholarly value and
contribute to a more comprehensive understanding of the context in which church architecture
developed in the area.

The three chapters are dedicated to the development of church architecture during the
periods of the First Bulgarian Tsardom (late 9" — early 11" ¢.), the Second Bulgarian Tsardom
(late 12" — late 14" ¢.), and the Late Middle Ages (15" — 17" ¢.). In each of them, within the
context of general trends in the evolution of church architecture and based on extensive source
material, the cult complexes in the region are presented and analyzed.

Three monuments of church architecture belong to the period of the First Bulgarian
Tsardom in the studied region — the Basilica “St. Nicholas” in the town of Melnik, the single-
nave church in the area of Shipotsko at the town of Bansko, and the three-conchal church “St.
Athanasius” at the village of Kulata, Petrich municipality. The small number of excavated
church buildings from this period is also typical for the rest of the Bulgarian lands. Based on
their functional characteristics, they are represented by one episcopal (or parish) church (“St.
Nicholas” in Melnik), one cemetery church (the church in the Shipotsko area near the town of
Bansko), and one monastery church (the church at the village of Kulata). Despite the
impossibility at this stage to establish categorically the status of the Basilica “St. Nicholas” in
Melnik, the church certainly occupied an extremely important place in the valley of the Middle
Struma in the period of the First Bulgarian Tsardom. It is the oldest temple in the area at that
time, which is a typical example of the construction of church buildings on older cult sites. In
its plan, the church is a three nave three-apsed basilica with an almost square naos. The
shortened basilica is successfully reproduced the form of the Thracian sanctuary located on this
site, showing the continuity in the use of the cult space. The small single-nave single apsidal
church in the area of Shipotsko near the town of Bansko, consisting only of naos, is also an
example of inheritance of an old cult space. The medieval church was built on the ruins of an
early Christian temple. Also in the Middle Ages, a necropolis developed around it, which again
is an indication of the absorption of sacred territory. The church at the village of Kulata is the
only tree-conchal church built into a rectangular enclosure on the territory of Bulgaria, which
also defines it as the only subtype of these temples in Southwestern Bulgaria.

The church buildings built during the First Bulgarian Tsardom continued to exist during
the Byzantine rule. The number of registered and studied churches from the period of the
Second Bulgarian Tsardom is much higher. More than half of them (18 in the catalogue)
naturally originate from the main urban and ecclesiastical centre in the region — Melnik. The
location of the cult complexes in the town follows its topographical and urban planning features.
Some of the most important church buildings are located on the plateau of St. Nicholas, where
the so-called Inner/Upper Town is located. These are the Basilica “St. Nicholas” (known as the
Old Bishopric), situated within the Inner Fortress (the Citadel), and the four monasteries located
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in the monastic zone in the eastern part of the fortress — “St. Haralampius/Holy Archangels”,
“Holy Virgin Spileotissa” (“St. Zona”), “Holy Virgin Life-giving Spring” and “Sts. Cosmas
and Damian Anargyroi” (“the Silverless”). Two of these monasteries have been studied
archaeologically — “St. Haralampius” and “Holy Virgin Spileotissa”. The other two, known
from written sources, are associated with ruins that have not yet been studied. The remaining
cult buildings are located in the Outer (Lower) Town — the so-called Sub-Building of medieval
Melnik. In its southeastern end is the monastery of “Holy Virgin Pantanassa”, one of the most
famous cult complexes outside the plateau of St. Nicholas. It is part of the peripheral urban
church-monastery zone along the two ravines — the Badanish and the Rozhen. The Rozhen
monastery, located about 4.5 km outside the town, also belongs to the Melnik monasteries. In
the Second Bulgarian Tsardom outside the area of Melnik refers also the Troskovo monastery.
The monasteries of “Sts. Cosmas and Damian” at Sandanski, “St. Virgin Mary”
(Zhivoprijemniy source) near Gotse Delchev, the monastery of “St. George” of Churilovo,
district of Petrich, the monastery of “St. Petka” near Petrich, probably existed in the Middle
Ages, but they have not been studied and there is no data on their more precise dating.

In the town of Melnik, a large concentration of church buildings from the period of the
Second Bulgarian Tsardom is observed on the hill of Chatala, which plays the role of a second
urban core, in the immediate vicinity of the fortress. It represented a central quarter of the
suburb in the Middle Ages, inhabited mainly by the rich population. Some of the churches
located here have been studied archaeologically, and others are known only from reports.
Church buildings are recorded in all parts of the Outer Town, the functions they fulfilled being
mainly those of neighborhood (parish) and family churches.

