The INTRODUCTION

§1. Physical and geographical characteristics interpret the importance of
the Struma and Mesta valleys, as well as the Rila, Pirin and Rhodope mountains
for the development of life during the Middle Ages, with the important
conclusion that the entire period of the Middle Ages is characterized by
topographic continuity in a number of cult monuments.

§2. Historical and archaeological characteristics take into account the
importance of the city of Melnik in its rise and establishment as the most
significant administrative, religious and cultural center in the region under
consideration; the importance of Velbazhd, Razlog and Bansko is also added,
and during the Second Bulgarian Kingdom and Petrich, as well as the other
cities in the region.

§3. History of research and historiography provides a decent overview of
what has been done by foreign and, above all, our researchers in the registration
and study of church architecture in SW Bulgaria, including the excavations
conducted by the author.

CHAPTER ONE: CHURCH ARCHITECTURE IN SOUTHWEST
BULGARIA DURING THE FIRST BULGARIAN KINGDOM (END OF THE
9TH — BEGINNING OF THE 11TH CENTURY)

§1. Early Byzantine Cult Architectural Heritage concludes that the early
Christian churches represent the most significant public buildings in the Struma
and Mesta valleys since the first centuries of the imposition of the Christian
religion..., and they are mainly basilicas, as well as single-nave cult buildings
and buildings with a centric plan and had the role of important spiritual centers

in the territories of Partikopolis and Nicopolis ad Nestum.



§2. Church architecture in the Bulgarian lands during the First Bulgarian
Kingdom concludes that with the construction of new churches on early
Christian buildings, there is no destruction of the existing churches by Slavs and
Bulgarians. And the conclusion that for the period of the First Bulgarian
Kingdom, churches with a longitudinal axis are defined, to which basilicas and
single-nave churches belong; and centric churches, with the largest number of
buildings with a basilical and cross-domed plan. The conclusion that during the
period here a lively church construction developed, which marked the beginning
of the Bulgarian architectural school, located between the Byzantine and
Roman, but retained independence with original solutions, is also a contribution.

§3. Distribution of church buildings along the valleys of the Struma and
Mesta rivers is discussed in detail and contributes to the studies and
characteristics of the most ancient and largest Christian temple in Melnik, the
Basilica of St. Nicholas. A contribution is the conclusion that the church near
the village of Kulata is the only triconch dome building with an inscribed cross,
built into a rectangular body, on the territory of Bulgaria. The single-nave
church in the area of Shipotsko near the town of Bansko is the third for the
region and is single-nave and single-apse.

§4.Typology and characteristics of church buildings in SW Bulgaria
during the First Bulgarian Kingdom defines the types: basilicas=St. Nicholas in
Melnik; single-nave=m. Shipotsko near Bansko; triconch=Kulata. Functional
characteristics are presented by one episcopal, one cemetery and one monastery
church. The chapter ends with 15 images, including photographs, sketches,
drawings, reconstructions of the presented objects.

CHAPTER TWO: CHURCH ARCHITECTURE IN SOUTHWEST
BULGARIA DURING THE BYZANTINE RULE AND THE SECOND
BULGARIAN KINGDOM (BEGINNING OF THE 11TH — END OF THE
14TH CENTURY).



§1. Church architecture in the Bulgarian lands during the Byzantine rule
and the Second Bulgarian Kingdom remained the most representative part of
public construction. The main types from the period of the First Bulgarian
Kingdom continued — the basilica, the cross-domed, the single-nave and the
triconch church. Some variants of these types died out, while others were
improved.

§2. Distribution of church buildings along the valleys of the Struma and
Mesta rivers. A contribution is the finding that cross-domed churches are
considered the most common type during the period, built as village and
monastery churches, and conch churches performed the functions mainly of
monastery churches. A contribution is also the conclusion that church
architecture in its individual examples reaches classical dimensions and leaves
lasting traces not only in the architectural heritage of Bulgaria, but also in the
other Balkan countries. The churches of SW Bulgaria, from the period of the
First Bulgarian Kingdom, continued to exist during the Byzantine rule and the
Second Bulgarian State. Along the Struma valley, new ones were added to them,
especially in the region of Melnik, incl. monasteries, as well as in the region of
Petrich, Simitli, Sandanski, Blagoevgrad, etc. There are nine studied churches
from the Middle Ages in the Mesta Valley: 7 from Gorna Mesta and 2 from
Sredna Mesta.

§3. Typology and characteristics of church buildings in Southwestern
Bulgaria during the period of the Second Bulgarian Kingdom: three-nave triapse
basilicas, but single-nave churches are the most common type in the period: out
of 34 churches in the catalog — 27 are single-nave; two-nave churches and
triconch dome churches. The conclusion is also made that cross-domed churches
are missing. The chapter ends with the impressive number of images from No.
16 to No. 84, including photographs, sketches, drawings, reconstructions of the

presented objects.



CHAPTER THREE: CHURCH ARCHITECTURE IN SOUTHWEST
BULGARIA DURING THE LATE MIDDLE AGES (15TH - 17TH
CENTURY)

§1. Church architecture in the Bulgarian lands during the Late Middle
Ages performed not only religious functions, but also civil architecture, which
gave new features to its compositional and stylistic development, as churches
that were architectural dominants were converted into mosques as early as the
15th-16th centuries. And the conclusion that the predominantly single-nave,
Christian cult building preserved the architectural tradition of the Bulgarian
Middle Ages in the 15th century. And in the 16th—17th centuries, the incipient
Bulgarian Revival was felt, as, along with the single-nave church (which
remained the main type), a desire for the revival of the three-nave basilica was
noticed, the cross-domed church was missing, and the basilical type was
imposed.

§2. Distribution of Christian religious buildings along the valleys of the
Struma and Mesta rivers establishes that in the 16th—17th centuries Melnik
experienced a renewed great cultural flourishing and preserved and further
developed Christian values with the wealth of numerous churches and
monasteries. And the general conclusion is that for many of the religious
complexes along the Struma valley — monasteries and churches, which existed
during the period of the Second Bulgarian Kingdom, there is data on their
functioning during the period of Ottoman rule, as 7 examples are given. And
along the Mesta valley, a part of the religious complexes that existed during the
Second Bulgarian Kingdom continued to function during the Ottoman rule, as 6
examples are given.

§3.Typology and characteristics of church buildings in Southwestern
Bulgaria during the Late Middle Ages found that despite the Ottoman conquest
in the studied church buildings no destructions from the end of the 14th—15th

centuries were found. The conclusion was brought that the same architectural



types — basilicas, single-nave, double-nave and triconch churches — have their
own variants, the novelty being the three-nave pseudo-basilicas and the triconch
single-nave churches without a dome.

The chapter ends with illustrating the text through Images from 85 to 122.

The CONCLUSION summarizes the goals of the work.
