Regarding the scientific, scientific-applied, and professional-academic activity
and production presented by the participant in the competition

Only candidate: Chief Asst. Dr. Miroslava Stoilova Georgieva.

I. 1 have personal impressions of the candidate's work and development since
joining and developing as a lecturer at Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski".
For the period 2005 — 2025, as a part-time and full-time lecturer, he leads
lectures, seminars, exercises, and practices in archaeology, art history,
museology, local history, and related disciplines in bachelor's and master's
courses with a high degree of professional and public employment and strong
personal motivation.

Since 2006, he has been the author of 2 monographs, author/co-author of 5
studies, and 12 articles. Editor and consultant in 5 publications.

He is a participant in 1 international, 3 national, and 8 university projects.

With his reports and reports, he participates in 6 international forums and 8
national conferences, symposia, and archaeological reports.

From 2003 to 2023, he has been a participant in 26 field archaeological surveys,
in which he is: deputy head of 3 field surveys and 9 times head of student

practices.



I1. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the
creative production submitted for participation in the competition

The habilitation work submitted for review is a monograph on the topic of
Church Architecture in Southwestern Bulgaria (9th — 17th centuries) and is 378
pages long. The content includes: Preface; Introductory part; Chapter One:
Church Architecture in Southwestern Bulgaria during the First Bulgarian
Kingdom (end of the 9th — beginning of the 11th century); Chapter Two:
Church Architecture in Southwestern Bulgaria during the Byzantine Rule and
the Second Bulgarian Kingdom (beginning of the 11th — end of the 14th
century); Chapter Three: Church Architecture in Southwestern Bulgaria during
the Late Middle Ages (15th — 17th centuries); Conclusion; Bibliography;
Appendix No. 1 — Typological Classification of Church Buildings (9th — 17th
centuries); Appendix No. 2 — Catalog of Churches; List of Abbreviations;
Summary in English. It was published by the University Publishing House
"Neofit Rilski", Blagoevgrad in 2024. The author has justified the territorial and
chronological scope of her work. She has prepared a typological classification
of the studied buildings and has objectified her research with a detailed catalog,
architectural drawings, diagrams, photographs, and maps. The sites are
examined in their historical and geographical context according to the climate,
relief, urban planning, and social and cultural functions. As a result, the
historical specifics of the individual settlements and regions, the population, and
the old names during the different periods have been analyzed. The dynamics of
change have been traced. Each chapter ends with a summary. For the successful
development of the topic of the habilitation work, the author's participation in
the archaeological study of some of the sites included in the monograph is of
great importance. The work is analytical and generalizing for the present-day

Bulgarian territory along the valleys of the Struma and Mesta rivers, and



comprehensive information on the topic, which is definitely of a contributing
nature. The work is written in literary Bulgarian with rich reference material
and helps to supplement and enrich existing knowledge. The author uses 375
sources, of which 335 are in Cyrillic and 40 are in Latin. Miroslava Georgieva
applies her experience in conducting archaeological research as a deputy site
manager. The results as a manager of student internships are a direct application
of knowledge and skills with a pedagogical effect. This can also be assessed as
a contribution.

The second monograph: "Mound burial complexes in Southwestern Thrace
during the Roman era (1st - 4th century)”, published by the University
Publishing House "Neofit Rilski" in 2025, is also dedicated to the results of
archaeological research in Southwestern Bulgaria, but with a different
emphasis. The author's observations and conclusions complete the picture of the
national map of archaeological research of mound complexes from the Roman
era, which is a serious contribution.

Miroslava Georgieva is the author and co-author of 5 studies: one of them is co-
authored, and in four she is an independent author. The co-authored study
examines the results of a mound burial from the Roman era in another region of
the country. The remaining independent studies are dedicated to the main topic
of the author's scientific research, namely, church architecture, churches, and
monasteries during the Late Middle Ages in Southwestern Bulgaria.

The articles proposed for review demonstrate the candidate's sustained interest
in the topics reflected in the monographs and studies of her authorship. There
are eight independent articles and three co-authored. Two of the articles are in
English, and the rest are in Bulgarian.

The results of Miroslava Georgieva's studies, duly published and accessible,

establish the author as a major researcher in the last decade on the stated topics



in Southwestern Bulgaria — burial practices and preserved rituals from the
Roman era, and church architecture and archaeology from the Late Middle
Ages. Her overall work and visible results are a summarized, important
scientific contribution with a practical focus and applicability.

Miroslava Georgieva is a well-recognized author, which is evidenced by the
citations of her works.

The works are the candidate's personal work, which can easily be traced in the

process of her growth in science.

IT1. Critical notes and recommendations. I have no notes on the substance. I
would like to recommend that Miroslava Georgieva summarize and adapt the
results of her research and practical archaeological work into a textbook. This
will definitely increase the effectiveness and quality of teaching and training in

archaeology.

IV. Conclusion

Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. Miroslava Stoilova Georgieva meets the minimum
national requirements for holding the academic position of "Associate
Professor". After carefully reviewing the entire documentation for the
competition, including the publications, scientific, pedagogical, and public
activities of the candidate Chief Asst. Dr. Miroslava Stoilova Georgieva, I
believe that she should be deservedly awarded the academic position of
"Associate Professor" in the field of higher education 2. Humanities,
professional field 2.2.
