(Roman and Medieval Archaeology of the Bulgarian Lands)

In the competition for the academic position of “Associate Professor,” announced in
the State Gazette, issue no. 63 of August 1, 2025, for the needs of the Department of History
at the Faculty of Law and History, the sole candidate is Chief Assistant Professor Dr.
Miroslava Georgieva from South-West University ‘“Neofit Rilski.” The set of materials
submitted by her complies with both national and university regulations and includes all

required documents. The procedure is lawful.

I. Summary of the Candidate’s Academic Output and Activities

The candidate in the announced competition for the academic position of “Associate
Professor,” Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Miroslava Georgieva, is a lecturer at the Department
of History within the Faculty of Law and History at South-West University “Neofit Rilski” —
Blagoevgrad. She holds a doctoral degree in Archaeology and has extensive experience in
teaching courses related to Ancient and Medieval Archaeology.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Miroslava Georgieva is participating in the competition
with a scientific production that presents the results of her in-depth research and fieldwork. It
includes two sole-authored monographs: a habilitation thesis dedicated to ecclesiastical
architecture in Southwestern Bulgaria (9th—17th century), and a published monograph based
on her defended doctoral dissertation, which examines tumular burial complexes in
Southwestern Thrace during the Roman period (1st-4th century). In addition, she has
submitted publications in internationally refereed journals indexed in globally recognized
databases, as well as a substantial number of scholarly articles and studies published in peer-



reviewed journals and collective volumes. Her academic portfolio is comprehensive and
demonstrates a clearly articulated contribution to the field of archaeology.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Miroslava Georgieva conducts intensive and
multifaceted teaching activities within undergraduate and master's programs, covering a wide
range of disciplines related to archaeology, art history, museology, and cultural heritage
preservation. She delivers lecture courses, seminars, and practical exercises in both core and
specialized subjects, actively involving students in field archaeological research and training
practices, thereby contributing to their professional development and preparation.

Within the framework of the Bachelor's degree program, Chief Assistant Professor
Dr. Miroslava Georgieva teaches the following compulsory courses: Archaeology — Core
Course (lectures and seminars), Introduction to Archaeology (lectures), Prehistory (lectures),
Classical Archaeology: Greece and Rome (lectures), Roman Archaeology of the Bulgarian
Lands (lectures), Archaeology of the Medieval Balkans (lectures), Archaeology of Medieval
Bulgaria (lectures), Archaeology of the Bulgarian Lands in the 15th—17th Century (lectures),
Museology (lectures), Art History and Museology (lectures), Preservation and Evaluation of
Historical and Archaeological Heritage (lectures), Archaeological Practice (practical
exercises), and Training Practice in History — Libraries, Museums, Archives (practical
exercises). Elective courses in the Bachelor's program include: Applied Archaeology
(lectures), Funerary Architecture in the Bulgarian Lands during Antiquity (lectures), Burial
Practices in Roman Thrace (lectures), Ancient Archaeological Monuments of Southwestern
Bulgaria (lectures), Ecclesiastical Architecture in Southwestern Bulgaria (lectures), Museum
Studies — Theory and Practice (lectures), Comparative Art Studies (lectures), among others.

Within the Master's degree program, Dr. M. Georgieva teaches the following
compulsory lecture courses: Archaeology, Archaeology of Everyday Life in Roman Thrace
(1st-4th century), Archaeology in the Contemporary Museum — Current State and Challenges,
among others. Elective courses in the Master's program include: Cult Monuments in the
Bulgarian Lands (7th-17th century) and The Work of the Museum Expert on Cultural and
Historical Assets, among others.

The large number and thematic diversity of the courses taught by Chief Assistant
Professor Dr. Miroslava Georgieva attest to her active and committed teaching practice, as
well as to her broad professional profile in the fields of archaeology and cultural heritage.

For the 2025-2026 academic year, her total teaching workload amounts to 735 hours,
compared to the standard requirement of 360 hours, which is indicative of her strong

dedication to the educational process.



