The aim and main contribution of the monograph is to present and summarise the
many similarities between archaeological sites (especially cult ones), the way of life and
the economic behaviour of the people in Southeastern Europe and Asia Minor, by
proving that these similarities are not superficial or the result of borrowings, but are
essential, because the local population in this region lives in a community recognizable
to the outside observer.

The first chapter is called “In Search of Community” and examines the
historiographical attempts in Bulgarian science to name this community, which
researchers have been groping for many decades. In addition to Mycenaean Thrace and
Orphic Thrace, Thracian-Phrygian, Thracian-Hittito-Luwian, Pelasgo-Thracian,
Circumpontic and other communities have been proposed. The closest to the proposed



concept is the Palaeobalkan-Westanatolian community, but it has a much smaller
chronological scope. The Balkan-Anatolian community is formulated as a territory with
a specific natural environment, in whose ecological niche are inscribed societies with
different linguistic and ethnic affiliation, but with a common economic base, from which
a common culture and, first of all, faith grows. The community occupies a large arc
around the Black Sea, which begins from the Dnieper-Dniester region and on the
southern coast reaches the region of Trapezus. In Southeast Europe it includes the lands
from the Black Sea to the Carpathians, to the west to the Tisza and Morava rivers and
to the south to the island of Crete, i.e. the lands traditionally associated with the
Thracians, Illyrians and Hellenes. In Anatolia, apart from the described Black Sea coast,
the territory descends from the Sea of Marmora to the Troad south to Lycia and Cilicia,
from there to the southern Gulf of Antalya and northeast to the closure of the territory
through Asia Minor east of Trebizond.

The Balkan-Anatolian community began to become visible at the beginning of
the Early Bronze Age and is traced throughout Classical Antiquity until the 7th century
AD, when changes in the composition of the population became very significant in
parallel with Christianization. The Balkan-Anatolian community manifested itself most
vividly in the so-called Axial Age (according to Karl Jaspers), when three significant
Innovations were born in it that have influenced our lives to present day. First of all, this
Is the Hellenic polis. There, citizens lived not only without royal power, but also in real
freedom, including economic. There, competition between producers was born and the
understanding of individual freedom was formed, which Europe shares to this day.
Second, alphabetic writing appeared, in which vowel sounds were also written and with
a set of a few letters any thought could be expressed, and in different languages. Writing
ceased to be a mystery accessible to a few initiates, and literacy became widespread in
the policies, at least for fully fledged free men. An opportunity was opened for the
development and dissemination of scientific knowledge, and some literary and
philosophical achievements of the community have not lost their significance to present
day. Thirdly, it was here that coinage appeared, which allowed any value, any labor, to
be abstractly materialized. Value could be hoarded, transferred, and gave a powerful
impetus to trade. States also now had the opportunity to calculate taxes much more
accurately, keep accounts, and plan investments in business and for representational
purposes.

The second chapter is devoted to the natural environment in which the community
existed. The conditions were examined not only through the popular scheme of Alisov's
climatic zones, but also according to the smaller zones, determined mainly by
precipitation and temperature, of Koppen-Geiger. Thus, it turns out that on a very small
territory, the Balkan-Anatolian community has different climatic zones in which
different crops and domestic animals can be grown. This leads to the useful conclusion
that, unlike the developed overseas trade, aimed at luxury goods or strategic raw
materials (metals, obsidian, salt), which is noticeable in the large empires, the Balkan-
Anatolian community does not need imperial unions and prefers federative structures,



because it can satisfy most of its needs on its own. It trades in almost everything, at close
distances, with a smaller but certain profit. This allows for the emergence of a merchant
class, independent of the royal power, more noticeable in Anatolia and only assumed
for the Balkans.

This chapter also analyzes the settlement structure, concluding that it corresponds
to what Fernand Braudel noticed much later: the low mountain slopes are the most
densely populated, not the plains, which is probably due to malaria. Malaria is examined
in detail, clarifying that it is a serious but endemic problem for the community and does
not Kill the population en masse. The healthy climate and quality food allow for the
maintenance of a relatively large and fairly constant population, in which demographic
collapses occur, but there are resources for its rapid recovery. There is no
overpopulation, as in the civilizations of the great rivers, but the demographic structure
IS quite stable.

Then the transport system is examined, which is very convenient and also
contributes to active trade. In the Balkans, many rivers were navigable - examples of
this are given with the Maritsa and its tributaries, as well as Totko Stoyanov's study of
the Helis region, which shows that the Getic capital was accessible for supplies by water.
For this purpose, the inhabitants of the community learned to build multi-purpose flat-
bottomed or shallow-draft vessels. For Greek-speaking sources, these are the so-called
"monoxyla”, i.e. single-hulled, but behind them lie many different vessels. They are best
attested along the northern Black Sea coast, where many of their names are known from
Russian medieval texts, which show the differences in both the size and the functions of
these boats, so to speak. However, the description of monoxyles by Xenophon, who
traveled with them along the southern coast of the Black Sea, as well as those with which
the Slavs besieged Thessaloniki and by sea during the early Middle Ages, is also
included. Thus, it becomes clear that a "single-decker" can only be the sturdy keel of the
ship, and boards are nailed to the top, which raise the sides a lot and allow the carrying
of over half a ton of cargo.

