I1. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions
of the creative production submitted for participation in the competition

The habilitation work — monograph of the candidate is entitled The
Balkan-Anatolian Community in Antiquity, ProVias Publishing House, Sofia
2025 consists of: Prologue, 5 chapters, Epilogue, Literature, List of illustrations.

In the Prologue, the author justified that he took up this issue because, in
addition to History, he also deals with Cultural History, which is why he
compares cult sites and archaeological sites, written sources for manifestations
of people's faith or direct sacred texts, deals with structures, models and signs,
also defined as codes. This methodology is complex and interdisciplinary. The

monograph is also the result of long-term observations of field expeditions, as



part of projects at the South-West University, in the implementation of which
the author also takes the most active part, which is an undeniable contribution.
Al. Portalski says that the Balkan-Anatolian community is important for Ancient
History because it is the cradle of discoveries that have an influence to this day:
the vowel/consonant alphabet and coinage.

Chapter 1. In Search of Community

§1. How to Define a Historical Community examines different opinions
and finally settles on the view of Althusius (1557-1638) that man is destined to

live in a coexistence called a symbiotic community.

§2._Attempts to Define Communities makes a historiographical review,

which begins with the introduction in the 20th century of the terms Mycenaean
Thrace, Orphic Thrace, Thracian-Pelasgian Pelasgo-Thracian, Circumegian,
Circumpontine, Thracian-Trojan, Thracian-Phrygian, Thracian-Hittito-Luvian...,
to arrive at the Paleobalkan-Western Anatolian community.

§3. The Paleo-Balkan-Western Anatolian community ... the largest share

in it is occupied by the Circumegean Pelasgo-Thracian ethno-cultural
community, but it also includes Phrygians, Carians, Macedonians, and perhaps
Mycenaeans; This is the basic term from which the term Balkan-Anatolian
community (abbreviated BAC) is derived. Al. Portalski believes that since
prophecies in the great sanctuaries are sought by both Hellenes, Thracians,
Lydians, and Phrygians, in short - everyone, this convinces of the existence of
such a transparent community.

§4._The Balkan-Anatolian community is defined by faith, economy and

culture as behavior; BAC is important because it gives birth to innovations that
change history and their influence goes beyond the borders of BAC; these are
the polis, coinage and the alphabet — innovations that are not accidental, they act
in parallel and would not work if they did not interact. And it explains that the
polis are in constant interaction with the monarchies around them, use all their

resources, view them as natural markets and partners, and the kings strive to



derive maximum benefit from the polis, by guaranteeing them military and
economic security, in which partnership and trade are fruitful, because monetary
exchange is carried out. But coins appear not in a polis environment, but in the
kingdom of Lydia due to the need for active exchange between producers,
merchants from the kingdom, but also the polis. Active trade and the boom in
innovations determine the rapid recording. The consonant/vowel alphabet is
easily learned and puts an end to the mystery of literacy, accessible only to
certain classes.

§5._Territorial scope of the BAC includes SE Europe (mainly the Balkans

+ the area to the Carpathians and the Northern Black Sea Coast) with the islands
in the Aegean, Western and Central Anatolia.

§6. Chronological scope of the BAC is argued with the continuity and

development of the processes in the community in SE Europe and
Western/Central Anatolia, from the EBrE of the 3rd millennium BC to the 7th
century, which reflects today's scientific idea of the beginning and end of the
Archaeology and History of the Thracians.

§7. The Balkan-Anatolian community in the types of time, through

theories of temporal development in world history, the candidate also
theoretically justifies the BAC. This effort is meaningful, but does not
necessarily have to be present in the book.

§8. Conclusion to Chapter One is a continuation of §7., in which the
achievements of the analysis are confirmed with more historicism.

Chapter 2. The Natural Environment in the Balkan-Anatolian
Community (BAC)

§1. Climatic Conditions begins with a historiographical reference to the

climate from Antiquity to the present day. The author's thesis identifies 4-5
humidity zones on the territory of the BAC, which are areas of agriculture and
animal husbandry, which is a unique diversity in such a small area and seems to

have no analogue in the Ancient World. The consequences for the BAC: diverse



food = good health = strong demography; nutrition based on natural natural
resources = a more resilient population to climate crises; diversity in a small
area = a stimulus for trade; people travel and welcome foreigners for trade =
they know each other well, identify their topos of faith without any problems
and use them to invoke divine protection in transactions and travels.

