EVALUATION REPORT

For the competition for the academic position of Associate Professor, announced for
the needs of the Department of History at the Faculty of Law and History, documents have
been submitted by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Aleksandar Savov Portalski of South-West

University “Neofit Rilski,” who is the sole candidate in the procedure.

I. Summary of the Candidate’s Academic Output and Professional Activity

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Aleksandar Savov Portalski is a lecturer in the Department
of History at the Faculty of Law and History, South-West University “Neofit Rilski,”
Blagoevgrad. In 2010, he successfully defended his doctoral dissertation titled “Lydia and the
Greek World — Cultural and Historical Relations and Interactions during the First Half of the
First Millennium BC”, obtaining the educational and scientific degree of Doctor in Ancient
History (including Prehistory). He has held the academic position of Chief Assistant Professor
since 2008.

Dr. Portalski possesses extensive teaching and research experience in the field of
Ancient and Classical History. He has a significant record of publications, has participated in
numerous national and international conferences, and has been involved in editorial work. He
has taken part in international, national, and university-level research projects. His scholarly
standing is further recognized through his membership in the Union of Scientists in Bulgaria.
For the current competition, the candidate has submitted two monographs and twenty-nine
studies and articles. The habilitation work presented for evaluation is the monograph “The
Balkan—Anatolian Community in Antiquity” (ProVias Publishing, Sofia, 2025, ISBN 978-619-
92562-7-5). The second monograph, “Lydia and the Greek World — Cultural and Historical
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Relations and Interactions during the First Half of the First Millennium BC” (ProVias Publishing,
Sofia, 2025, ISBN 978-619-92562-6-8), is based on his successfully defended doctoral
dissertation.

In addition to the two monographs, Dr. Portalski’s scholarly portfolio includes four
studies (two in English, one co-authored) and twenty-five articles, of which ten are written in
English and five in co-authorship. His academic output demonstrates a clear and consistent
contribution to the field of Ancient and Classical History. The high quality of his research is
evidenced by a study published in a Scopus-indexed journal, as well as by numerous citations
in scholarly publications, monographs, and conference proceedings both in Bulgaria and
abroad. The citation record confirms that Dr. Portalski’s work is well recognized and valued by
the scholarly community. His research achievements exceed the minimum national criteria
required for the academic position of Associate Professor.

Dr. Portalski is also deeply engaged in teaching at South-West University, contributing
to both undergraduate and postgraduate programs. He teaches a broad range of core and
specialized courses related to the History of the Ancient Near East, Ancient Greece, and
Ancient Rome, as well as the History of Lydia and Thrace, the Culture of Ancient Southeastern
Europe, Ancient Greek Culture, Introduction to the Economy and Demography of the Ancient
World, Thracian Source Studies, and the Paleo-Balkan and Western Anatolian Community. His
teaching activity, encompassing lectures, seminars, and practical exercises, reflects his broad
professional expertise and long-standing pedagogical commitment, amounting to nearly three
decades of teaching experience at SWU.

Beyond classroom teaching, Dr. Portalski organizes educational excursions and field-
based seminars, including international study trips, offering students valuable experiential
learning opportunities. He has also compiled and edited two academic collections of essays
by faculty members, which are actively used in student preparation: Studies in History
(University Press “Neofit Rilski,” Blagoevgrad 2017, ISBN 978-954-00-0152-4); Studies in
History 2 (University Press “Neofit Rilski,” Blagoevgrad 2019, ISBN 978-954-00-0192-0).

He serves as a student tutor, contributes to the development of curricula, academic
courses, and programs, and participates in working groups preparing self-assessment reports
for the National Evaluation and Accreditation Agency (NEAA). His teaching workload for the

2025-2026 academic year exceeds the required minimum for the position.



Finally, it is worth emphasizing another significant aspect of his professional activity
that is often undervalued in academic settings but of considerable importance — his role as co-
author of a school textbook and workbook for 5th grade in the subject History and
Civilizations. This contribution demonstrates his commitment to advancing historical

education at multiple levels and bridging university scholarship with pre-university pedagogy.

