Candidate No. 1 (sole candidate): Alexander Savov Portalsky, Assistant Professor, PhD, at
South-West University “Neofit Rilski”

I. Summary of the candidate’s scientific output and activity

For participation in the competition, the candidate Alexander Savov Portalsky has
submitted a list of a total of 31 works of which he is the author or co-author,
including: a habilitation work — a monograph entitled “The Balkano-Anatolian
Community in Antiquity”, a second monograph based on his defended PhD thesis,
one article and one study in editions indexed and referenced in international
databases, 24 articles and 3 studies in other publications (some of which are
included in the National Reference List). Of these, 13 are in foreign languages
(mainly English and one in German), and the rest are in Bulgarian. The candidate
Is the sole author of both monographs and 23 of the publications; the remaining six
are co-authored.

The submitted documents and supporting materials are complete and verify the
candidate’s educational and scientific degree as well as his academic position.
They confirm that he meets the requirements for participation in such a
competition according to the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB), its Regulations (PPZRASRB), and the additional
criteria of SWU’s internal regulations.



The candidate has also submitted: a curriculum vitae, scanned publications citing
his works (he is cited in 21 publications, both in referenced and non-referenced
editions, accumulating 155 points against a required 50), a self-assessment of
contributions, and a report on meeting the minimum national requirements for the
position of Associate Professor, showing that Alexander Portalsky significantly
exceeds the required points for publication activity.

As seen from Appendix 17, the competition is ensured with the necessary teaching
workload. The documents are properly organized according to the competition
rules, easy to navigate, and clearly illustrate the candidate’s achievements.

I1. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the
works submitted for the competition

The habilitation work of Alexander Portalsky, “The Balkano-Anatolian
Community in Antiquity,” stands out for its high level of familiarity with
contemporary theories and currents in cultural anthropology and philosophy—such
as existentialism, structuralism, and post-structuralism—as well as their
methodological application in historical analysis. It is also well supported by
diverse and integrated source material from antiquity, including literary,
archaeological, and numismatic sources.

The term “Balkano-Anatolian community” introduced by the author represents an
innovative contribution to the long-standing scholarly debate in Bulgarian
Thracology. It enriches our understanding by offering not an ethnic definition but a
comprehensive term referring to an ethnically heterogeneous geographic space
between the Balkans, the Eastern Mediterranean, and Anatolia. This framework
enables the study of interactions, contacts, influences, and borrowings among the
people inhabiting this region in cultural-historical, economic, or political aspects
and allows the tracing of the emergence and evolution of phenomena such as
coinage, alphabetic writing, and religious ideas.

The broad thematic scope of Portalsky’s publications submitted beyond the
habilitation work portrays him as one of the few experts in Bulgaria on the history
of Lydia, possessing in-depth knowledge of the societies of Asia Minor located on
and beyond the frontier of the Greek polis world.



I11. Critical notes and recommendations

Engaging intellectually with the works of colleague Portalsky — and with him
personally — has always been a pleasure, one | have enjoyed since our student
years. His encyclopedic knowledge in the fields of history, cultural studies, and the
economy of ancient civilizations is clearly demonstrated and attests to the high
quality of his scholarly output.

V. Conclusion

The works submitted for the competition could meet not only the criteria for an
associate professorship but even those for full professorship in terms of minimum
points for certain indicators. This allows me to express my unequivocally positive
assessment.

V. Overall conclusion and ranking of the candidates

Based on the above, | recommend that the scientific jury propose to the competent
authority of South-West University “Neofit Rilski” that Alexander Savov Portalsky
be elected to the academic position of Associate Professor in the professional field
