Competition for the academic position of "associate professor" at the
Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski* Blagoevgrad in the field of higher
education in the professional field 2.2. History and archaeology (Ancient
history) for the needs of the Department of History announced in the State
Gazette issue 63/1.08.2025. The only candidate for the competition is Senior
Assistant Professor Dr. Alexander Savov Portalski.

The candidate graduated in 1995 with a degree in History, with a second
degree in Journalism at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski", specializing in
"Ancient History, Paleo Balkan Studies and Thracology". In the period 2019 -
2021, he completed a master's program "Numismatics. Expertise and Evaluation
of CIC" at Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski". He began teaching at
Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski" in 1995 as an assistant, since 1999 he
has been a senior assistant and since 2008 a chief assistant.

The candidate’s scientific contributions are in the field of Ancient History
(Lydia, the Balkan-Anatolian Community, Ancient Thrace, Ancient Hellas). The
courses that Dr. Portalski teaches are in the field of his scientific interests:
Culture of Ancient Southeast Europe, Culture of Ancient Greece, Lydia - the
Unknown Empire of Asia Minor, Introduction to the Economy and Demography
of the Ancient World, History of the Ancient East, History of the Old World
(Ancient Greece and Rome), Thracology. Dr. Alexander Portalski actively
participates in the academic and administrative life of the department and the
university. He has taken part in numerous national and international conferences,
including abroad.

In the announced competition, Dr. Portalski applied with the monograph
"The Balkan-Anatolian Community in Antiquity” published by ProVias
Publishing House in Sofia in 2025. The author analyses the proximity between
archaeological sites from different regions of the Balkan-Anatolian community,
reaching the conclusion that the similarities between them are not the result of
mutual influences, but a consequence of essential characteristics. Various theses
discussed in modem historiography regarding the terminological, chronological
and territorial scope of the researched issues are presented.



He brings out three main factors that influence the historical processes in
the region he studies. The first is the formation of the polis, which contributes to
the emergence of new social and economic realities that influence the
development of the communities studied. The second factor is the adoption of
the Phoenician alphabet by the Greeks, which allows knowledge to become
much more widely accessible, and the latter in turn contributes to the
development of science in all its aspects. The third factor is the emergence and
spread of monetary denominations, which accelerates economic processes and
helps the development of trade. Of course, in this case, these three factors for the
development of the communities studied are somewhat overexposed, but their
importance should not be ignored and they certainly have their real influence.

The studies and articles published by the candidate, which precede the
appearance of his monograph, with which he participates in the competition, are
actually a preparatory stage of research and analysis. The theses developed and
defended in them are further developed and refined in his latest book. In his
research dedicated to Thracian cult sites and royal residences, the author
systematically and creatively develops the methodological concepts developed
on this issue. The statement in the article “Bulgarian Field Research in
Thracology in Turkey and Greece 2003-2011” on page 537 that Aprus and
Deultum were created by Octavian Augustus is probably the result of a technical
error. As is well known, Aprus was created by Emperor Claudius, and Deultum
by Emperor Vespasian.

Also of interest are the studies dedicated to Lydia and its neighbors. They
develop a number of original observations on these problems. The conclusions
about the influence of Lydia on Miletus' decisions on where to send its
apoikistes cannot be accepted as indisputable. The process of creating new
emporions was largely organized by the metropolis, but in a number of cases the
creation of apoikia was the result of individual initiatives of ambitious
aristocrats who failed to find realization of their ambitions in their native poleis,
which is why they turned to search for new lands, where they emerged as
undisputed leaders in their capacity as oikistes. In this regard, not all Milesian
apoikia can be considered as the result of a preliminary strategy carried out by
the authorities in Miletus.

Another systematically developed topic is related to the Thracian Delta
region and the legendary ruler Phineus. A number of interesting observations
have been made in this direction. This issue is part of the author's broader
interests in the Balkan-Anatolian community. In it, he reaches a number of



interesting conclusions that fit into the context of the relations between the
Hellenes and the Thracians in the era of the Argonauts.

Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Alexander Portalski is an established
researcher in the areas he develops in ancient history. He has the necessary
standard of hours required by law and fully meets the scientometric
requirements for obtaining the academic position of "associate professor”. The
monographs, studies and articles published by him have their undeniable
contributions, which further develop the levels of historical interpretation
already achieved by other researchers. They are of interest to students and
scholars interested in the problems he develops.

No evidence of plagiarism was found in the publications submitted for
participation in the competition.

No violations were committed in the procedure.
