I. Short Biography of the Candidate

Yordanka Nikolova Noneva-Zlatkova, PhD. graduated in Law from the
Faculty of Law at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” in 2015, with
specializations in Judiciary, Public Administration, and International Law and
International Relations. In 2018, she continued her professional development by
completing a Master’s program in Finance at the Faculty of Economics, South-
West University ‘Neofit Rilski’. In 2021, Dr. Noneva-Zlatkova obtained the
educational and scientific degree of Doctor in the doctoral program Civil and
Family Law at the Faculty of Law and History, South-West University “Neofit
Rilski”.

Yordanka Noneva-Zlatkova actively publishes research in the fields of civil
and commercial law, with a particular focus on the contemporary challenges of
the digital economy, obligations law, and the legal consequences of socio-
economic crises.

III. Main Contributions to the Candidate’s Scientific and Applied

Research Activities

The submitted scientific works of Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Yordanka
Noneva-Zlatkova fall within professional field 3.6 “Law”, with a particular focus
on civil and family law. For participation in the competition, she has submitted a
habilitation work in the form of a monograph titled Legal Regime and New Forms
of Contractual Relations in the Process of Digitalization (South-West University

“Neofit Rilski” Publishing House, 2025, ISBN 978-954-00-0428-0).

The study represents a thorough and up-to-date scientific work in the field
of civil and commercial law, aimed at analysing the impact of digital
transformation on traditional contractual institutions and their evolution within
the digital economy. The monograph comprises 272 pages and is distinguished by

a high level of methodological rigor and theoretical argumentation. Special



attention is given to contemporary manifestations of contractual relations in the
digital environment—including electronic contracts, smart contracts, the legal
aspects of new information and communication technologies, as well as issues
related to personal data protection and the establishment of digital identity. The
author employs a wide range of research methods, including historical,
comparative, systemic, and logical approaches, as well as analysis and synthesis,
induction, and deduction. This comprehensive methodological toolkit allows for
an in-depth examination of Bulgarian and European legislation and the
formulation of generalized conclusions regarding the dynamics and
interconnections of legal norms in the context of digitalization. The study also
provides a detailed analysis of relevant European Union legal acts, the case law
of the Court of Justice of the EU, and the legislative models and principles
developed by the International Institute for the Unification of Private Law
(UNIDROIT), which are considered as a foundation for the harmonization of legal

solutions in the examined field.

The reviewer identifies the following contributions in the candidate’s

scientific and applied research activities, which can be systematized as follows:

- A new theoretical concept has been developed for understanding
contracts in the context of digital transformation, reconsidering the
essence and functions of contract law in light of new technologies.

- The interrelationship between civil law and the legal framework
regulating information and communication technologies has been
clarified, with particular attention to the interaction between electronic
identity, electronic signatures, and contractual relations.

- The legal regime of smart contracts has been systematically analysed,
supported by a detailed comparative legal study of their status and

application in various European Union member states.



- Personal data has been proposed as a specific object of contractual
relations, taking into account new economic realities and its increasing
value in the digital environment.

- New technologies for secure data storage and exchange, including
blockchain and artificial intelligence, have been studied as factors that
necessitate the reconsideration of classical principles of obligations law
and the adaptation of legal frameworks to the requirements of the digital
economy.

- De lege ferenda proposals have been formulated to improve national
legislation, aiming at its harmonization with European Union law.

- Emphasis has been placed on the practical significance of the research,
as the results can be applied in the development of university courses on
the legal regulation of digital technologies, e-commerce, and personal
data protection, as well as in the harmonization of national legislation

with EU requirements.

The monograph demonstrates a high level of academic maturity, a profound
understanding of European law, and a skilful application of its principles in the
analysis of civil law relations. The author shows excellent familiarity with key
European Union legal acts, including Regulation (EU) 2024/1183 on the
establishment of a European framework for digital identity (eIDAS), Regulation
(EU) 2016/679 on the protection of personal data (GDPR), Regulation (EU)
2022/2065 on the Digital Services Act, and Regulation (EU) 2022/1925 on fair
and competitive digital markets (Digital Markets Act). These acts are examined
in terms of their impact on civil and commercial transactions, and convincing
conclusions are drawn regarding the necessity of integrating European standards

into the national legal system.

