I hereby submit for your consideration my opinion regarding the scientific,
applied-scientific, and professional-academic activities and output presented by

the participant in the competition, Yordanka Noneva-Zlatkova, as follows:

L. Brief Biographical Information of the Candidate
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Yordanka Nikolova Noneva-Zlatkova graduated in Law from the Faculty
of Law at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski,” with specializations in
Judiciary, Public Administration, International Law, and International Relations.
She obtained her Doctoral degree (PhD) in 2021 with a dissertation entitled
“Specifics of the Pavlov Claim in Civil and Commercial Law”. Yordanka
Noneva-Zlatkova has held positions as External Projects Coordinator, Legal
Counsel, Director of a Specialized Municipal Administration Directorate, and
Legal Advisor. In 2018, she completed a Master’s program in Finance at the
Faculty of Economics, Southwest University “Neofit Rilski.” The candidate
currently holds the academic position of Assistant Professor at the Faculty of Law
and History, Southwest University “Neofit Rilski.” Dr. Noneva-Zlatkova
conducts seminars in Obligations Law, Commercial Law- Part II, Private
International Law, Family and Inheritance Law, as well as selected lecture
modules in Obligations Law and Data Protection in the EU and Third Countries.
Her research interests focus on Obligations Law, Commercial Law, and European
Union Law, with recent active engagement in the legal aspects of digitalization,

cryptocurrencies, and personal data protection.

Il Summary of the Candidate’s Scientific Qutput and Activities

The submitted monograph represents an original scientific study in the field
of new forms of contractual relationships in civil law. The research undoubtedly
demonstrates the author’s thorough investigation of the chosen topic and is
distinguished by the originality of the analyses and conclusions. The choice of
topic is appropriate, as issues related to new forms of contractual relationships are
timely and still insufficiently studied.

The works and scientific publications of Dr. Noneva-Zlatkova demonstrate

consistent development and thematic continuity in the areas of civil and
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commercial law, as well as an active interest in contemporary legal issues related
to the digital economy and European Union law.

The habilitation work takes the form of a monograph and is titled “Legal
Regime and New Forms of Contractual Relations in the Process of Digitalization”
(University Publishing House “Neofit Rilski,” 2025). It represents an
independent, in-depth, and up-to-date study of significant changes in classical
obligations law under the influence of new technologies. The author successfully
outlines and substantiates the legal transformation of contractual relations in the
digital environment, addressing issues related to electronic contracts, smart
contracts, and new forms of e-commerce. The work has high scientific and
practical value and can be regarded as a major contribution to her academic
development.

Among the other eight submitted publications, several scientific articles and
reports stand out, published in both national and international peer-reviewed
collections. Some of these works are in English and have been included in
publications of international scientific forums (ERAZ, ITEMA), demonstrating
active international scientific communication. Of particular interest are the works
focused on the legal regime of cryptocurrencies, smart contracts, liability in
personal data processing, and business impracticability in judicial practice.

The candidate’s scientific output is consistent, diverse, and up to date, with
a clear alignment between theoretical inquiry and the practical significance of the
results. The publications demonstrate a high methodological and analytical level,

with proper citation and reference to current literature.

II1. Main Contributions in the Candidate’s Scientific, Applied-Scientific,

and Teaching Activities
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More specifically, the following are the main scientific results and
contributions of the candidate’s scientific, applied-scientific, and teaching
activities:

1. Formulation and Justification of a New Scientific Problem — The
analysis of digitalization as a factor transforming classical contractual relations
represents a new scientific focus in Bulgarian legal doctrine. (Monograph: “Legal
Regime and New Forms of Contractual Relations in the Process of
Digitalization,” 2025),

2. Demonstration of new aspects in existing scientific fields — the candidate
offers a new interpretation of the institute of business impracticability in the

context of contemporary economic dynamics and judicial practice;

3. Creation of new classifications and approaches- the work presents
analytical distinctions between different types of smart contracts and their legal

consequences, as well as between digital and traditional legal instruments;

4. Development of a new theoretical concept of the contract- a new
theoretical framework is developed for the contract in the context of the ongoing

digital transformation and the changes in traditional obligations law.

5. Clarification of the relationship between civil law and the legal
framework of information and communication technologies — emphasis is placed
on the interaction between electronic signatures and contractual mechanisms in

the digital environment.

6. Systematization and analysis of the legal regime of smart contracts —
accompanied by a comparative study of their regulation in the European Union

member states.
7. Study of the impact of new technologies, such as blockchain and

Artificial Intelligence, on the classical principles of Obligations Law —

Highlighting the need for their conceptual reconsideration.
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8. Formulation of de lege ferenda proposals for the improvement of
national legislation — in accordance with European Union law and the dynamics of

digital processes.

Dr. Noneva-Zlatkova’s research has practical significance for legislation
and judicial practice, particularly regarding the interpretation of obligations in
digital contracts and the application of personal data protection. The candidate
demonstrates exceptional commitment to teaching students in key legal
disciplines. Her participation in university and international scientific projects

shows active integration of scientific research into the educational process.

The significance of Dr. Noneva-Zlatkova’s contributions is both theoretical
and practical. They have potential applications in judicial practice and in the

improvement of the regulatory framework related to digital economic relations.

1V. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

The submitted works are of high scientific quality and meet the standards of
academic publication culture. They could be further enriched through:
- A more in-depth comparative legal analysis with foreign legal systems,
especially in the field of electronic contracts;
- The inclusion of empirical data or specific case studies from the judicial
practice of EU member states;
- A more detailed outline of the economic consequences of legal
innovations in the digital environment.
These recommendations do not diminish the value of the submitted works
but highlight possible directions for future research. The above remarks and

recommendations do not affect the positive evaluation of the work.

V. Conclusion
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The scientific works submitted by Dr. Yordanka Noneva-Zlatkova for
participation in the competition fully meet the content and quality requirements of
the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.
They contain a number of significant and original scientific contributions,
demonstrating a high professional and research standard. The candidate shows
excellent ability to formulate scientific problems, develop well-argued theses, and
propose substantiated solutions to current issues in the field of civil and family
law.

Based on the conducted analysis, I consider that Assist. Prof. Dr. Yordanka
Nikolova Noneva-Zlatkova fully meets the requirements of Article 24, Paragraph
1, Items 1 and 2, Letters “a” and “b,” Item 3, and Paragraph 3 of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ZRASRB) for
holding the academic position of Associate Professor in Professional Field 3.6
Law (Civil and Family Law). [ recommend to the members of the scientific jury to
propose to the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Law and History her election as
