Yordanka Nikolova Noneva-Zlatkova, PhD. graduated in Law from the
Faculty of Law at Sofia University ‘St. Kliment Ohridski’ in 2015, specializing
in Judiciary, Public Administration, and International Law and International
Relations. She continued her education by completing a master’s program in

Finance at the Faculty of Economics of South-West University ‘Neofit Rilski’



in 2018. In 2021, she obtained a doctoral degree in Civil and Family Law from
the Faculty of Law and History at South-West University Neofit Rilski.
Yordanka Noneva-Zlatkova has held positions as coordinator of external
projects, legal counsel, director of a department within a specialized municipal
administration, and legal adviser. She is currently a Chief Assistant Professor
and attorney at law. Over the years, she has conducted seminars in Law of
Obligations, Commercial Law (Part Two), Private International Law, and
Family and Inheritance Law, as well as she delivered individual lectures on
Law of Obligations and Data Protection in the EU and third countries. As Chief
Assistant Professor at the Faculty of Law and History at South-West University
‘Neofit Rilski’, she actively participates in accreditation procedures, including
the preparation of self-evaluation reports and accompanying documentation for
program accreditation of the regulated profession Law, professional field 3.6
Law, at Master’s and Doctoral levels, specifically in doctoral programs in
Roman Law and Civil and Family Law.

Based on the scientific works and documents submitted by the candidate
in the competition, it can be concluded that she meets the minimum national
requirements for holding the academic position of Associate Professor at South-
West University ‘Neofit Rilski’. The procedural requirements under Chapter
Two, Section III of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) have been observed. The candidate fulfills the
conditions of Article 24, paragraph 1 of the LDASRB, including the minimum
national requirements under Article 2b, paragraphs 2 and 3, as well as the
requirements under Article 2b, paragraph 5 of the same law, and the Internal
Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff at South-West University
‘Neofit Rilski’, and has therefore been admitted by the scientific jury for
evaluation.

I did not identify any discrepancies in the stated circumstances, nor can I

point to any omissions that would lead to a different conclusion regarding the
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assessment of compliance with the above-mentioned requirements.

II.  Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions
of the monograph submitted for the competition, titled “Legal
Regime and New Forms of Contractual Relations in the Process of
Digitalization”

A. General remarks on the submitted work
For participation in the competition, the habilitation work titled “Legal
Regime and New Forms of Contractual Relations in the Process of
Digitalization” was submitted, University Publishing House ‘Neofit Rilski’,
2025, ISBN 978-954-00-0428-0. The monograph represents a thorough and up-
to-date scientific study in the fields of civil and commercial law, with a focus
on the impact of digital transformation on traditional contractual institutions.
The work comprises 272 pages and demonstrates excellent methodological and
theoretical preparation. The monograph includes four chapters, an introduction,
and a conclusion, in which the objectives, tasks, and contributions of the
research are clearly outlined. Special attention is given to issues related to

electronic contracts, smart contracts, new information and communication

technologies, data protection, and digital identity.

The author employs historical and comparative legal methods, and
through analysis and synthesis, induction, and deduction, examines both
Bulgarian and European legislation. She also applies a systematic and logical
approach to draw generalized conclusions regarding the development and
interrelations of legal norms. Relevant EU law, the case law of the Court of
Justice of the European Union, and model laws of the International Institute for
the Unification of Private Law (UNIDROIT) concerning the issues addressed in

the monograph have been carefully analyzed.



B. Contributions of the habilitation work with theoretical and

practical significance

The scientific results and contributions of the monograph can be

summarized as follows:

Formulation of a new theoretical concept for understanding contracts
in the context of digital transformation.

Clarification of the relationship between civil law and the legal
framework regulating new information and communication
technologies, particularly regarding the interaction between electronic
identity, electronic signatures, and contractual relations.
Systematization of the legal regime of smart contracts, including a
comparative analysis of their regulation in EU member states.
Definition of personal data as an object of contractual relations.
Examination of new technologies for secure data recording
(blockchain) and artificial intelligence as factors necessitating a
reconsideration of classical principles of the law of obligations.
Proposals de lege ferenda for national legislation to ensure its
alignment with EU law.

Practical significance - the results can be applied in the development
of courses on the law governing various digital technologies,
electronic commerce, and data protection, as well as in the process of

harmonizing national legislation.

The work demonstrates a high level of academic maturity and a thorough

understanding of EU law, including Regulation (EU) 2024/1183 of the

European Parliament and of the Council on the establishment of a European

framework for digital identity (eIDAS), Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the

European Parliament and of the Council on the protection of natural persons

with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such

data (GDPR), Regulation (EU) 2022/2065 of the European Parliament and of
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the Council on the Digital Services Act, and Regulation (EU) 2022/1925 of the
European Parliament and of the Council on accessible and fair markets in the
digital sector (Digital Markets Act), as well as their impact on civil and

commercial transactions.

C. Critical remarks and recommendations on the habilitation work

The analysis of the practical aspects of the issues addressed in the work
could be further expanded by including specific examples from national case
law. These remarks are constructive in nature and do not diminish the value of

the scientific work, which meets all academic criteria for a habilitation thesis.

D. Conclusion to the monograph “Legal Regime and New Forms of
Contractual Relations in the Process of Digitalization”

The monograph by Yordanka Noneva-Zlatkova represents a thorough,
up-to-date, and impactful scientific study that significantly enriches Bulgarian
legal doctrine in the field of civil law and digital transformation. The work
meets the requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff
and the Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff at South-
West University ‘Neofit Rilski’ for appointment to the academic position of

Associate Professor.

III. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and
contributions of the studies and articles submitted for the competition

The submitted studies and articles fall within the field of civil law and
provide evidence of the author’s consistent scholarly research. All of them
address current issues with both theoretical and practical significance. In this
regard, I maintain that the scientific works accepted for peer review should be
evaluated positively. They demonstrate the candidate’s ability to analyze legal
norms, compare legal sources and court decisions, review legal literature, and
formulate theses and de lege ferenda proposals. Here, I will highlight only some

of the contributions of a selection of the submitted works:



- Examine the performance of contracts under pandemic and post-
pandemic conditions, demonstrating the applicability of technologies.

- Identifies problems and solutions in the application of economic
intolerance in contemporary civil turnover and in the case law of the
Supreme Court of Cassation.

- Studies decisions of the Court of Justice of the European Union related

to the interpretation of regulatory texts, among others.
IV. Overall conclusion

In view of the above, I consider that the candidacy of Chief Assistant
Professor Yordanka Nikolova Noneva-Zlatkova, PhD. fully meets the criteria
for scientific research and teaching activities and, in this respect, fulfills the
requirements set forth in Article 24 of Section III of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB),
Article 53, paragraph 1 of the Secondary Legislation on the Development of the
Academic Staff, and Article 80 of the Internal Rules for the Development of the
Academic Staff at South-West University ‘Neofit Rilski’.
