I. Summary of the Candidate’s Scientific Qutput and Activity

The candidate presents a monograph, eight scientific articles and studies,
as well as evidence of citations in peer-reviewed publications. All submitted
scientific works fall within the field of civil and commercial law and fully
correspond to Professional Field 3.6. “Law” (Civil and Family Law).

In connection with her participation in the competition, Yordanka
Noneva-Zlatkova, PhD. has also presented citations that meet the required
number of points: three citations in peer-reviewed monographs and collective
volumes, and five in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals, as well as a report on
participation in research projects.

Chief Assistant Yordanka Nikolova Noneva-Zlatkova, PhD. has been a
lecturer at South-West University “Neofit Rilski,” Faculty of Law and History,
Department of Civil Law Studies, since 2019. She was awarded the educational
and scientific degree “Doctor” in Professional Field 3.6. Law, scientific

specialty “Civil and Family Law,” in 2021 with a dissertation titled
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“Pecuniaries of Actio Pauliana in Civil and Commercial Law.” She has
consistent research interests in the field of obligations and commercial law,
electronic contracts, personal data protection, and the legal aspects of crypto-
assets.

She is the author of more than 15 scientific publications, including two
monographs — the habilitation monograph “Legal Regime and New Forms of
Contractual Relations in the Process of Digitalization” (2025) and the book
“Pecuniaries of Actio Pauliana in Civil and Commercial Law ” (2025), based on
her defended dissertation. She has also presented eight publications in national
and international journals, including in English, covering contemporary topics
such as smart contracts, cryptocurrencies, hardship, liability in personal data
processing, and impossibility of performance under crisis conditions.

The candidate demonstrates high scientific activity, analytical approach,
and interdisciplinary thinking that combines classical civil law with modern
trends of digitalization. Her academic and teaching activity is consistent and
demonstrates proven contributions in both theoretical and applied aspects.

From the scientific works and documents submitted for the competition,
it can be reasonably concluded that she meets the minimum national
requirements for appointment to the academic position of Associate Professor at
South-West University “Neofit Rilski.” The procedure complies with Chapter
Two, Section III of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria. The candidate meets the requirements of Article 24,
paragraph 1 of the same law, including the minimum national requirements
under Article 2b, paragraphs 2 and 3, and the requirements under Article 2b,
paragraph 5, as well as the internal regulations for the development of the
academic staff at South-West University “Neofit Rilski,” and therefore has been
admitted for evaluation by the academic jury.

The submitted data are complete and accurate; no inconsistencies or

omissions have been found that would lead to a different conclusion regarding
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compliance with the above-mentioned requirements.

II. Evaluation of Scientific Results and Contributions
1. Habilitation Work (Monograph)

The monograph “Legal Regime and New Forms of Contractual Relations
in the Process of Digitalization”, University Publishing House “Neofit Rilski,”
2025, ISBN 978-954-00-0428-0, comprises 272 pages. It is an in-depth study
devoted to new legal phenomena in the context of digitalization. The author
examines both theoretical and practical issues related to electronic contracts,
data protection, smart contracts, and crypto-assets.

The monographic work is logically structured into four chapters and
contains a systematic analysis of national, European, and international
legislation, as well as extensive case law from the Court of Justice of the
European Union (CJEU) and the Supreme Court of Cassation of Bulgaria. The
methodology applied is interdisciplinary—combining historical and
comparative legal approaches, methods of deduction and induction, and the
formulation of logically reasoned conclusions.

In summary, the following scientific contributions can be identified:

- Formulation of a new theoretical concept for understanding the

contract in conditions of digital transformation;

- Identification of the conceptual features of “smart contracts” as a legal

phenomenon and definition of their civil law consequences;

- Analysis of personal data as an object of contractual relations;

- Contribution-based interpretation of the applicability of the doctrine of

hardship under conditions of automation and artificial intelligence;

- Systematization of trends in EU-level regulation related to the Digital

Single Market, electronic identity, and network security.

The monograph meets the criteria for an original scholarly work with a

contribution-based character and possesses both theoretical and practical value

for civil and commercial law in the digital environment.



The study demonstrates a high level of expertise in European Union law,
particularly regarding Regulation (EU) 2024/1183 of the European Parliament
and of the Council on establishing a European framework for digital identity
(eIDAS), Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the
Council on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of
personal data and on the free movement of such data (GDPR), Regulation (EU)
2022/2065 of the European Parliament and of the Council on a Single Market
for Digital Services (Digital Services Act), Regulation (EU) 2022/1925 of the
European Parliament and of the Council on contestable and fair markets in the
digital sector (Digital Markets Act), and their impact on civil and commercial
transactions.

2. Scientific Studies and Articles

The author presents eight publications that build upon the main theme of
her habilitation work. The submitted studies and articles fall within the field of
civil law and demonstrate the consistency of the author’s scholarly pursuits. All
of them address contemporary issues of both theoretical and practical
significance. Among them, the following stand out:

* “Smart Legal Contracts and Their Implications in the Digital Era”
(ERAZ Conference, 2024) — a contribution-based study on algorithm-based
contracts;

 “Civil Law Aspects of Cryptocurrencies in the Republic of Bulgaria™ —
an analysis of the legal nature and regulation of crypto-assets;

» “Hardship in the Case Law of the Supreme Court of Cassation” and
“Application of Hardship in Contemporary Civil Transactions” — an in-depth
contribution to the field of the law of obligations;

* “Brief Notes on Liability for Unlawful Processing of Personal Data” — a
timely and practically significant study on the application of the GDPR.

The publications reflect a consistent research trajectory and an
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interdisciplinary approach—combining classical obligations law with elements
of the digital economy and the law of information and communication
technologies.

The research works submitted by Yordanka Noneva-Zlatkova represent
in-depth, current, and contribution-based studies that significantly enrich
Bulgarian legal doctrine in the field of civil law in the process of digitalization.
The presented scholarly works meet the requirements of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Internal
Rules for Academic Staff Development at South-West University “Neofit

Rilski” for holding the academic position of Associate Professor.

I1I. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

The monograph and the publications demonstrate a high level of
scholarly culture and analytical precision. The empirical data concerning the
practical application of smart contracts within the Bulgarian legal system and
their interaction with the institution of representation could be further expanded.
It is also recommended that future research continue to focus on the legal
framework of artificial intelligence and automated decision-making in the

context of civil law.

IV. Opverall Conclusion

The scientific and teaching activity of Chief Assistant Yordanka
Noneva-Zlatkova, PhD. demonstrates high theoretical competence, originality,
and consistency. The presented scientific output meets the minimum national
and institutional requirements and clearly shows significant contributions in the
field of civil and commercial law in the context of digitalization.

On this basis, I confidently give a positive evaluation and propose that
Chief Assistant Yordanka Noneva-Zlatkova, PhD. be elected to the academic
position of Associate Professor in Professional Field 3.6. Law at South-West

University “Neofit Rilski,” as her candidature fully meets the criteria for
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research and teaching activity and, in this sense, fulfills the requirements set out
