Basis for submitting the opinion:

By Order Ne 1906 of 18 September 2025 by the Rector of South-West University
‘Neofit Rilski’, I have been appointed as a member of the scientific jury for the
competition for occupying the academic position Associate Professor in the
professional field 3.6. Law (Civil and Family Law), with the candidate in the
competition being Chief Assistant Professor Yordanka Nikolova Noneva-

Zlatkova, PhD.

1. Pursuant to Article 27, paragraph 3 of the Act on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB), I find that the candidate meets all the
requirements set out in Article 24, paragraph 1, items 1 and 2, letters “a” and “b”, item
3, and paragraph 3 of the ADASRB for occupying the academic position of Associate
Professor in the professional field 3.6. Law (Civil and Family Law). According to the
documents submitted for the competition, Yordanka Nikolova Noneva-Zlatkova
obtained the educational and scientific degree “Doctor of Law” in 2021. The candidate
currently holds the position of Chief Assistant Professor at the Faculty of Law and
History in South-West University “Neofit Rilski”. Noneva-Zlatkova, PhD. has
conducted seminar classes in the disciplines Law of Obligations, Commercial Law —
Part Two, Private International Law, Family and Inheritance Law, as well as individual
lectures in Law of Obligations and Personal Data Protection in the EU and Third

Countries. The candidate is an author with academic interests primarily in the fields of



Obligations Law, Commercial Law, and European Union Law, as evidenced by her
publications.

2. In the competition, Yordanka Nikolova Noneva-Zlatkova participates with
one monograph and seven articles. These publications do not duplicate the works
submitted for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree “Doctor”.
Therefore, these scientific works should be taken into consideration by the
scientific jury for this competition.

The monograph submitted for the competition, entitled “Legal Regime and New
Forms of Contractual Relations in the Process of Digitalization”, comprising
272 printed pages, meets the requirements of Article 29, paragraph 1, item 3 of
the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.
The candidate’s entire scientific output pertains to the field of the competition-
Civil and Family Law.

3. Among the candidate’s scientific works, a special place is occupied by the
submitted monograph entitled “Legal Regime and New Forms of Contractual
Relations in the Process of Digitalization”. The significance of this work derives
from the subject of its research. The need for such a study today is determined by
the lack of comprehensive theoretical analysis of the issues related to contracts
arising from the contemporary processes of digitalization.

The relevance of the topic chosen by the author is indisputable. It is determined
by the need for an in-depth examination of the legal regulation of the institute and
for its further improvement.

The presented work is of an interdisciplinary nature. It addresses issues from the
fields of Civil Law (General Part), Law of Obligations, as well as International
Law. In analyzing and substantiating the author’s views, relevant Bulgarian legal
literature and foreign scholarly works have been properly used. Numerous
comparative legal analyses have been made. The study provides a detailed
commentary on several acts of the European Parliament and the Council,
including- Regulation (EU) 2024/1183 on the establishment of a European
framework for digital identity (eIDAS),Regulation (EU) 2016/679 (GDPR) on



personal data protection, Regulation (EU) 2022/2065 (Digital Services Act) on
digital services, and Regulation (EU) 2022/1925 (Digital Markets Act) on fair and
open digital markets. In examining certain controversial issues, the author
presents different possible solutions, providing logical arguments both for and
against, and ultimately takes a well-reasoned position.

The exposition is structured into four chapters, accompanied by an introduction
and a conclusion. The systematization adopted by the author is logical and well-
founded and should be endorsed. It is consistent with the specific nature of the
legal phenomenon under study.

The very fact that this work is the first monographic study in Bulgaria on the
subject constitutes a contribution to legal science.

Of contributory significance is the analysis of the legal regulation of the so-called
“smart contracts”.

A notable strength of the work is the examination of new technologies for secure
data storage and recording (blockchain technologies), as well as the role of
artificial intelligence as factors that necessitate a reconsideration of the classical
principles of the law of obligations.

The analysis of the relationship between civil law and the regulatory framework
of new information and communication technologies deserves particular
attention, with special emphasis placed on the interaction between electronic
identity, electronic signature, and contractual relations.

Also of contributory significance are the proposals for improving the legislation:

De lege ferenda proposals have been formulated for amendments to the national
legislation with the aim of achieving fuller harmonization with European Union
law.

The theoretical analysis in all parts of the work is closely intertwined with a critical
reflection on judicial practice. The study is written in precise legal language. The
positions maintained by the author are well-founded and convincingly argued.
Appropriate critical remarks have been made regarding the current Bulgarian legal

framework and its practical application.



4. Critical remarks and recommendations regarding the habilitation work

In examining the issue of contract formation, only the provisions of the Law on
Obligations and Contracts (LOC) have been considered. 1 believe that the
provisions of the Commercial Act (CA) should also be analyzed, insofar as the
parties to contracts concluded in an analogue environment may also include traders
and entrepreneurs. When discussing the new forms “as the subject of contractual
relations,” the study lacks a clear explanation of what is meant by a new form as
the subject of a contract. It seems more accurate to assume that the author refers to
new objects of legal relations. The work would benefit from a clearer distinction
between the subject and the object of a legal relationship. These recommendations
are constructive in nature and do not diminish the scientific value of the work,
which fully meets all academic requirements for a habilitation thesis.
