The dissertation proposed for defense is devoted to an extremely topical issue — the
prestige of the teaching profession, which is becoming increasingly problematic today not
only in Greece but also in Bulgaria and internationally as a whole. Once perceived as an
indisputable authority, today teachers and the teaching profession are increasingly losing
their prestige and attractiveness. Undoubtedly, contemporary processes of digitization and
communication through social networks play a major role in this, as a result of which
traditional authorities are increasingly losing their significance. But no less important are
the actions of contemporary politicians and decision-makers, who leave education on the
periphery of governance decisions and condemn those who practice the teaching profession
to low social status. That is why raising the question of the prestige of the teaching
profession and the ways in which this prestige is formed and redefined in contemporary
conditions makes this dissertation extremely relevant, topical, and valuable in terms of the
analyses it presents and the solutions it offers. And for Greece, it is even more valuable
given the fact that, as the author herself notes, this is the first such study on the social
prestige of teachers in the Greek education system. At the same time, given the invariant

nature of the research tools developed to study teacher prestige, it also acquires universal



significance and value. In this sense, the topic of the dissertation is relevant in various
paradigms — both research and public. On the one hand, the doctoral student focuses on
studying the prestige of the teaching profession as a dynamic sociocultural phenomenon,
linking it to such basic concepts as identity and social status, and on the other hand, she
places it in a transnational context based on the conclusions she reaches. In this way,
Konstantina Balala manages to "transcend" the national boundaries of defining the prestige
of the teaching profession, creating an opportunity to formulate her own original

contributions of general theoretical significance and invariant character.

General information about the dissertation

Konstantina Balala's dissertation on "The Social Prestige of Teachers in Greek
Education" consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a list of sources used,
and two appendices containing questionnaires for quantitative research with teachers and
in-depth interviews with parents. It has a total of 230 pages, including 209 pages of main
text and 52 tables and 52 graphs. There are 193 sources used, all of which are relevant to
the topic. There are 4 publications in the thematic area of the dissertation, 2 of which are in
doctoral collections from doctoral sessions held at the Faculty of Philosophy of South-West
University "Neofit Rilski."

The attached 38-page Abstract corresponds to the content of the dissertation and the
formal requirements for its structure. It accurately and clearly presents the structure and
content of the dissertation, outlines the main contributions made, and lists the publications
on the topic of the doctoral thesis. The publications on the topic of the dissertation, 4 in
total, fully meet and even exceed the minimum national requirements under Article 2b,
paragraphs 2 and 3 of the Law for the Development of Academic Staff of the Republic of
Bulgaria and Article 24 of the Regulations for its implementation for the award of the
scientific and educational degree "Doctor".

It should also be emphasized that the dissertation text and publications attached have
been developed independently and there is no evidence of plagiarism. The dissertation has

been checked using the Turnitin anti-plagiarism system and is an original text.

Evaluation of the dissertation



The structure of the dissertation follows the traditional "canon" for a dissertation.
The Introduction outlines the relevance and significance of the research problem, sets out
the main objective and tasks that determine the structure of the dissertation, defines the main
thesis, and formulates several hypotheses that are subject to verification and proof. The main
methods used to collect information are also justified. A special merit of the work should
be noted: the clear formulation of the limitations - focusing the study only on a specific
geographical part of Greece, the prefecture of Attica; the fact that it does not cover all levels
of education; the limitation to teachers and parents as respondents and the exclusion of
students, school principals, and politicians; the fact that the study was conducted during a
specific period marked by economic and social upheavals, which undoubtedly influenced
public perceptions of the teaching profession. But regardless of all this, the clear awareness
and definition of the limitations is evidence of the depth of the author's reflection and is an
indicator of the adequacy and reliability of the conclusions drawn.

The text is structured into three chapters, which are logically and theoretically
consistent, coherent, and clearly linked, demonstrating the author's thorough knowledge of
the subject matter and a high level of professional competence.

The First chapter of the dissertation outlines the theoretical framework of the study.
It defines the distinction between two fundamental concepts — authority and prestige. What
is creative here is the distinction between the types of authority—regulatory/legal authority,
referential authority, and the expert authority of the teachers. On the other hand, the
distinction between types of prestige—prestige based on authority, prestige based on
support, prestige based on creativity, prestige based on professional competence — outlines
the difference between authority and prestige and shows that authority can be fundamental
to prestige. This chapter also outlines the main factors that shape teachers' authority and
determine the prestige of the teaching profession.

