of study in the Department of Sociology, I am appointed as a member of the scientific jury.

General characteristics and relevance of the PhD thesis

Today we live in an era of intense digitalisation and technological innovation, which bring
both benefits and challenges. Rapid changes in technology, economy and culture require
education that goes beyond traditional models and offers a dynamic environment for
developing critical thinking, creativity, teamwork and lifelong learning skills. In this process,
teachers play a key role, helping to guide and manage the effects of these changes and
contributing to the more effective formation of cognitive and/or non-cognitive skills in

students.

Against this background, the significance and relevance of the dissertation work
presented for defense by Konstantina Balala on the topic: “The Social Prestige of teachers in
Greek Education” stand out clearly and do not require additional argumentation. It
foregrounds the question of the professional and scientific identity of the teacher, as well as

the factors that strengthen or undermine their prestige in the contemporary context. A better
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understanding of these processes is important both for improving the image of the teaching

profession and for supporting educational reforms and improving the quality of education.

The importance of teachers and the need to increase the attractiveness of the teaching
profession are also being recognised and brought to the forefront at the European level. For
example, in its Communication of 05.03.2025, the European Commission presented its new
initiative “The Union of Skills”, which is essentially a plan to improve the quality of
education, training and lifelong learning. The focus is on the need to make the teaching
profession more attractive, to expand career opportunities and to address talent shortages,
especially in the fields of science, technology, engineering and mathematics. The importance
of retaining talent and ensuring that teachers are better equipped to deal with low achievement

and technological change and the challenges associated with artificial intelligence is also
highlighted.

The dissertation addresses a real problem, namely, the erosion of the social prestige of
teachers in Greece and the need to rethink their professional and scientific identity in

contemporary conditions.

The subject of the study is the social prestige of teachers in the Greek educational
system, and more specifically, the study aims to examine the elements that constitute the
professional and scientific identity of teachers and how these elements interact with

perceptions of social prestige.

The main thesis of the dissertation is that the prestige of the teaching profession in
Greece is undergoing a profound redefinition. The traditional authority of teachers is
weakening due to social and economic changes and new educational practices, but they still
retain recognition for the important pedagogical and societal role they fulfill. Despite
declining public respect and limited material incentives, teachers continue to derive prestige

from their contribution to knowledge, development and support of students.

The analysis is spread over 230 pages in an introduction, three chapters and a
conclusion and is visualised in 52 tables and 52 graphs. The literature used is extremely
extensive, and the appendix presents the research tools used - both for the in-depth interviews

with parents and for the quantitative non-representative survey among teachers.



Scientific and applied contributions of the dissertation

Konstantina Balala has formulated six well-argued contributions to her dissertation. The
dissertation offers a comprehensive theoretical and empirical study of the social prestige of
teachers in the Greek education system, developing a new conceptual and methodological
framework and providing an in-depth analysis of their professional identity, public attitudes

and the factors determining their authority.

As an undeniable strength of the dissertation, I would highlight the chosen mixed-
methods research approach. The dissertation is based both on data collected through in-depth
interviews and on data from a quantitative survey among teachers, with the limitations of each
method also clearly acknowledged. This allows for a much more in-depth and nuanced

analysis of the topic.

The dissertation stands out for its valuable empirical material on which the analysis is
based. The study conducted by the author with a structured questionnaire among teachers
from Greece collects specific measurable data, offering reliable information on the
perceptions and experiences of Greek teachers in four key dimensions - professional identity,
scientific identity, social status and demographic characteristics. The combination of the
quantitative survey among teachers with in-depth interviews with parents allows to highlight

public attitudes and to systematise the professional self-assessments of teachers.

The clarification of the relationship between teacher training and public perception is
also of contributory significance. The thematic analysis of the interviews with parents shows
that, according to most of them, continuous professional development is key to public respect
for teachers (p. 174). Some parents emphasise that society values well-prepared educators,
while others believe that there is a misconception that teachers stop learning after university.
The overall message is the clear need for ongoing training to strengthen the professional

image of teachers.

