The possibility of conducting procedural actions in electronic form by the
court and the parties in civil proceedings, as well as the possibility of issuing
judicial acts in electronic form, are integral parts of the necessary steps without
which it would be impossible to establish an effectively functioning system of
electronic justice. Electronic justice itself is a phenomenon that has become
increasingly relevant in recent years and is presented in the public sphere as a new
and more efficient alternative to the previous way of functioning of judicial
authorities, with emphasis on the work of courts. Its numerous indisputable
advantages are highlighted, the main ones being speed and convenience for the
parties involved in the process. The positive effect resulting from the easing of
the courts' workload is also emphasized. These assertions undoubtedly have their
logic and basis, and it is unquestionable that to fully realize the benefits of
electronic justice, this relatively new phenomenon must receive its positive legal
regulation in the current legislation.

However, the creation of such legal regulation is far from an easy task,
insofar as the process of its adoption and improvement (which will undoubtedly
be necessary during its implementation) must develop the methodology of
interaction between the legal regulation and modern technical means and
achievements in the field of information technology. In the field of electronic
justice, this interdependence (between law and technology) is particularly evident,
since the modern development of technologies is the leading factor that allows us
even to consider the idea of electronic justice.



At present, the literature does not have a systematic approach to the issues
considered, and there are separate publications aimed at specific problems, most
often caused by difficulties faced by judicial practice in specific civil or
commercial cases. The monographic work aims to present a comprehensive
overview and analysis of the current legal framework governing procedural
actions that can be performed by the court and the parties in electronic form, as
well as the issuance of judicial acts in this form within the claim procedure. The
study attempts to address whether and to what extent the current normative
regulation adequately fulfills the functions attributed to the idea of electronic
justice in civil cases. To achieve these goals, the work focuses on existing
problems in practice, identifies potential problems not yet manifested, and
proposes workable solutions, including proposals de lege ferenda.

Although banking-like operations have their roots in antiquity, bank credits
in the sense currently attributed to this legal institution are the product of the
development of modern commodity-money and social relations. It can be said that
bank credit 1s fundamental to banking activity, as by definition the main activity
and source of commercial profit for banks is lending. The latter reveals great
diversity, with numerous types of credit agreements recognized, such as discount,
warrant, and lombard credits, investment, short-term, and medium-term credits,
among many others, most of which have already been the subject of theoretical
research. The common element among them is that they do not reveal substantial
differences regarding the applicable regulatory framework, and their classification
is more economic than legal in nature. However, there are bank credit agreements
that are differentiated not only in economic terms but also as relatively
independent types of legal transactions. Relatively, because despite the existence
of special regulation, retaining the characteristics of bank credit, many general
provisions governing the institute remain applicable to this type of transaction.

Thus, in 2008, one of these types of credits received its legal regulation in
the Law on Credit for Students and Doctoral Candidates, promulgated in the State
Gazette, issue 69 of 05.08.2008. Consequently, the bank credit agreement for
students and doctoral candidates was governed by special regulation and
established as a separate legal institute.



As a result, combining some essential elements of the bank credit contract
while significantly differing by introducing various exceptions to the general rules
of bank credit, this contract undoubtedly represents an interesting legal
construction. On the other hand, due to the relatively short time since the law's
entry into force and the long grace period before the maturity of the credits
granted, the judicial practice so far is extremely limited. Furthermore, in most
cases, the amount of the credits under the Law on Credit for Students and Doctoral
Candidates is such as to exclude the possibility of cassation appeal, and hence, on
many disputed issues, no Supreme Court of Cassation practice has yet developed.

The conducted study aims to reveal both the legal nature of this type of
bank credits and to provide an analytical overview of the regulatory framework in
student lending, while also addressing and analyzing various procedural legal
issues that may arise in the enforcement of parties' rights under the credit
agreement in court.

In civil proceedings, the plaintiff is bound by the provision of Article 127,
paragraph 1 of the Code of civil procedure, which regulates the requirements that
every claim petition must meet to be considered by the courts. Among these
requirements (most of which can also be defined as essential elements), the most
prominent through the lens of proceedings on the seizure of illegally acquired
assets 1s item 4 of the cited provision, according to which the claim petition must
contain an exact and clear statement of the circumstances on which the claim is
based. At the same time, the special law, namely the Law on Counteracting
Corruption and on Seizure of Illegally Acquired Property, imposes specific
characteristic features on this type of claim proceedings, which practically expand
the catalog of requirements for the formal correctness of the claim petition. The
report aims to analyze and clarify in full the regulatory requirements that a claim
petition under the special law must meet in view of both the general and special
legal framework.

With the adoption of the Law on Amendment and Supplement to the Civil
Procedure Code, published in the State Gazette issue 110 dated 29.12.2020,
effective from 30.06.2021, changes were introduced to the existing Civil
Procedure Code in several directions:

- Definition of new legal categories for the Civil Procedure Code;

- Creation of the regulatory framework for procedural actions of the court
and the parties performed in electronic form, as well as for the court acts
issued in electronic form;

- Provision for a procedure for serving documents in cases electronically;

- Adaptation of some existing provisions to the new regulation;
