Dr. Milen Tomov Marinov holds a Master's degree in Law with a
qualification as a Lawyer from the Southwest University "Neofit Rilski" (2013).

Since 2015, he has been a lawyer, registered with the Bar Association -
Blagoevgrad. He mainly focuses on legal protection and procedural representation
of parties in civil and commercial cases and legal and regulatory services to
individuals and legal entities.

Since 2020, he has been a lecturer at the South-West University "Neofit
Rilski", Faculty of Law and History, Department of Civil Law, successively
holding the positions of Assistant Professor (2020 - 2022) and Chief Assistant
Professor (since 2022). He teaches the disciplines "Civil Procedural Law" and
"Notarial Law".

In 2021, he received the educational and scientific degree of Doctor of Civil

and Family Law.

I1. CHARACTERISTICS OF THE CANDIDATE'S SCIENTIFIC AND
SCIENTIFIC-APPLIED PRODUCTION

In the announced competition, Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Milen Tomov
Marinov participates with one habilitation work (monograph), a book based on a
defended dissertation work for obtaining the educational and scientific degree of
doctor and 4 other publications, published Bulgarian collections of conference
reports and yearbooks. All scientific production presented in this competition
procedure is from the period 2022 - 2025. | agree to prepare an opinion on the
monographic work, as well as on all attached articles and reports, as
corresponding to the direction of the competition.

The materials proposed for an opinion can be divided into the following
groups, as follows:

« Monographic nature — 1 (one independent monographic study);



» Book Dbased on a defended dissertation work for obtaining the
educational and scientific degree of doctor;

« Article published in edited collective volumes — 1;

» Reports published in proceedings of international scientific conferences
- 3.

The above-mentioned scientific production was not presented in the course

of the competitive procedure for acquiring the scientific degree "doctor".

Dr. Marinov's monographic (habilitation) work is on the topic: "Legal
aspects of digitalization in civil proceedings". Theoretical research and practical
conclusions in this subject area are a natural prerequisite for the creation and
effective functioning of the e-Justice System in the conditions of new, unexplored
social relationships. The performance of procedural actions in electronic form by
the court and the parties in civil proceedings, as well as the possibility of issuing
judicial acts in electronic form, are analyzed. The relevance of the presented
monographic work is beyond doubt, since at present there is no comprehensive,
systematic approach to the problem area under consideration in the literature.

The first chapter examines the goals, subject and expected results of
digitalization in civil proceedings. The possibility of electronic justice in civil and
commercial cases being an immediate goal of digitalization in civil proceedings
is analyzed. An interesting aspect is the impact and effect of the COVID-19
pandemic on digitalization in civil proceedings. The chapter also traces the
development of the legal framework and attempts to formulate the subject scope
of digitalization in civil proceedings.

The second chapter presents the procedural actions in electronic form,
carried out by the court and the parties in civil proceedings. Based on the concepts
and characteristics of the procedural actions of the court and the parties, and the
general rules of the Civil Procedure Code, the procedural actions in electronic

form, carried out by the court and the parties, are presented. Some contradictions

and shortcomings in the existing legal framework are shown - the requirements
for security, accuracy, uniform time, etc. Some of the procedural actions for which
the electronic form could not be applied are studied.

The third chapter traces the court's acts in electronic form in civil
proceedings. Based on the concept and characteristics of the judicial act and the
general rules of the Code of Civil Procedure, judicial acts and other documents
issued in electronic form are analyzed. The shortcomings of judicial acts issued
in electronic form are specified, with particular attention paid to their legal
consequences.

The fourth chapter examines other aspects of the digitalization of the civil
process. In the life cycle of the civil process, the actions involved in: serving
papers and communications in an electronic environment; admission, collection
and storage of evidence; conducting court hearings are examined in detail. The
applicability of various provisions of the Code of Civil Procedure and other
regulatory documents for the use of information technologies, such as serving
documents, questioning witnesses, collecting evidence, etc., is specified.

In the conclusion, an attempt is made to summarize the FOR and
AGAINST the introduction of the e-justice system.

In conclusion, it can be noted that the monograph of Sinior Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Milen Marinov is a comprehensive scientific study that satisfies the conditions for
scientific contribution, independence, originality and public significance.

The book "Agreement for a Bank Loan for Students and Doctoral
