Department of Civil Law Sciences, Faculty of Law and History,
South-West University “Neofit Rilski” — Blagoevgrad,
in his capacity as a member of the academic jury in the competition for the
academic position of Associate Professor (Civil Procedural Law),
announced by South-West University “Neofit Rilski” in State Gazette, issue no.

63 of 1 August 2025.

Subject: On the scholarly, applied, and professional-academic activity

and output presented by the participants in the competition.

I. Summary Information on the Candidate and the Procedure.

In the announced competition for the academic position of Associate
Professor in Civil Procedural Law, one candidate has applied and been admitted
— Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Milen Tomov Marinov. The candidate obtained
his higher education degree in Law in 2013 from the Faculty of Law and History
at South-West University “Neofit Rilski.” In 2019, he continued his studies at
the same institution, having been enrolled as a doctoral student in the
Department of Civil Law Sciences of the Faculty of Law and History.

He was awarded the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” following
a public defense of his dissertation entitled “The Student and Doctoral Loan
Agreement”, held on 7 October 2021. Dr. Marinov began his teaching career in
2020, when he was appointed to the academic position of Assistant in the

Department of Civil Law Sciences at the Faculty of Law and History of South-
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West University “Neofit Rilski.” In 2022, following a competitive procedure
under the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria, he was appointed to the position of Chief Assistant Professor, which

he continues to hold.

His teaching activity is focused on civil procedural law. As evidenced by the
documentation submitted with his application, his academic duties include
conducting seminar classes in Civil Procedural Law as well as delivering lecture
courses in Civil Procedural Law and Notarial Law. In addition to his teaching
work, Dr. Marinov practices as an attorney, registered with the Blagoevgrad Bar

Association since 2015.

I find that the documents submitted by the candidate meet the requirements
of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria, its Implementing Regulations, and the Internal Rules for the
Development of the Academic Staff of South-West University “Neofit Rilski.”
To the best of my knowledge, no instances of plagiarism have been identified in

the candidate’s submitted scholarly works.

I1. Evaluation of the Scholarly and Practical Results and Contributions

of the Works Submitted for the Competition.

For his participation in the competition, the candidate has submitted six
scientific works, including one monograph, one book published on the basis of
his dissertation, and four publications consisting of articles and papers published
in conference proceedings.

The monographic work of Dr. Marinov, entitled “Legal Aspects of
Digitalisation in Civil Procedure,” addresses a particularly relevant topic that is
of interest from both a theoretical and a practical point of view. The work

represents an original scientific study of the examined issues, demonstrating the



author’s thorough research on the chosen topic and analysis of the related
problems. The topic is well chosen, and the questions raised are of essential
importance for the functioning of the electronic justice system. Although there
are other studies dealing with specific issues of digitalisation in the procedural
sphere, there is no other comprehensive research in this field, which in itself
constitutes an important scientific contribution. The monograph has a total
length of 208 pages, structured into an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion,
and a bibliographic reference list, and it meets the requirements of the Law on
the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria for a
monograph.

The study addresses important issues of both theoretical and practical
significance, analyses the judicial practice developed in relation to them, and
sets out specific proposals for resolving both existing and potential problems.

A particularly significant contribution can be found in the author’s
conclusions in Chapter One, §1.4, where the candidate identifies various issues
that may arise in future discussions concerning the use of artificial intelligence
in judicial activity. He presents a noteworthy argument that if artificial
intelligence were to examine and decide cases, this would, in practice, render
appeal proceedings meaningless, since they would likewise be considered by an
identical technology which, using the same algorithms, would inevitably reach
the same legal conclusions.

Of interest is also the author’s analysis in Chapter Three, §3.4, concerning
the defects that judicial acts issued in electronic form may reveal, based on the
legal framework governing such acts and the established theoretical views
regarding when a procedural violation is to be classified as substantial. Attention
is also given to the defects in judicial acts that may be corrected by the court
which issued them, including those that the court may annul under Article 253

of the Code of Civil Procedure—when the acts do not terminate the



proceedings—or under Articles 247-251 of the Code of Civil Procedure, in

cases where the judicial act in question brings the proceedings to an end.

Another contribution in the candidate’s scholarly work can be found in the
paper entitled “Acceleration of Bank Loans — Procedural Aspects,” in which the
candidate draws attention to the main procedural law issues arising in the
proceedings under Article 417 of the Code of Civil Procedure and in the
subsequent claim proceedings when the subject matter of the case concerns a
receivable arising from a bank loan declared immediately due and payable. A
further contribution can also be identified in the work submitted for this
competition, “The Student and Doctoral Loan Agreement,” where (in Chapter
Three, §5) the author analyses the procedural prerequisites for bringing an
action to engage the state’s guarantee liability under the Law on the Student and
Doctoral Loan Scheme, and identifies the conditions governing the admissibility

of such claims.

III. Critical Remarks and Recommendations.

The following critical remarks and recommendations may be addressed to
the candidate:

In §1.1 of Chapter One of his monographic work, the author strongly
criticises the pace at which the legislator regulates the individual elements of e-
justice, arguing that there have been excessive delays in this process. However,
this issue should be considered from a broader perspective, taking into account
not only the time required for the adoption of specific legislative provisions but
also the complexity and specificity of such amendments — particularly the fact
that they represent some of the most technically significant reforms ever
undertaken in the field of civil procedure.

Indeed, the author himself notes in the monograph that this process reveals



numerous technological challenges, related not only to the implementation of
new technologies within the courts’ work but also to the need for judges and
judicial staff to receive appropriate training in using these technologies.
Therefore, it can reasonably be assumed that the absence of a strong legislative
impetus in certain cases may be due precisely to such technical difficulties
encountered by the judiciary, and should not be easily characterised as a form of

unjustified delay in the development of the legal framework.

IV. Conclusion.

In view of the foregoing and after examining the materials submitted by the
candidate for participation in the announced competition, it may be concluded
that Dr. Milen Marinov fully meets the minimum national requirements for
holding the academic position of Associate Professor. Following a review and
analysis of his scholarly output, the assessment expressed in this opinion is
positive. Since no other candidates have applied, there is no need for ranking

based on the results of the participants in the competition.

Therefore, and in light of the candidate’s compliance with the applicable
legal requirements, I hereby confidently submit this opinion, proposing that
Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Milen Tomov Marinov be elected to the academic
position of Associate Professor (Civil Procedural Law) at South-West

University “Neofit Rilski.”