Based on the processing and analysis of the data on the church buildings in the rest of
the region under consideration (outside the area of Melnik), 16 monuments from the period of
the Second Bulgarian Tsardom are included in the prepared catalogue. Of these, only four
originate from the valley of the river of Mesta (the churches in the town of Bansko, village of
Kribul, municipality of Satovcha, village of Dabnitsa, municipality of Garmen, village of
Hadzhidimovo, municipality of Garmen), and the rest — from the valley of the river of Struma
(6 from the area of the municipality of Sandanski, 4 from the region of Petrich, 2 from the
region of Simitli). Two of these churches are monastic in their functional characteristic — the
church “St. Michael the Archangel” at the Troskovo monastery and the church “Sv. Troitsa”
(Holy Trinity) in the village of Krupnik, which later became episcopal. Due to the presence of
a necropolis in some of them (the churches in the village of Krupnik, the village of Gabrene,
the municipality of Petrich, the village of Kamena, municipality of Petrich, the town of Bansko,
Shipotsko area, the village of Kribul, municipality of Satovcha) can be assumed that they most
probably fulfilled cemetery functions. Three of the church buildings — at the village of Dabnitsa
and the village of Hadzhidimovo, municipality of Garmen, as well as “St. Elijah” at the village
of Kalimantsi, municipality of Sandanski, serve the medieval fortresses in which they are
located. The others are most probably village (parish) ones. In the period of the First Bulgarian
Tsardom the cult site was continued by a large necropolis and a church at it, which continued
to be used until the 13" century.

The typological classification of the church buildings found in the region during the
Second Bulgarian Tsardom shows the distribution of the following architectural types:
basilicas, single-nave churches, two-nave churches, and tree-conchal churches. The small
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number of basilical church buildings (3) can be explained by their decline during the Second
Bulgarian Tsardom. Single-nave churches were the most common type of church building in
the region under study, which was also typical for the rest of the Bulgarian lands at that time.
They are most common in the main urban center of Melnik, as well as in other settlements and
fortresses. In Melnik, they were built as monasteries, neighborhoods, and family churches
(chapels) next to homes. It can be concluded that in Melnik the more elaborate versions of the
single nave churches were built, while in the other settlements exclusively single nave churches
predominated, which consisted only of naos.

Of interest are the two-nave churches, the so-called churches with an annex, to which
belong two monastery churches from the town of Melnik — the Catholicons of “St.
Haralampius/Holy Archangels” and of “Holy Virgin Spileotissa”, located in the monastic zone
of the Melnik fortress, on the plateau of St. Nicholas. This type of church was common in
Byzantium and Serbia in the 11" — 13" centuries, and one naos (annex) had mortuary and
commemorative functions.

Tree-conchal churches are also found in the Second Bulgarian Tsardom. In the XIV
century the monastery church “Sv. Troitsa” (Holy Trinity) in the village of Krupnik,
municipality of Simitli, which is a three-conchal domed building. It is the only one so far not
only in the region but in the whole of Bulgaria. Most probably the church “St. Athanasius” at
the village of Kulata, municipality of Petrich, which belongs to another variant of the tree-
conchal churches — a tree-conchal domed church built into a rectangular enclosure.

The lack of cross-domed churches in the region under study during this period is also
striking. This lack is surprising especially for the territory of medieval Melnik, especially since
this type of religious building is considered the most representative during the Second Bulgarian
Tsardom.

In general, the Ottoman conguest stopped the natural development of Christian church
architecture. It is interesting to note, however, that no late 14" — 15" ¢. destructions have been
identified in the archaeologically investigated church buildings of the region. Similar ones are
attested in the cult complexes only in the second half of the 16" century, which are attributed
to major earthquakes during this period. This is especially true for the church buildings in the
territory of the town of Melnik, which were subject to the Ecumenical Patriarchate of
Constantinople, which allowed them to be preserved.

Most of the church buildings continue their existence from the previous period, but there
are also those built in the 15" — 17" ¢. The same types of church buildings — basilicas, single-
nave, two-nave, and tree-conchal churches — also exist in this period. Differences emerge in
some of the variants of these types. New are the three-nave pseudo-basilicas and the tree-
conchal single-nave churches without a dome. The single nave two-apse church has not been
previously attested.