A key focus of Dr. Miroslava Georgieva’s pedagogical and professional activity is her
organization of and participation in field archaeological research, which involves students
from the “History and Archaeology” and “History” programs at South-West University.
Through this work, she significantly contributes to the practical training and professional
development of future specialists. Her active engagement with students is also evident in her
supervision of numerous undergraduate and graduate theses. She serves as an academic
mentor to students participating in activities at Regional Museums in Southwestern Bulgaria,
as part of various stages of the “Student Internships” projects. Dr. M. Georgieva also takes
part in a number of intra-university, national, and international research and educational
projects, further highlighting her contribution to the academic and scholarly endeavors of the

university.

Il. Evaluation of the Scholarly and Practical Results and Contributions of the

Creative Work Submitted for the Competition

The academic output submitted by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Miroslava Georgieva
for participation in the competition is primarily focused on Roman and Medieval archaeology
of the Bulgarian lands. It is organized into four categories in accordance with the required
evaluation criteria: I — Monographs; Il — Articles and Studies (Roman Period); 111 — Articles

and Studies (Middle Ages); IV — Museology and Cultural Heritage.

I. Monographs

1. Monograph (Habilitation Thesis) — Georgieva, M. Ecclesiastical Architecture in
Southwestern Bulgaria (9th-17th Century). Blagoevgrad: University Publishing House
“Neofit Rilski,” 2024, 380 pages. ISBN: 978-954-00-0360-3.

The habilitation thesis of Dr. Miroslava Georgieva reflects her longstanding academic
interests and research activity in the field of ecclesiastical architecture, developed primarily
through the archaeological investigation of the Late Medieval church in the village of
Drenkovo, Blagoevgrad region, conducted with the participation of students from the
“History” and “History and Archaeology” programs at the Faculty of Law and History of
South-West University “Neofit Rilski.”

The monograph represents the first comprehensive and in-depth study of ecclesiastical
architecture in Southwestern Bulgaria (present-day Blagoevgrad region) during the Middle
Ages — from the 9th to the 17th century. It systematizes and analyzes the entire source
material related to medieval cult complexes in the region. The study outlines the following

key contributions: it clarifies data on issues that had previously been interpreted partially or



inaccurately, including chronological corrections of certain church buildings; it identifies the
closest parallels within other parts of Southwestern Bulgaria, where similar architectural
trends are observed during specific periods. Analogous examples are also found in other
Bulgarian territories and beyond the borders of the Bulgarian state.

Based on archaeological research and observations, as well as written sources and
scholarly literature, the cult monuments are examined both as examples of material
construction and architectural tradition, and in terms of their functional characteristics and
significance within the context of different historical periods. A detailed typological
classification of medieval church buildings is developed, based on their structural layout and
decorative facade features — a contribution that extends beyond the scope of the studied
region.

The author’s analysis of the source material demonstrates that during the Middle Ages
(9th—17th century), ecclesiastical architecture in Southwestern Bulgaria is represented by
three main types of cult buildings, each exhibiting distinct features across different historical
periods: basilicas, single-nave churches, and triconch churches. These architectural forms
follow the general trends in the development of medieval ecclesiastical architecture, while
also revealing specific regional characteristics typical of the southwestern Bulgarian lands.

The catalog compiled as the basis for the typological classification includes 45 church
buildings in Southwestern Bulgaria. The monograph also features numerous reproductions in
the form of maps, architectural plans, cross-sections, reconstructions, axonometric renderings,
and photographs of the church buildings, placed at the end of each chapter.

2. Monograph (based on the defended doctoral dissertation for the award of the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor”) — Georgieva, M. Tumular Burial Complexes in
Southwestern Thrace during the Roman Period (1st-4th Century). Blagoevgrad: University
Publishing House “Neofit Rilski,” 2025. ISBN: 978-954-00-0409-9.