The third chapter is devoted to the economic basis of the Balkan-Anatolian
community. It begins with an analysis of the polis and the ethnic principle, proving that
the two are not antagonistic, but, on the contrary, perfectly complement each other
politically and are very closely intertwined economically. The contributions here come
from the analysis of new studies of the polis as a system, which show that autarky and
the presence of its own legislation are not at all mandatory, at least until the classical
era. A serious contribution is the conclusion that the polis is possible and viable only in
the midst of this community, because it is subject to regionalism, there are no powerful
forces that can stifle the free cities, and local kings and dynasties fruitfully coexist with
the polis. That is why, during colonization, the polises that are outside the Community
look different.

Symbiosis is possible due to the single basis of both types of societies — the oikos,
considered according to the model of Max Weber. This is the closed space of the clan,



which tries to produce everything it needs, but is not too closed, because it can obtain
various raw materials and food from its neighbors. Therefore, the oikos is a good basis
for both polis and ethnic states; it can even be located in the city and mainly engage in
craft production, but also have land in the chora of the polis. This active exchange,
which is often beyond the supervision of rulers, their governors and polis aristocrats,
suggests the appearance of coins. It has been hypothesized that coinage probably arose
for exchange between private individuals, and the kings later noticed the enormous
benefits of it and monopolized it. Another hypothesis is that the presence of the
touchstone (or Lydian stone) requires that the early coins be made of electrum, because
it leaves clearly recognizable traces on the stone of different colors according to the gold
content of this alloy. Thus, coin trade can be conducted even in the absence of trust in
the issuer. Accordingly, once the royal power monopolized coinage, it enjoyed full trust
and the much easier production of gold and silver coins was switched to. The king could
also guarantee the value of copper-bronze coins, which had no intrinsic value, except
for that given to them by the respective power. Thus, the need for minting small
denominations of electrum weighing less than half a gram was eliminated.

In the same chapter, the debt-financial theory of the anthropologist David
Graeber is applied to the Community and it also provides arguments as to why coinage
originated here.

The fourth chapter is devoted to another phenomenon of the Balkan-Anatolian
community — alphabetic writing. It was also the result of a social necessity, and not
someone’s lucky idea. This is evident from the peculiarities of the early Anatolian
writings. It is now considered certain that not one, but several alphabets appeared — the
Hellenic and Phrygian were simultaneous, and the Lydian was attested a little later. The
imposition of the Hellenic version of the script seems to have occurred due to the
imposition of Greek as the international language of trade, and later of science and
diplomacy. This means that Thracians, Phrygians, Lydians, etc. did not remain unliterate
and illiterate, but preferred to write and read in Greek in order to be understood
everywhere. This is especially visible among the Macedonians. Other languages were
written mainly on funerary and cult monuments.

The last fifth chapter is devoted to the belief in the Balkan-Anatolian community,
showing that at the folklore level this belief is almost identical on both sides of the
Straits. The question of Orphism and its possible spread in Anatolia remains open, but
the emphasis is placed more on its social function — a belief that can justify the right to
power. Michel Foucault’s theory of heterotopias is presented through the research of
Ivan Marazov, which once again shows the similarity in the ideas in Asia Minor and
Southeast Europe. Then several specific examples are presented. The progress of the
archaeology of Crete provides an opportunity for a parallel examination of two
hypothetical royal sanctuaries in the mountains above Knossos — the rock sanctuary
above the villa/settlement, which is now under the present-day village of Acharnes, and
the cave of Ideon Andron (also called Psiloritis, in which it is believed that Rhea hid



Zeus) above the villa/settlement of Zominthos. Both sites were highly venerated and are
subject to a very convenient “Orphic” analysis. It is likely that the two sites subsequently
began to merge into the idea of a single sanctuary, which must have had both a rock-cut
and a cave part, even if it was only hinted at as a canopy.

An analysis of another, purely cave sanctuary with an oracle is presented. This is
the “entrance to Hades” near Heraclea Pontica. This site has never been considered in
the light of the epic text of Quintus of Smyrna, which recreates the situation so
accurately that it is very likely that he was there himself. The possibility of comparing
such a sanctuary with a textual description and with the possible cult practices hinted at
gives different results. For example, the loom weights often found in such sanctuaries
can be linked to Quintus’ description that there were indeed operating looms there.
Therefore, the practice known from Hellas of weaving a sacred garment and dressing
the deity with it may be alive in such places.