§2. Demography and settlement structure in the BAC reviews publications

on climate change affecting societies, making them more sedentary or more
mobile.

§3. Malaria examines the historiography of the impact of malaria on
people in Antiquity.

§4. The transport system in the BAC analyzes the great opportunities and

benefits of sea and river navigation in SE Europe and Western Anatolia,
contributing with the commentary on vessels and their multi-purpose use,
adding for Anatolia the benefits of caravan routes, especially the so-called Royal
Road.

§5. Conclusion to Chapter Two summarizes that the natural conditions in

the BAC are some of the best in the world with four seasons, in a very healthy
climate, which is why they are the basis for remarkable economic development.
Chapter 3. The Economic Base of the Balkan-Anatolian Community.

§1. The polis and ethnic origin — political complementarity and economic

intertwining. Here the author lists the most important books that have formed his
idea of the polis, through which he reaches the idea of BAC and concludes that
people live in polises and ethnicities, but this does not have only a national
determination, but also a socio-economic one, i.e. the division is not so much
between Greeks and non-Greeks, but between those who are free citizens and
those who are subjects and/or personally unfree, as he concludes that ethnicities
and polises do not live next to each other, but IN each other and this does not
bother them, they organize their production according todifferent, but not

opposite, but complementary ways — the polis states produce for the market, and



the ethnic ones — are in the natural economy, but nevertheless they have the
same basic economic unit — the oikos.

§2. The economic basis of the BAC — the oikos makes an extensive

comment on the term and postulates that the “oikos” exists in duality — to
successfully work to satisfy the members of the household and for the market; it
can be in the agricultural zora of the polis, it can be in the polis itself, it can be
owned by a paradynast from an ethnic state, someone can rule it on behalf of the
king; and concludes that without changing either its type or structure, the oikos
feels at home both in the polis and in the ethnic state, it appears in the very
comfortable natural environment of the BAC and, in order to develop active
exchange, it needs not just money, but coins.

§3. Coinage — a remarkable phenomenon of the BAC introduces the

development of the idea of money, to arrive at coins.

§4. Emergence and development of early electronic coins continues with

the contributing conclusions about the role of coins as money, clarifying that the
emergence of coinage is not a matter of technology, but is the offspring of a
social necessity that arose at that very time precisely in the BAC, that money is
not an invention of the polis, since Lydia certainly cannot be a polis, but no
ethnic state would have started minting coins if it were not in constant
interaction with the polis economy, because it does not need them; coins allow
the polis economy of free market producers and the royal economy of ethnic
states to exist on the verge of merging to the point of complete interpenetration,
in which over the centuries they retain their inherent characteristics and nourish
each other; and that for the first time in antiquity, an intensification of
production was observed, which in Classical Greece approached the capacity of
capitalist production — as soon as the maximum capacity of the oikos was
reached, the citizens of the polis separated from them and created an ap-oikia - a
colony, i.e. Greek colonization began... and if the reasons for colonization were

to be ranked, the exchange of goods would be in the first place... when transport



could no longer be intensified, part of the polis itself went to the ethnic state -
this is the essence of colonization, where the local dynast collected taxes in kind
and could convert them into money only on the market of the polis; having
acquired money, he could buy everything — from luxury goods to mercenaries;
they were again bought on the market of the polis, and the remaining money was
hoarded; the polis had access to raw materials that they could not obtain among
their people; they also had solvent buyers in the person of the aristocrats of the
ethnic states; It is no coincidence that the first colonies emerged from Euboea
and were on the Thracian coast of the Aegean, at the familiar place in BAC!

§5. Conclusion to Chapter Three summarizes and confirms the
contributions in the individual paragraphs.

Chapter 4. Alphabetic writing — another phenomenon of the Balkan-
Anatolian community.

§1. Languages in the BAC says that it is not the differences between

spoken related languages that are decisive, but the writing;

§2. Peculiarities of early writings in the Balkan-Anatolian community

gives the contributing conclusion that the Hittite Empire and the Achaean
kingdoms were looking for opportunities for a specific common writing of
Important texts, which would be understandable in different languages. It turns
out that this is possible and is used in short inscriptions, both for economic and
administrative activities (seals, capacity designations), and for cult purposes
(explanations to images of gods).