Il. Evaluation of the Scholarly and Practical Results and Contributions of the
Submitted Work

The proposed habilitation work, which has undergone double academic peer review,
consists of a Prologue, five chapters, an Epilogue, and a bibliography, totalling 272 pages.

The monograph offers a conceptually new study of the cultural, economic, and spiritual
unity between Southeastern Europe and Asia Minor from the Early Bronze Age to the end of
Late Antiquity. Its principal aim is to demonstrate that the observed similarities in material
culture, cult practices, economic models, and social structures are not the result of
unidirectional influences or cultural borrowings, but derive from a profoundly structural
community which may be termed the Balkano-Anatolian community. In this sense, the work
advances an original thesis concerning the existence of a broad cultural and economic zone
uniting societies of different languages and ethnicities within a shared ecological, economic,
and spiritual environment. According to the author, this community emerged as early as the
Early Bronze Age and can be traced until the seventh century AD, its vitality being sustained
by a common economic foundation and a shared spiritual worldview. It may be inscribed
within the wider concept of Karl Jaspers’ so-called “Axial Age”, during which three key
innovations arose in this region — the Greek polis, alphabetic writing, and coinage. These
phenomena were not isolated, but interrelated expressions of the same civilisational nucleus,
whose principles — individual freedom, rational cognition, and material equivalence — have
continued to shape European culture to the present day.

Of particular value are the ecological and economic analyses presented in Chapters
Two and Three. Using the models of Alisov and Képpen—Geiger, the author demonstrates that
the diversity of climatic zones within a relatively small territory made possible a sustainable,
self-sufficient economy that did not require imperial centralisation. This environment
favoured the development of federative and autonomous political forms based on regional

exchange —over short distances, with smaller but secure profit. Such a setting also encouraged
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the emergence of a merchant class independent of royal authority, a phenomenon more
visible in Anatolia and only hypothesised for the Balkans. This leads to a significant
contribution: the conclusion that ecological and economic self-sufficiency itself generated the
distinctive social model and demographic stability of the community. The work also includes
an original analysis of the transport system and river navigability of the Balkans, supported by
examples from ancient and medieval sources. The comparative review of flat-bottomed boats
and monoxyla and their potential for use both in rivers and at sea constitutes a new
contribution to the archaeology of ancient trade and technological culture.

From an economic perspective, the study proposes an innovative interpretation of the
origins of coinage. Notably, it highlights the conclusion that the polis and the ethnos
complemented one another politically and were closely intertwined economically: the polis
could exist and thrive only within the context of this community, which was characterised by
regionalism, the absence of powerful centralising forces, and a productive coexistence
between local kings or dynasts and the cities. This symbiosis was possible due to their shared
economic base, examined through the model of Max Weber.

Based on new numismatic and theoretical observations, the author advances the
hypothesis that the first coins emerged to serve the needs of private exchange before
becoming monopolised by state power. An additional contribution lies in the suggestion that
the choice of electrum as a material was motivated by its practical convenience for verifying
value using the so-called Lydian stone. For the first time, the author applies to the ancient
context the debt-financial theory of anthropologist David Graeber, thereby substantiating the
idea of coinage as a social convention and symbol of trust, rather than merely a metallic store
of value.

Regarding the other two key phenomena — alphabetic writing and religion within the
Balkano-Anatolian community — it should be emphasised that the emergence of the alphabet
is interpreted as a social necessity arising from active trade and the need for communication
among multilingual communities, as was the case in other ancient civilisations such as
Mesopotamia. The original thesis advanced here is that the Greek version of the alphabet
became dominant not through political influence but as the language of international
commerce and culture. In the field of religious studies, a further contribution is the analysis of
common cult practices and the parallels between sanctuaries in the Aegean world and Asia

Minor. The hypothesis concerning the merging of rock and cave sanctuaries into a unified
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sacred model, together with the comparative analysis of specific sites (e.g. Crete, Heraclea
Pontica), demonstrates a high degree of interdisciplinarity and originality.