Regarding the other publications of Yordanka Noneva-Zlatkova, PhD. in

recent years, it can be concluded that they demonstrate a consistent and focused



scientific interest in the interaction between the classical institutions of civil law
and the new challenges of the digital era. Her research can be summarized through
several significant contributions, which have both theoretical and practical
relevance. First, the author develops new perspectives on the understanding of
contracts in the context of digitalization, analysing the nature and consequences
of so-called smart legal contracts and their place in the contemporary legal system.
Second, her contributions stand out in the field of civil law regulation of
cryptocurrencies and digital assets, addressing their legal implications and
framework. A third key contribution relates to the analysis of the institution of
economic impossibility and its application in contemporary case law. She
provides a thorough critical review of judicial practice and formulates practical
guidelines for the consistent interpretation and application of this institution in the
context of economic instability and unforeseen circumstances. The author also
contributes to clarifying issues related to contractual performance under
extraordinary and crisis situations in pandemic and post-pandemic conditions.
Furthermore, she examines and offers a well-reasoned analysis of tort and
contractual liability in the field of personal data protection in cases of unlawful
processing, emphasizing the balance between the right to privacy and the

economic interests of participants in the digital market.

In summary, Noneva-Zlatkova’s research outlines a comprehensive
conceptual framework for the development of civil law in the context of
digitalization, successfully integrating classical doctrine with the latest
technological and economic realities. The candidate’s scientific publications have
received recognition in academic circles, being cited in three monographs and
collective peer-reviewed volumes, as well as in five non-refereed, but

scientifically reviewed journals.

The reviewer has found no evidence of plagiarism or use of texts generated

by artificial intelligence and recognizes the authorship of the contributions as the



candidate’s own work. The submitted works confirm Dr. Noneva-Zlatkova’s high

scientific competence and her active research and teaching activities.

IV. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

Undoubtedly, the candidate has presented a very substantial body of
scientific work, to which the following comments and recommendations can be
made:

First and foremost, it is recommended that the candidate continue and
further develop her research in the area of the concept of “smart contracts” that
she has introduced.

Given the particular dynamics of personal data protection and its coverage
in the monograph dedicated to this topic, I can recommend a subsequent edition
of this undoubtedly valuable work, in which the latest developments in the field

are incorporated, thereby enhancing its relevance for both theory and practice.

V. Conclusion

The documents and materials submitted by Chief Assistant Professor
Yordanka Noneva-Zlatkova, PhD. comply with all requirements of the Law on
the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB),
the Regulations for the Implementation of the LDASRB, as well as the internal
rules of South-West University ‘Neofit Rilski’.

The candidate in the competition has presented a sufficient number of
scientific works published after the materials used for the defence of her doctoral
degree, thereby fulfilling this requirement. Undoubtedly, the candidate’s work
contains original scientific contributions, as well as applied research outputs,
including some that have received international recognition and have been
published in international journals. The scientific and teaching qualifications of
Chief Assistant Professor Yordanka Noneva-Zlatkova, PhD. are indisputable and
meet the highest standards.
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It can be reasonably concluded that the candidate’s scientific output is
comprehensive and addresses numerous important issues in the field of law. The
candidate demonstrates the ability to identify significant and current problems on
which she focuses her research, as well as the necessary diligence and
thoroughness in investigating them.

The comments and recommendations provided in this review do not affect
my overall positive assessment of the candidate’s scientific work. All
requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Regulations for the Implementation of the
LDASRB, and the Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff at
South-West University ‘Neofit Rilski’” have been met. In this sense, the
candidate fulfils the requirements set forth in Article 24, Section III of the
LDASRB, Article 53(1) of the Regulations for Implementation, and Article 80 of
the Internal Rules. Therefore, I give a positive assessment and confidently
recommend that the academic committee prepare a report-proposal to the Faculty
Council of the Faculty of Law and History at South-West University ‘Neofit
Rilski’ for the appointment of Yordanka Noneva-Zlatkova, PhD. to the academic
position of Associate Professor in Professional Field 3.6 Law (Civil and Family

Law).