The Second chapter discusses three other fundamental concepts — identity, role, and
social status of the teacher. In discussing these concepts, the richness of the theoretical
concepts on which the author relies and with which she is familiar is striking, while at the
same time her reflective and critical attitude towards them stands out.

As a merit of the work, I would note the highlighting of the fluid and multiple nature
of the teacher's identity. It is noteworthy that the author examines all three phenomena—

identity, role, and status—through the prism of their manifestations in three main spheres—



social, professional, and scientific — and accordingly distinguishes between the social,
professional, and scientific identity of teachers; the social, professional, and scientific roles
of teachers; and the social, professional, and scientific status of teachers.

The Third chapter focuses on the social status, social identity, and social prestige
of Greek teachers, tracing the long and consistent process of transformation from low
prestige and limited autonomy to the gradual professionalization of the teaching profession
in Greece. The historical and normative analysis of the social status and social identity of
Greek teachers is supplemented and supported by data from a sociological survey on the
identity and social status of contemporary Greek teachers and the prestige of their
profession. The survey was conducted among 240 teachers from the Attica Prefecture and
is not representative. The results present Greek teachers' views on their professional and
scientific identity and social status. The quantitative survey among teachers is supplemented
by a qualitative one in the form of in-depth interviews with parents of students, reflecting
their views on the prestige of the teaching profession. In this way, the social prestige of the
teaching profession is examined and assessed in two ways — from the inside (by teachers)
and from the outside (by parents), which creates the conditions for a more comprehensive
and complex understanding of this social phenomenon, despite the existence of several
limitations already mentioned. A special merit of the work is the clear formulation of the
basic principles of research ethics observed in the fieldwork, in accordance with the latest
requirements and rules for conducting empirical research. The practical value of this chapter
of the dissertation is enhanced by the challenges identified in raising the authority and
prestige of the teaching profession in Greece and the recommendations made in this regard,
which in fact represent the main contribution of the dissertation. As a result of her empirical
work, the author succeeds in confirming her hypotheses and has shown that the teaching
profession in Greece is at a turning point in its development, with the restoration of its
prestige requiring educational reforms, cultural changes, and greater public recognition of

the vital role of teachers.

Scientific contributions and significance of the work
First, I would like to say that I fully accept the contributions formulated by
Konstantina Balala in her dissertation. In this regard, I would like to highlight some of the

most important contributions in my opinion.



Firstly, it is the conceptual framework developed, which links the following
phenomena in a specific way: identity — social role — social status — authority — prestige,
according to which each of them is dependent on the others and at the same time has an
impact on them.

Secondly, I would note the fluid and multifaceted nature of the identity of
contemporary Greek teachers.

Thirdly, the interdisciplinary approach used deserves recognition, combining the
specific approaches of sociology, pedagogy, social psychology, history, as well as the
complex set of quantitative and qualitative research methods applied, all of which together
contribute to the validity and reliability of the conclusions and proposals made for enhancing
the prestige and authority of the teaching profession in Greece.

To this we should add the sociological tools developed for studying the social
identity and social prestige of Greek teachers, which are largely universal in nature and can
be applied in other national contexts.

It should also be noted that this dissertation represents a significant contribution to
research on the identity, social status, and prestige of teachers and the teaching profession,
with a set of empirical data on the specific manifestation of these social phenomena in the
Greek context.

It is worth highlighting the understanding presented in the dissertation of the prestige
of the teaching profession as a dynamic construct, shaped by a combination of internal and
external factors and prerequisites such as self-perception, educational background, social
attitudes, economic conditions, institutional support, etc.

Finally, the practical and applied contribution of the recommendations and
preconditions contained in the dissertation for enhancing the authority and prestige of the

teaching profession in Greece cannot be overlooked.

Conclusion

Konstantina Balala's dissertation clearly illustrates the author's responsible research
work and efforts, as well as her high academic potential. The presented study is proof that
during her studies she has mastered the methods of working with scientific literature and
various types of sources, and has developed and refined her research skills. Konstantina

Balala's work is an independent study of high scientific quality, which fully meets and even



exceeds the legal requirements for obtaining the educational and scientific degree of
"doctor."

Everything said so far gives me reason to express my firm conviction that the
proposed dissertation "The Social Prestige of Teachers in Greek Education" by Konstantina
Balala meets all the requirements for awarding the educational and scientific degree of

"Doctor" in the doctoral program "Sociology" in the professional field 3.1. Sociology,

Anthropology, and Cultural Studies, and I will therefore vote in favor of awarding her this
scientific and educational degree.