In this context, an extremely positive finding from the quantitative study is the
prevailing proactive attitude toward lifelong learning among teachers. The data show that
85.4% agree or strongly agree that they have actively sought opportunities to improve their
teaching skills through professional development (pp. 120-121). This indicates that the



professional identity of teachers in Greece is strongly characterised by a commitment to

lifelong learning.

The results of the study provide a solid basis for formulating recommendations aimed
at enhancing the social prestige of the teaching profession. Among these, the need to improve
teachers’ financial renumeration and working conditions stands out, as this would help
increase their prestige and attract and retain talented professionals in the field. Additionally, it
is important for teachers to feel that their work is valued by society. In this regard, public
recognition of the teaching profession can be strengthened through targeted information and
communication campaigns that highlight the importance of education and the valuable

contribution of teachers.

An important practical contribution is the development of the sociological
questionnaire and guidelines used to collect extensive empirical data on the social identity and
social prestige of Greek teachers. These instruments can be adapted and applied in other

academic studies.

The doctoral candidate has four publications - two in international and two in
Bulgarian publications, which demonstrate her developed skills in scientific analysis and

synthesis.

The long abstract is prepared in accordance with the requirements and accurately
reflects the content of the dissertation. It presents both the methodological approach -a mixed
method combining analysis of a non-representative quantitative survey among teachers,
mainly through descriptive statistics, and a thematic content analysis of the in-depth

interviews with parents - as well as the main results of the analysis.

Critical remarks, recommendations, and questions

I have no critical remarks on the content of the dissertation. It shows the high literary

awareness of Konstantina Balala on the topic of the dissertation.

I would like to ask a question and make a comment-recommendation, which should

not be perceived as criticism, but as guidelines for future research.



My question concerns the extent to which the different types of identity among
teachers - such as professional and scientific - overlap or complement one another, as well as
the indicators used to measure them. How can it be explained that, regarding one of the
questions on professional identity, 85.4% of teachers agreed or strongly agreed that they
actively sought opportunities to improve their teaching skills through professional
development (pp. 120—121), while in a question from the scientific identity section, only
21.7% agreed or strongly agreed that they constantly need training, and 45.8% were neutral
(pp- 130—-131)? This suggests that a significant proportion hesitate or believe they do not need

professional development.

My comment concerns the presentation of the research design. I would recommend
that, when the dissertation is published, the period during which the research was conducted

be added.

In acknowledging the significant contributions of the doctoral candidate and
recognising both the relevance of the dissertation and the importance of its findings, I would
also like to outline several suggestions for further enriching the analysis of teacher prestige.
These are recommendations that the doctoral candidate may choose to use in her future

research if she finds them relevant.

I would recommend that the doctoral candidate continue and deepen the examination
of the interrelations between the concepts used in the dissertation. As Konstantina Balala also
notes on p. 168, “[t]eacher prestige is a multidimensional and complex issue that is influenced
by many factors.” In this sense, the use of 24 separate Likert-scale questions makes it possible
to capture the different dimensions of teacher prestige. I would encourage the doctoral
candidate, in her future research, to further develop this understanding by constructing a
composite index on this basis and testing its validity and reliability. In addition, given the
growing mobility of teachers, participation in mobility programs could be included as a factor,
and alongside demographic characteristics of the teacher. Including institutional

characteristics of the schools in which teachers work should also be considered.



Conclusion

Taking into account the doctoral student's undoubted scientific achievements, the importance
of the research problem and its comprehensive presentation in the dissertation, I express my
unequivocal positive assessment and recommend that the distinguished scientific jury to vote
unanimously to award the educational and scientific degree of “Doctor” in the doctoral
program “Sociology,” professional field 3.1. Sociology, Anthropology, and Culture Sciences,
area of higher education 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences to Konstantina loannis