The most widespread in the region during the Late Middle Ages were the single-nave
churches, consisting only of a naos, and the tree-conchal single-nave churches without a dome.
The data from the many single-nave churches in Melnik that have been studied so far,
functioning until the 19" century, show that they did not change their planning and construction
scheme during their long existence. When the ruined monuments were rebuilt, the pattern was
reproduced, in some cases with the addition of narthexes and side galleries during the Ottoman
and Revival periods.
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The prevalence of tree-conchal churches emerges as a regional specificity in the region
under study throughout the medieval period. The only variants of this type on the territory of
Bulgaria can be found here both during the First Bulgarian Tsardom (the church at the village
of Kulata, district of Petrich) and the Second Bulgarian Tsardom (the church at the village of
Krupnik, Simitli municipality) and most probably both churches were part of monastery
complexes. This also applies to the period of the Late Middle Ages, dominated by small
triconchal single-nave churches without a dome (the church at the village of Drenkovo,
Blagoevgrad region, the Pisanata church, the Byalata (the White) church, the “Sv. Troitsa”
(Holy Trinity) church and the church located in Bela Reka neighborhood, Razlog region).

The persistent presence of the triconchal churches on the territory of Southwestern
Bulgaria (today’s Blagoevgrad region) is quite natural, given that this region was part of the
southwestern Bulgarian lands in the Middle Ages, where the first tree-conchal churches were
built. After the formation of the great cult center of Mount Athos, the influence of its
architecture, especially on late medieval temples, is not excluded. On the other hand, it should
be noted that the so-called Athonite type of churches is not attested here, but the simpler
varieties of the tree-conchal temples. Nevertheless, the preference for tree-conchal churches in
these lands is a fact. This could explain the lack of crossed-dome churches in the area, which
in turn can also be seen as a regional specificity. Future archaeological studies will undoubtedly
shed more light on this issue.

The catalogue, on which the typological classification is based, encompasses 45 church
buildings in Southwestern Bulgaria. For convenience, it is arranged alphabetically and contains
synthesized information about the monuments. Included are churches for which sufficient data
exists, allowing for classification and dating.

The monograph features numerous reproductions in the form of maps, plans, sections,
reconstructions, axonometric restorations, and photographs of the church buildings, organized
at the end of each chapter.

This monograph presents and analyses for the first time the tumular burial complexes in
Southwestern Thrace during the Roman period, based on numerous published and unpublished
archaeological materials. As a result of the research, the distribution of tumular necropolises
along the valleys of the Struma, Mesta, and Bregalnitsa rivers has been identified. A detailed
typological classification of the burial facilities characteristic of the region and period studied
has been developed. The main forms of funerary rites — inhumation and cremation — have been
analysed, with attention to chronological developments and associated rituals. The burial
inventory found in the necropolises has been categorized and interpreted, with emphasis on the
functions and place of individual objects within the ritual system. The continuity in burial rituals
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from the pre-Roman age, as well as the changes that occurred after the establishment of Roman
rule, have been traced. One of the key contributions of the monograph is the expansion of the
territorial scope of the study of burial practices during the Roman period beyond the borders of
the modern Bulgarian state, by including materials from the Bregalnitsa River valley (now
North Macedonia).

Based on archaeological analysis of tumular complexes in Southwestern Thrace during
the Roman period, the main characteristics of funerary rites are traced. The tumuli are located
mainly in the Upper Struma and Upper Bregalnitsa regions, as well as in the Middle Mesta
Valley, within the territories of the two main urban centres — Pautalia and Nicopolis ad Nestum.
A significant number were constructed during the Roman period, both individually and in
groups. Their sizes range from large to small, with medium-sized tumuli (4 to 8 meters) being
the most common. The continued accumulation of tumuli even after the permanent
establishment of Roman rule represents a significant element of preserved Thracian ritual
practices inherited from the previous period.

The largest tumular necropolis studied in the region is located near the village of
Nevestino, Kyustendil region, and is associated with a villa-type residence in the territory of
Pautalia. Some of the necropolises continued in use from the previous period, as evidenced by
earlier tumuli, including “empty” ones. Among the burial mounds, there are examples of a
practice known from the 1%t millennium BC — the construction of a smaller basal tumulus,
differing in composition and colour, upon which the rest of the mound was built. In addition,
the tradition of building tumuli in stages, most often using heterogeneous layers, was preserved.
The construction of tumuli during the Roman period shows that the Thracian ethnic element,
despite the political, economic, and demographic changes following the Roman conquest,
continued to adhere to traditional burial practices. This is clearly evident in the many rituals
characteristic of Thracian funerary tradition.

Some of the burial facilities used during the Roman period were inherited from the
previous period. Among them are burial grounds, certain types of burial pits, clay urns, and
graves built with stone slabs. Of particular interest is a specific type of burial facility found so
far only in the Upper Struma region, in the territory of Pautalia: the funerary platforms
discovered at the tumular complexes near Dragodan and Kocherinovo. The platform at the
tumulus near Dragodan is surrounded by clay vessels and one glass vessel, while the one at
Kocherinovo is encircled by a double ring of clay and bronze vessels. These vessels serve a
dual function: they are part of the burial inventory, and simultaneously an element of the tomb’s
construction, through which the burial space is sacralised. The clay vessels are of a single type
and occupy a special place in the funerary rites of the Roman period. Their direct participation
in the ritual is associated with the practice of pouring wine over the ashes after cremation, after
which the vessels are structurally incorporated into the facility. Even if similar examples exist
from the previous period, it should be noted that this type of structure has no exact analogues
outside the Upper Struma region, pointing to the existence of local peculiarities in burial
practices.