This monographic work presents and analyzes, for the first time, the tumular burial
complexes in Southwestern Thrace during the Roman period, based on a substantial body of
published and unpublished archaeological material. As a result of the conducted research, the
distribution of tumular necropolises along the valleys of the Struma, Mesta, and Bregalnica
rivers has been outlined. A detailed typological classification of the burial structures
characteristic of the studied region and period has been developed.

The main forms of funerary rites — inhumation and cremation — are analyzed, with
attention to chronological changes and accompanying rituals. The grave goods discovered in

the necropolises are categorized and interpreted, with emphasis on the function and role of



individual items within the ritual system. The study traces the continuity of burial practices
from the pre-Roman era, as well as the transformations that occurred following the
establishment of Roman rule.

A significant contribution of the monograph is the expansion of the territorial scope of
research on Roman-period burial practices beyond the borders of present-day Bulgaria,
through the inclusion of material from the Bregalnica River valley (in present-day North

Macedonia).

I1. Articles and Studies (Roman Period)

The ublications of Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Miroslava Georgieva in this group —
which includes four articles (two of which are in English, one published in a refereed and
indexed international journal) and one study — offer a thorough and multilayered examination
of funerary practices during the Roman period in the Bulgarian lands. The research focuses on
the territories along the valleys of the Struma and Mesta rivers, as well as in Southeastern
Thrace.

Dr. M. Georgieva’s scholarly contributions in the field of Roman archaeology
demonstrate a high degree of originality, analytical depth, and significance for the study of
Roman funerary culture in the Bulgarian lands. Her work reveals the complex
interrelationship between architecture, ritual, and cultural identity within the context of the
provincial Roman world, encompassing a substantial portion of the territory of ancient

Thrace.

[11. Articles and Studies (Middle Ages)

This group includes seven publications by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Miroslava
Georgieva — three articles and four studies (including one published in English in a refereed
and indexed international journal). The publications offer a thorough and multilayered
investigation of medieval ecclesiastical architecture and the monastic network in
Southwestern Bulgaria, with a focus on the valleys of the Struma and Mesta rivers.

The research covers the period from the late 9th to the 17th century and is
distinguished by precise architectural analysis, chronological interpretation, and the tracing of
cultic continuity. Special attention is given to triconch churches, cemetery chapels, and
monastic centers, with detailed clarification of their structural layouts, functional
characteristics, and regional specificity. The publications explore the continuity between
Antiquity, Early Christianity, and the Middle Ages, as well as the role of spiritual centers in

preserving cultural identity and literary tradition.



IV. Museology and Cultural Heritage

This group features a publication by Dr. Miroslava Georgieva dedicated to the
archaeological society “Struma” in the town of Sveti Vrach (present-day Sandanski). The
work represents a significant contribution to the study of the early history of museum practice
and civic initiatives in the field of cultural heritage in Southwestern Bulgaria.

This publication enriches Dr. Georgieva’s scholarly profile with contributions in the areas of
museology, cultural policy, and institutional history, demonstrating her engagement with the
societal dimension of archaeology and its role in shaping regional identity.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Miroslava Georgieva presents evidence of 33 citations
of her scholarly publications in monographs, studies, and articles by established researchers in
the field of archaeology, which attests to the high academic value and sustained presence of
her research within the scholarly community. In addition, she fully meets and significantly
exceeds the scientometric criteria required for appointment to the academic position of
Associate Professor (999 points compared to the required 430), confirming not only her high
research productivity but also the quality and significance of her scholarly and academic

work.

Conclusion

The documents and materials submitted by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Miroslava
Georgieva fully comply with the requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Regulations for its implementation, as well
as the Internal Rules for the Development of Academic Staff at South-West University
“Neofit Rilski.”

The candidate has presented a substantial number of scholarly works published after
obtaining the educational and scientific degree of “Doctor,” which contain original and
significant contributions to the field of archaeology. Her research and teaching activities are
marked by high academic quality, consistency, and strong commitment to the advancement of
the humanities.

After a thorough review of the application materials and scholarly publications, as
well as an in-depth analysis of their academic value and the contributions they contain, | find
it fully justified to express my unequivocally positive assessment. | confidently recommend