The conclusion presents the rich possibilities offered by the awareness of this
community. They are mainly along two lines. One is the possibility that objects and
processes known from Anatolia can be sought and assumed in Southeastern Europe, and
vice versa. For example, the information obtained from the cave near Heraclea can also
be used in the analysis of such sanctuaries in the Rhodope Mountains or in Central
Greece. The other possibility is the so-called "spiral retrospection”, in which information
about economic and demographic processes from later periods can be referred to
antiquity. This is permissible only in pre-industrial societies for which such a
community is assumed and there are no significant changes in the climate. Thus, it may
turn out that Ottoman sources can give us a lot of information about life in antiquity.

Other scientific publications by problem areas:

1. “Dragon houses” — these are special cult buildings, examples of early cult
architecture, which, however, differs greatly from typical Greek temples. At the same
time, their use continued until the Roman era, although many specialists consider them
to be shepherds’ buildings (From the “heroon” near Lefkandi to the “dragon houses”
— architectural traces of the transition from the Late Bronze to the Early Iron Age on
the island of Euboea, The Dragon Houses on the Island of Euboea). These sites are
completely unknown in Bulgarian historiography.

2. Thracian cult sites, an example of cult continuity. The study in a refereed
edition and the author’s most viewed text on the Internet at the moment (The Monastery
near Kuykdy in European Turkey) belongs to this group. Here, the analysis is made in
the spirit of the parallels in the Balkan-Anatolian community and gives a sufficiently
useful result. The same methodology was used in other articles, which are the result of
successive expeditions in Greece and Turkey, in which the author participated (The
Sumela Monastery Near Trabzon, an Important Pre-Christian Cult Site; Presumed Rock
Sanctuary on the Territory of the Ancient Settlement of Kotyora; A Rock-Cut Object in
the Arctonnesos (Apoll. Rhod. Argonaut. I, 961-1102)). The observation methodology



was also formulated in a scientific text (Bulgarian Field Research in Thracology in
Turkey and Greece 2003-2011).

3. History of Western Asia Minor with an emphasis on Lydia. Here, the
candidate's activities began even before writing his PHD dissertation, dedicated to the
history of Lydian-Greek relations, and continue to present day. These studies led to the
idea of the Balkan-Anatolian community, because they show the many similarities in
the economic and state development of the Anatolian peoples (Data on the social
structure of stationary societies in Western Asia Minor in the 12th — 6th centuries BC
(parts I and I1); Lydia and Greece — the border between two worlds; Nachrichten iiber
den Lydienkonig Gyges — Versuch einer neuer Interpretation; “I don’t care at all about
the gold of Gyges...” An attempt to interpret the information about a Lydian king; Lydia,
Miletus and Athens at the Thracian Chersonessus; Natural conditions, demography and
social structure in Western Asia Minor and the Eastern Balkans through h first
millennium BC). This group also includes the other two most sought-after articles
included in the list. One interprets the large-scale colonization of Miletus not as entirely
his work, but as a Lydian-directed capture of important strongholds in order to stop
pirate raids from the northern coast of the Marmara and Black Seas (Colonisation of
Miletus in the Propontis and Pontus — the view from Sardis). The other is among the
most successful attempts to date to reconcile the Eastern and Hellenic chronology of the
Lydian kings, in which some supposedly firmly established chronological strongholds
are corrected (Chronology of the Lydian dynasties).

4. The Strandzha region and the so-called Thracian Delta. These publications are
the result of the Summer Universities in Strandzha, during which many sites were
observed in person. This applies first of all to Salmidessos, a settlement practically
unknown until the 1990s, as well as an analysis of written sources related to the
Bosphorus. The final conclusion is that there seems to have been a proto-state of the
Thracian king Phineus, called Salmydessos, but he resided in Finopolis and was not at
all as favorable to the Argonauts as some alternative versions of the myth (The Thracian
City of Salmydessos: Eastern Gateway to the Bosporus; Hellespontus, the Thracian
Bosporus and Information Related to Thracians on Their Coasts durin the First Half of
the First Millenium BC; Dionysius of Byzantium — a valuable source for the geography
and history of the Bosporus in antiquity; Phineus, the Argonauts and the penetration of
the Hellenes into Pontus; Southeast Thrace — between Salmydessos, Byzantium and the
Thracian Chersonese; Salmydessos - an ancient sanctuary and capital of the Thracian
kings; Salmydessos Reconsidered).

The other proposed articles are the result of the candidate's side interests, but they
contribute both to clarifying the penetration of winemaking into the everyday life and
cult of the Balkans, and to the possible meaning of the word polis in the Homeric epic:
a settlement from which a king comes, regardless of what the settlement itself looks like
and how large it is.
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