§3. Early alphabets in the BAC introduces the hypotheses for the

emergence of the Greek, Phrygian and Lydian alphabets.
§4. The conclusion to Chapter Four says that due to the alphabetic script,

the Greek language became the language of trade and merchants, as for the
Lydians, Thracians and other partners from the BAC, with the explanation that
the polises and the apoikes formed a trading ethnos that took over international

trade because they communicated in one language and swore by the same gods,



which formed the trust that accompanied, and sometimes even replaced,
monetary payments.
Chapter 5. Faith in the Balkan-Anatolian Community.

§1. Concepts of Faith in the BAC asks the question to what extent terms

such as Mycenaean and Orphic Thrace can be attributed to Greece and
Western/Central Anatolia; and the answer is that in the ethnic world of the BAC,
faith is related, comparable and comparable to the known Orphic behavior in
Thrace, as a national behavior, and in the polis world there will be relics from
the previous (or parallel) ethnic period for the polis, which are comparable to the
living ethnic realities. Undoubtedly, the rock-cut monuments in SE Europe and
Western/Central Anatolia are due to a common and similar faith.

§2. Cult places, topos of faith, sanctuaries and heterotopias in the BAC

begins with the preliminary explanation that the BAC is realized on the basis of
neighborhood, kinship and common state, but the respectful unity comes from
the organization of the world order between heaven, earth and the underworld
with the mediation of the king-priest or the priesthood in the great sanctuaries...
The conclusion follows that the pagan faith, incl. in the case of the BAC, is tied
in unity with nature, is inseparable from the environment, as the appearance of
the divine, the theophany decisive for the life of ancient man (in fact: the idea of
it and its expectation) manifests itself not only as a result of ritual actions, but
also in certain sacred places. These places, topos of faith, are in a similar
environment... With the resulting conclusion that similar cult places as
suggestion and location also show similarities in the initial religious-
mythological ideas about the creation, arrangement and functioning of the
world, as well as that the proximity of the cults follows from the material
objects. And further - the Mycenaean traditions are maintained in topos of faith
from the pre-polis antiquity of Hellas, which in the first centuries of the 1st
millennium BC. fell into the Greek cultural environment and assumed their

classical character by the 5th century BC. But this... applies mainly to the large



sanctuaries... Archaeology in recent decades has revealed a large number of
other topos of faith, near and far from the polises, which also in the Greek
cultural and linguistic environment retain their archaic character. This gives a
very broad perspective to their study in Asia Minor due to the possibility of
analyzing the sites there through the perspective of the accumulated methods for
studying megalithic, cave, mountain and all other sanctuaries through the Orphic
prism, which has long been used for Balkan Thrace. This is a resource for
studying mainly those sites in present-day Asia Minor Turkey, which are located
In the mountains along the southern coasts of the Marmara and Black Seas, for
which written information is scarce or completely absent, but which are often
better preserved than the Balkan ones and would complement each other
wonderfully.

§3. Several examples: the caves of the island of Crete and the sacred cave

near Heraclea Pontica complements the picture with specific examples in the

context of the cults and faith in the BAC from Crete and Anatolia, with the

interpretation of the sacred cave/caves near Heraclea Pontica on the Anatolian
Black Sea coast being particularly valuable and contributing.

§4. Conclusion to Chapter Five contributes to the summary by particularly

clearly showing the presence of a community and parallel development of some
aspects of faith and cult in the BAC.

The EPILOGUE excellently summarizes the achievements as
contributions to the work.

The BIBLIOGRAPHY, in Cyrillic and Latin, is exhaustive.

I11. Critical notes and recommendations

-the inclusion of BAC in the 3rd millennium BC requires more arguments;

-In Chapter 3, § 2 not enough attention is paid to the oikos in ethnic states,
where relations similar to those in the oikos of the polis states develop under the

rule of local dynasties — e.g. in SW Thrace, 6th-4th century BC, their own



Thracian coins are minted, which function in Thracian markets, organized not
In cities, but at regional sanctuaries, along important roads; and on the coasts
there are also Hellenic emporiums, which are usually under the rule of the
Thracian kings and/or dynasties.

-1 recommend a summary in a foreign language, and why not publish the

entire monograph in the now international English language?

IV. Conclusion. Regardless of the notes, | accept the listed contributions
from Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Alexander Portalski and add to them those
noted by me in this review.