The analysis and conclusions reached in the monograph enable the author to propose
a new methodological perspective — “spiral retrospection” — which allows for the use of later
sources (for example, Ottoman tax registers) in reconstructing social and economic processes
of Antiquity. This idea represents a significant contribution not only to archaeology, but also
to historical anthropology and comparative cultural studies.

Taken as a whole, the monograph is a fundamental work that lays the foundation for
a new scholarly model for understanding the Balkano-Anatolian cultural community as one of
the formative cores of the ancient world. By combining archaeological, historical, economic,
linguistic, and religious data, the work not only formulates new hypotheses but also offers a
comprehensive interdisciplinary approach that enriches the methodological framework of
both Bulgarian and European scholarship.

The appearance of this habilitation monograph represents the logical culmination of
more than a decade of research by A. Portalski, as may be inferred from the accompanying
studies and articles (Nos. 3, 4, 25).

Since the defence of his doctoral dissertation, the candidate has shown consistent
scholarly interest in the history of Western Asia Minor, with particular focus on Lydia, as
evidenced by his publications (Nos. 5, 6, 7, 9, 11, 24, 29, 31). Indeed, this line of research
provided the foundation for developing the idea of the Balkano-Anatolian community, based
on similarities in the economic and political development of the Anatolian peoples. Of
particular interest are the studies on the large-scale colonisation conducted by Miletus as an
operation directed by Lydia to secure strategic bases and suppress piracy from the northern
coasts of the Propontis and the Black Sea, as well as the reassessment of firmly established
chronological frameworks through the harmonisation of Eastern and Hellenic chronologies of
the Lydian kings. The high degree of citation of these publications further attests to their
scholarly significance.

In addition to his research on the so-called “Dragon Houses” — unique cultic buildings
representing an early type of sacred architecture distinct from the typical Greek temple (Nos.
18, 30) — the candidate also investigates cultic continuity through the example of Thracian
sanctuaries discovered in Bulgaria, Turkey, and Greece (Nos. 15, 16, 26, 27, 28). These studies

were made possible by successive field expeditions in Greece and Turkey, in which the author
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participated. These expeditions allowed him to conduct on-site observations of various
archaeological sites, including settlements similar to those uncovered in the Strandzha region
and the so-called Thracian Delta. This fieldwork has enabled him not only to provide precise
descriptions and comprehensive analyses of the sites but also to place them within the
broader political development of the region. The example of Salmidesos, presented as a proto-
state ruled by the Thracian king Phineus, resident in Phinopolis and not entirely hospitable to
the Argonauts, is particularly illustrative (Nos. 10, 12, 13, 14, 19, 20, 23).

Other publications reflect the candidate’s complementary research interests and
contribute both to the understanding of the penetration of viticulture into the domestic and
cultic life of the Balkans (Nos. 17, 21, 22) and to the interpretation of the term polis in Homeric
epic as referring to a settlement from which a king originates, regardless of its appearance or
size (No. 8).

Without doubt, the proposed habilitation monograph constitutes essential reading for
the study not only of southeastern Thrace but also of the neighbouring regions. It reveals
specific practices and traditions that are unique to this part of Thrace, which, however, can be
understood both as a result of its geographical proximity to Asia Minor and of the distinctive
features of its historical development. All of this is clearly perceptible in the submitted

monograph.

Conclusion

In conclusion, | would like to state that the monograph submitted for the purposes of
habilitation fully meets all the necessary requirements. The accompanying publications reveal
the candidate as a mature scholar in the field of Ancient History, possessing profound
knowledge, methodological precision, and originality of approach.

The submitted materials comply with national and university regulations and include
all required documentation. The procedure is lawful.

The presented studies are the author’s own, and | have found no evidence of
plagiarism. They meet the minimum national criteria for appointment to the academic
position of Associate Professor.

In view of all the above, as well as the candidate’s substantial teaching experience, |