Some of the burial facilities were introduced into Thracian lands after the Roman
conquest. In the context of tumular necropolises, these include graves built with pitched-roof
tegulae and sarcophagi. The latter became a characteristic feature of ancient Pautalia, reflecting
the influence of Roman urban life and culture. The sarcophagi from Pautalia are of the Eastern
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type — with lids shaped as gabled roofs and massive acroteria. They are carved from granite,
characterised by the absence of decorative elements, and were most likely produced in local
workshops. There are also examples of monumental tombs in the studied region. Within the
tumular necropolises, a monumental tomb complex has been discovered at Tumulus No. 3 of
the necropolis near the village of Nevestino.

During the Roman period, two main funerary rites were practiced — cremation and
inhumation. In the tumular necropolises, cremation remained the dominant rite, indicating the
persistence of local traditions. Within this ritual, both cremation methods were practiced: in situ
(bustum) and outside the grave (ustrinum). Cremation burials in tumular necropolises most
commonly occurred in funerary platforms (pyres), urns, and various types of masonry graves.
Inhumation in tumular necropolises is rare and is observed mainly in secondary, unshaped
graves from the late Roman period. Primary inhumations within tumuli have been found only
at the Mogilata — Kyustendil complex and in the sarcophagus burial at Lozenski Nivi near
Kyustendil, both dating from the first quarter of the 3™ century. The sarcophagus itself is a clear
indicator of Roman influence on funerary practices.

Based on the data presented, it can be concluded that cremation was the dominant
funerary rite in the tumular necropolises during the first centuries of the Roman imperial period.
The chronological distribution of the two main rites corresponds to the pattern observed in the
inner Thracian lands. Cremation prevailed in the early Roman imperial period, while the 3"
century saw a rise in inhumation, which ultimately became the leading practice in the 4%
century. This transformation is primarily associated with the spread of Christianity.

A number of rituals demonstrate the local population's steadfast adherence to traditional
funerary practices. Among them are the lighting of fires at the burial site, the smashing of
pottery within the burial complexes, and various forms of sacrifice — food, animals, and others.
Of particular interest are the carts found in the tumular necropolises in the valleys of Upper
Struma, Middle Mesta, and Upper Bregalnitsa. Their presence in the burial complexes is
associated with early Thracian rituals, although their number increased significantly during the
Roman period. The placing of wheeled vehicles in specially prepared pits — some pre-
disassembled, others burned (as in the complex at Tarintsi) — can be interpreted as a peculiar
form of sacrifice. The small cultic plastic found near the tumulus near the village of Liliyach,
region of Kyustendil, also testifies to the preservation of Thracian rituals, expanding the area
of distribution of such objects in Thrace.

In the funerary practices of the Roman period, the burial inventory held significant
importance, often reflecting specific beliefs associated with death and the afterlife. Some of the
objects deposited in the grave served a defined purpose, while others carried symbolic meaning.
The composition and volume of the inventory are not the same in tumular and flat necropolises.
Traditionally, a wide range of numerous objects were placed in the tumuli, reflecting the burial
customs of the Thracians. With the gradual adoption of inhumation under Roman influence, the
funerary rite became simplified, and the number of items deposited in graves decreased
considerably. Under the impact of Christianity — especially after its recognition as the official
religion — grave offerings nearly disappeared.

The quantity and composition of the burial inventory depend not only on ritual
traditions, but also on the social status and material means of the deceased. The tumular burials
from the early imperial period are characterized by a rich and diverse inventory, preserving the
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tradition of the so-called “rich graves” known from the preceding period in Southwestern
Thrace. Typical examples of this group in the region are the tumular complexes at Dragodan
and Kocherinovo in the Upper Struma area, containing lavish and deliberately selected burial
inventory that reflects older religious beliefs and ritual practices. Particularly indicative in this
regard are the elements of funerary wreaths and breastplates found in both complexes. Although
more modest compared to similar items from the 1t millennium BC, in the context of the
Roman period they appear as traditional sepulchral attributes, attesting both to ritual continuity
and to the social status of the deceased.

During the late Roman period, and especially under the influence of Christianity,
significant changes occurred in funerary rites. The gradual establishment of the new religion
led to a simplification of the ritual and a marked reduction in the items deposited in graves. In
the tumular necropolises, where elaborate rites and diverse burial inventory had previously been
observed, these changes unfolded gradually. Instances where objects such as ceramics and coins
are still found point rather to enduring pagan reminiscences and preserved local traditions
adapted to the new religious realities. Thus, the tumular complexes from the late Roman period
emerge as distinctive cultural markers, reflecting the transition from traditional Thracian rituals
to Christian funerary ideology. They preserve layers of ritual memory that enable us to trace
not only social and religious transformation, but also the ways in which the local population
perceived and assimilated new cultural influences.

The article presents and analyzes a monumental tomb from the Roman period,
discovered near the village of Krupnik in the Blagoevgrad region — one of the most significant
archaeological monuments from this era in Southwestern Bulgaria. The structure was unearthed
at a depth of approximately 0.50-0.60 meters and consists of six vaulted chambers — one central
and five peripheral — built of brick and stone, accessible via a staircase and lacking any traces
of mural decoration.

The study examines the tomb within the context of cultic burial complexes from the
Roman period, identifying it as a unique architectural site with no direct analogue in Bulgaria.
Despite similarities to cruciform-plan tombs from Serdica, Augusta Traiana, and other
locations, the Krupnik tomb displays several distinctive features that set it apart from this group.
The closest parallels are found in the eastern Roman provinces — Beth Shean (Scythopolis) in
Roman Palestine and Dura-Europos in Roman Syria — where the side chambers functioned as
niches (loculi) intended for the placement of the deceased. Based on this, the interpretation is
proposed that the similarity in layout may be explained by the presence of settlers from these
regions in the Struma River valley.
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The architectural plan and spatial organization of the tomb near Krupnik suggest that it
was a family burial complex designed for repeated use, likely serving as a site for rituals
associated with the cult of the dead. Its location below ground level identifies it as a hypogeum,
and its presumed cultic function implies that the structure was marked on the surface — a feature
that places it within the typological group of monumental Roman burial complexes.

The tomb testifies to the economic and cultural prosperity of the region, as well as the
existence of a wealthy social stratum among the local population. A coin from the reign of
Emperor Procopius (365-366), combined with analysis of the construction techniques, allows
the complex to be dated to the second half of the 4" century AD.

Although the tomb is attributed to the period of Early Christianity, the absence of
Christian symbols and mural decoration suggests that the structure functioned outside the
official religious context — a conclusion that raises questions about the religious identity of the
buried individuals.

In conclusion, the tomb near Krupnik is interpreted as a representative example of
Roman provincial funerary architecture in Thracian lands, embedded within the broader context
of the architectural traditions of the Roman Empire.

The present article explores the preserved ritual practices in necropolises from
the Roman period along the Upper and Middle Struma River, with a focus on the
continuity of early Thracian funerary traditions. Based on extensive archaeological
material, including unpublished data, the study traces cultic practices documented in
both tumular and flat necropolises of urban and rural settlements in the region. The
research reveals the resilience of local burial customs despite the imposition of Roman
rule, identifying the continuation of mound construction and ritual sequencing in the
formation of burial mounds.

Preserved ritual elements are evident in the parallel existence of inhumation and
cremation, as well as in the fire purification ritual, attested across various necropolis
types. Practices such as vessel breaking, the presence of animal remains, sacrificial
offerings, and rituals associated with “feeding the dead” further enrich the understanding
of the funerary cult context. The tradition of “rich graves” is also maintained, indicating
social stratification. Evidence of preserved cult beliefs is provided by the discovery of
small votive figurines in the tumulus near the village of Lilyach, Kyustendil region,
which enhance the perception of the ritual framework of the burials.
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Through the systematization of archaeological data and interpretation of
preserved ritual practices, the study contributes to a deeper understanding of cultural
continuity in funerary rites in Southwestern Thrace.

This study presents the first systematic analysis of stone urns from the Roman
period discovered in the territory of present-day Bulgaria, examined as a distinct type of
funerary structure. The focus is placed on their significance within the development of
sepulchral monuments in the Roman world and their connection to the practice of
cremation.

Based on archaeological data, the chronological distribution of the urns is traced,
revealing that their most widespread use coincides with the early centuries of the
Imperial period. Regional patterns in their usage are outlined, with a notable
concentration in the valley of the Middle Struma River — within the boundaries of the
Roman province of Macedonia — while outside this area, such monuments are relatively
scarce.

A systematic survey and analysis of all known stone urns has been conducted,
including those found during archaeological excavations and under incidental
circumstances, encompassing both published and unpublished artifacts. Various
historiographical interpretations are reviewed, with the urns previously identified as
child sarcophagi, ossuaries, or osteothecae. Based on their affiliation with the Roman
provincial world, the absence of earlier local traditions, and the lack of epigraphic data,
the study argues that these structures should be classified as “urns.”

The formal characteristics of the urns are clarified — including material, shape,
presence of inscriptions, and sculptural decoration. For the decorated specimens,
analogies are sought with garland sarcophagi from Asia Minor (2" — 3 ¢.), establishing
a link between decorative motifs and funerary stelae from the Middle Struma region.
This contributes to a better understanding of local burial traditions. A comparison is
made between the distribution of stone urns and the cremation ritual in Rome and the
Roman provinces in Thrace, placing the monuments within a broader cultural and
religious context.

The article presents an analysis of a group of burial complexes characteristic of the
valley of the Mesta River during Antiquity. The study is based on a wide range of sources —
archaeological excavations, incidental finds, as well as published and unpublished materials.

The author proposes a refinement of terminology, identifying these structures as “burial
pits lined with stone slabs” instead of the commonly used terms “cist graves” or “cists.” It is
emphasized that this type of burial structure is widespread in Southwestern Thrace, with a
distinct concentration along the Mesta River valley. Their conservative nature is highlighted by
their prolonged use — from the 1% millennium BC through Late Antiquity and the Middle Ages.

The grave inventory, consisting mainly of personal items (buckles, bracelets, rings made
of bronze and iron) and ceramic offerings (cups, jugs, bowls, dishes), does not indicate
affiliation of the deceased with high social strata. The use of coins as grave offerings, likely
serving the function of a “Charon’s obol,” allows for more precise chronological attribution of
the burials.

In some of the burial pits lined with stone slabs, human remains are absent — a fact
interpreted as evidence of reburial practices rooted in early Thracian ritual traditions. Other
elements of Thracian funerary customs are also attested, such as fire rituals at the burial site
and the ceremonial breaking of pottery. The distribution of this type of burial structure during
the Roman period is viewed as a reminiscence of earlier funerary practices, with continuity into
later historical periods.

This study publishes and analyzes finds from a relatively rich grave excavated in Mound
No. 1, Grave No. 2, near the village of Devetak, Karnobat region. The grave consists of a burial
pit with cremation performed in situ, with the archaeological context thoroughly clarified —
including the structure, rituals, and precise positioning of the finds.

The grave inventory includes an iron folding stool with bronze sculptural decoration
(lion heads) and two bronze vessels — a jug with a round mouth and a bowl with a smooth
cylindrical handle. These items are subjected to detailed analysis within the context of Roman-
period funerary complexes in Thrace, with emphasis on their functional role.

All known folding stools from the Thracian Roman provinces are systematized,
enriching the typological and chronological framework of such finds. It is established that
nearly all were discovered in cremation graves (mostly with in situ cremation), placed in burial
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pits of various shapes or in built tombs. The connection between folding stools and
chariots/carts is also examined, though the number of finds in such contexts remains limited.

A frequent association of folding stools with bronze vessels and domestic items is
identified, allowing their interpretation as part of a hygiene set typical of the Roman cultural
environment. At the same time, their combination with transport-related items may indicate
high social status.

An argued position is presented that the commonly accepted dating of graves with
folding stools (3™ — early 4™ c.) is too late. Based on the analysis, the stool from Devetak is
dated no later than the 2nd century.

The bronze jug is examined in the context of Roman dining culture, with analogous
vessels from the Thracian Roman provinces collected and systematized. Jugs with round
mouths are dated from the late 1%t to the early 3" century, with a concentration in 2"-century
graves, typically shaped as stepped burial pits, brick tombs with semi-cylindrical vaults, or
burial platforms. Terminological inaccuracies are addressed — for example, the bowl with a
handle is often mistakenly referred to as a “patera”, although a patera lacks a handle and is used
for libations.

The closest parallels to the bronze vessels from Devetak are identified among finds from
the Thracian Roman provinces, contributing to their more precise typological and chronological
interpretation. Observations are made on the archaeological context of these vessels to trace
their role in funerary rituals and domestic culture.

In conclusion, the grave assemblage — folding stool and two bronze vessels — is
interpreted as a funerary inventory comprising items used during life and placed as grave
offerings. Their participation in the ritual itself is also considered. They most likely belonged
to a wealthy local landowner of Thracian origin, with the presence of the folding stool viewed
as an indicator of high social status. Based on the identified parallels and the overall analysis
of the funerary rite and inventory, Grave No. 2 from Mound No. 1 (“Dyado Dragneva Mound”)
near Devetak, Karnobat region, is dated to the period from the mid-2"? to the early 3™ c.

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The article is dedicated to one of the most significant examples of medieval Bulgarian
architecture — the church “Sv. Troitsa” (Holy Trinity) in the village of Krupnik, Simitli
Municipality. The study examines archaeological monuments in the area from Antiquity to the
Middle Ages, tracing the history of research (both archaeological and historiographical) related
to the church “Sv. Troitsa” (Holy Trinity).

The church is classified as a triconch domed cruciform structure, with no exact
analogues in the Bulgarian lands, which defines it as a unique architectural monument. Its
dating to the period of the Second Bulgarian Empire, specifically the 14" century, has been
confirmed. The possibility of the church serving multiple functions during the Middle Ages is
considered as part of its historical role.

Various historiographical opinions regarding the history of the Krupnik bishopric are
reviewed, with the argument presented that the church “Sv. Troitsa” (Holy Trinity) served as
the seat of the bishopric established in the mid-15™ century. In conclusion, it is emphasized that
during the Ottoman period, the church preserved its original spatial and structural design
without significant architectural alterations.

The publication presents the results of the second stage of archaeological excavations
conducted in 2017. The investigation was carried out under an agreement between South-West
University “Neofit Rilski” and Blagoevgrad Municipality, with the participation of students
from the programs “History and Archaeology” and “History” as part of their archaeological
field training.

During the fieldwork, observations regarding the spatial and structural layout of the
church were confirmed, and key architectural features were clarified. The discovery of human
remains in the extended trench on the northern side (Trench No. 2), along with the presence of
a grave uncovered during the previous excavation season, reinforce the hypothesis that the
church functioned as a cemetery site during the Middle Ages.

The newly initiated trench (No. 3), located in front of the western facade, confirmed that
the church was constructed without a narthex — an important feature for its typological
classification.

The publication presents the results of the regular archaeological investigation of the
church in the village of Drenkovo, conducted in 2016 with the support of the Ministry of Culture
and Blagoevgrad Municipality, and with the participation of students from South-West
University “Neofit Rilski.”

At this stage of the research, the main spatial and structural characteristics of the church
were clarified. Parallels were sought with other religious buildings in the Upper Struma region
in order to determine its typological classification. Special attention was given to the finds from
a grave located near the northwestern exterior wall of the church — earrings of the “Kurbinovo”
type, which contribute to the chronological dating of the site.

Based on architectural features and archaeological evidence, the church is dated to the
Late Middle Ages.

This publication is devoted to the church architecture in Southwestern Bulgaria (now
Blagoevgrad region) during the First Bulgarian Tsardom, in the period from the end of the 9th
to the beginning of the 11™ century. From the second half of the 9™ century (specifically from
864) the territories of the region under consideration officially entered the borders of the
medieval Bulgarian state, which coincided with the conversion to Christianity in Bulgaria (865).
The studied region covers the valleys of the rivers of Struma (Middle Struma) and Mesta (Upper
and Middle Mesta), which were part of the southwestern borders of the Bulgarian state in the
Middle Ages.

At present, three churches can be attributed to this period, all excavated through regular
archaeological excavations. These are the Basilica of St. Nicholas in the town of Melnik, the
single-nave church in the area of Shipotsko at the town of Bansko and the three-conchal church
at the village of Kulata, Petrich municipality. In terms of their functional characteristics, these
churches include an episcopal (or parish) church (“St. Nicholas” in Melnik), a cemetery church
(the church in the area of Shipotsko near the town of Bansko) and a monastery church (the
church at the village of Kulata). Characteristic for the first two is their construction on older
cult sites — on an ancient sanctuary and an early Christian church (the church “St. Nicholas” in
Melnik) and on an early Christian temple (the church in the area of Shipotsko, at the town of
Bansko).

Despite the limited number of examples, the study shows the presence of almost all the
main architectural types of church buildings characteristic of the rest of the Bulgarian lands and
the Balkans — with the exception of cross-domed churches. This absence emerges as a persistent
regional specificity, preserved throughout the following periods of the Middle Ages.

The study is dedicated to one of the best-preserved medieval monuments in the territory
of Blagoevgrad Municipality — the three-conchal church located in the land of the village of
Drenkovo. The church was investigated through regular archaeological excavations in 2016 and
2017, with the participation of students from the “History” and “History and Archaeology”
programs at South-West University “Neofit Rilski.”

The text compiles and analyzes all available historical, archaeological, and
historiographical data related to the three-conchal church in Drenkovo. Based on the results of
the excavations, the spatial and structural layout of the building has been clarified — a three-
conchal single-nave structure without a dome. The design of the western fagade classifies the
church among the so-called “churches with antae,” in which the northern and southern walls of
the naos extend forward as pilaster-like projections. Numerous architectural parallels are drawn,
contributing to the typological classification of the monument.

The construction of the church is examined in the context of the new social and religious
conditions during the early centuries of Ottoman rule in the Bulgarian lands. The building is
attributed to the Late Medieval period, with the possibility that it was erected as early as the
late 15th century. It is also suggested that the church may have been built in a settlement
belonging to the Rila Monastery prior to the Ottoman conquest, such as Drenkovo.

The three-conchal church in Drenkovo marks the southernmost extent of the distribution
of this type of religious building along the Struma River valley during the Late Middle Ages.
The results of the archaeological investigation, the architectural features of the monument, and
the numerous parallels all support its dating to the Late Medieval period. For more precise
dating, the earrings found in the excavated grave are of particular importance, with the closest
parallel dating to the late 15" century. Based on this, the construction of the church is placed in
the late 15 — 16™ century. This dating is further supported by the favorable conditions for
church construction in the region under the care of the bishops/metropolitans of Krupnik,
known for their dedication to ecclesiastical buildings.

The church in Drenkovo is a significant monument of medieval religious architecture,
providing valuable insights into church archaeology and the history of the southwestern
Bulgarian lands.

The study outlines the distribution of three-conchal churches in Southwestern Bulgaria,
with a focus on the territory of Blagoevgrad region — part of the southwestern frontier of the
medieval Bulgarian state. A historiographical review of research on three-conchal churches in
the Bulgarian lands and the Balkan Peninsula is provided. The spatial and structural features of
the churches in the region are examined in detail, and their architectural typology is clarified.

The region contains unique variants of domed three-conchal churches found in Bulgaria.
During the First Bulgarian Empire, this includes the church in the village of Kulata (Petrich
area), and during the Second Bulgarian Empire — the church in the village of Krupnik, Simitli
Municipality. Both churches most likely belonged to monastic complexes.

Three-conchal churches became particularly widespread during the Late Middle Ages,
when small, single-nave, non-domed three-conchal buildings predominated. Examples include
the church in the village of Drenkovo, Blagoevgrad Municipality — located in the Struma River
valley — as well as the Pisanata (Painted) church, the Byalata (White) church, the “Sv. Troitsa”
(Holy Trinity), and the church located in the Bela Reka neighborhood near the town of Razlog
— in the Mesta River valley. Functionally, the church in Drenkovo can be classified as a
cemetery church. Others, such as the Pisanata (Painted) church in Razlog, were built on older
sacred sites dating back to the Early Christian period.

The spread of three-conchal churches in the studied area is highlighted as a regional
specificity, preserved throughout the Late Middle Ages. The main reasons for this distribution
include the region’s historical affiliation with the southwestern Bulgarian lands, where the
earliest examples of this church type appeared. The influence of the major religious center of
Mount Athos is also considered, particularly in relation to the late medieval three-conchal
churches.

This study presents an in-depth examination of the monastic network in Southwestern
Bulgaria (present-day Blagoevgrad region). It outlines the geographical distribution of
monasteries along the valleys of the Struma and Mesta rivers, where the terrain and historical
routes favored the establishment of religious centers.
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The continuity of sacred sites is traced, revealing that in many cases monasteries were
built upon older sanctuaries from Antiquity and the Early Christian period — evidence of a deep-
rooted sacred tradition in the region. A comprehensive historical overview of the monasteries
during the Middle Ages is provided, analyzing their architectural features, functions, and role
in the spiritual life of the local population.

Monasteries with long-standing histories have been identified, some of which — despite
periods of interruption — continued to function until the late 19" or early 20™" c., and some even
to the present day, such as the Hadzhidimovo Monastery of St. George the Victorious. The
monasteries are presented as spiritual and cultural centers that played a key role in preserving
identity, literacy, and religious tradition throughout all historical periods.

The article examines the activities of one of the most active archaeological societies in
Southwestern Bulgaria during the 1930s and 1940s — the “Struma” Society in the town of Sveti
Vrach (present-day Sandanski). The study is based on the author’s academic work in the fields
of museology and cultural heritage preservation.

The role of archaeological societies in Bulgaria during the first half of the 20" century
is outlined, with emphasis on their importance in safeguarding historical and archaeological
heritage. Drawing on archival documents, the article traces the foundation and development of
the “Struma” Society, highlighting its activities: collecting antiquities, initiating archaeological
investigations, organizing exhibitions, public lectures, and cultural-educational initiatives.

Special attention is given to the museum collection organized by the society, which laid
the foundations of the present-day Archaeological Museum in Sandanski. A significant portion
of the artifacts preserved in the museum today are the result of the society’s efforts.

In conclusion, the article argues that the “Struma” Archaeological Society played a
foundational role in regional civic initiatives related to the study, promotion, and preservation
of cultural heritage in Southwestern Bulgaria.
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
