Gazette No. 63 of August 1, 2025

Regarding: Scientific, scientific-applied, and professional-academic activities and

outputs submitted by the candidates in the competition

I. Summary Information on the Candidate and Procedure

The sole candidate in the announced competition, Chief Assistant Professor Milen Tomov
Marinov, PhD is an alumnus of South-West University “Neofit Rilski.” He graduated in 2013
with a degree in Law from the Faculty of Law and History. After graduation, in 2015, he was
admitted as a practicing lawyer to the Bar Association of Blagoevgrad, a role he continues to
hold alongside his academic and research activities. The candidate obtained his doctoral
degree from the same faculty after successfully defending his dissertation on October 7, 2021.

Dr. Marinov began his teaching career at South-West University “Neofit Rilski” in 2020,
initially holding the academic position of Assistant (February 24, 2020 — July 12, 2022) and
currently serving as Chief Assistant (since July 12, 2022) at the Department of Civil Law,
Faculty of Law and History. During these periods, he led seminar classes across several
courses and gradually specialized in Civil Procedural Law. Currently, he conducts seminars
for all student groups in the Law program, fifth year, on the course ‘Civil Procedural Law’,
both in full-time and part-time formats. His teaching duties also include lectures in ‘Civil
Procedural Law’ and ‘Notarial Law’. For this competition, Dr. Marinov submitted one book
based on his dissertation work, one monograph, four scientific articles, and evidence of 10

citations in various sources.

The presented data demonstrate that the candidate has shown the necessary engagement in
both his teaching and research activities. I consider that all procedural requirements have been
met and that the candidate has submitted the required documentation in accordance with the
Law on Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and relevant national and university
regulations. To the best of my knowledge, no plagiarism has been proven in the candidate’s

submitted research works according to the legally established procedures.



II. Evaluation of the Scientific and Practical Results and Contributions of the
Submitted Creative Work

Undoubtedly, the most significant outcome of the candidate’s scientific activity since his
appointment as Chief Assistant is the habilitation thesis presented by Dr. Milen Marinov
entitled “Legal Aspects of Digitalization in Civil Procedure.” The topicality of this work is
evident, as it focuses on the new regulatory framework within the Civil Procedure Code
aimed at electronic justice. The thesis constitutes an in-depth study of this subject and serves
as a natural continuation of his earlier research, specifically the article “Procedural Actions
and Acts in Electronic Form in Civil Procedure,” published in a commemorative volume
honoring Prof. Dimitar Siljanovski, Prof. Dr. Vitali Tadjer, and Prof. Dr. Zhivko Stalev (“St.
Kliment Ohridski” University Press, 2023).

As rightly noted by the author, this research holds important practical significance given
the problems identified during its conduct related to judicial practice in Bulgaria, arising from
the implementation of this relatively new legal framework by the courts. The monograph
stands as one of the first systematic studies dedicated to the legal regulation of digitalization
in civil procedure, thus constituting original scholarly research that fills an existing theoretical
gap on these matters. It is also important to highlight the candidate’s position that “the
positive aspects of electronic justice should not be absolutized, and the pursuit of
digitalization in civil procedure should not aim to eliminate adjudication as currently
practiced” (p. 13 of the habilitation work), and further that “electronic justice should be
regarded as a complementary tool rather than a substitute for the traditional form in which
Justice is administered, and legislative efforts in the digitalization of civil procedure should
proceed accordingly” (p. 14).

Another valuable contribution of the thesis lies in identifying numerous concrete issues in
the regulatory framework, including potential challenges that judicial practice has not yet
encountered but may face in the future. For example, the candidate critiques the concept used
by existing legislation governing electronic addresses, namely the notion of a ‘generally
accepted standard’ for what constitutes an information system for receiving electronic
declarations, pointing out that such a universally accepted standard cannot be definitively
established due to the diversity of existing systems and their varying prevalence among legal
entities. In this regard, Chapter Four of the monograph thoroughly examines problems
surrounding electronic service of notifications stemming from legislative drafting techniques,
particularly concerning the legal definitions of ‘electronic address’ and ‘electronic service

address’ in §1, items 1 and 2 of the Transitional and Final Provisions to the Law on Electronic
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Document and Electronic Signature and §1 of the Transitional and Final Provisions of the
Civil Procedure Code.

Contributions can also be drawn from the candidate’s scientific article on “Procedural
Actions and Acts in Electronic Form in Civil Procedure,” which constitutes the first
publication to clarify the legal nature of procedural acts performed electronically and
distinguishes them from those carried out in written or oral form.

III. Critical Remarks and Recommendations.

The candidate’s scientific work features several valuable contributions, some of which
were highlighted in Section II of this statement. However, certain critical observations should
also be noted. While the candidate consistently supports his critique of existing regulatory
shortcomings with well-reasoned arguments, he makes limited use of comparative legal
analysis, applying this method only in specific instances. Given the nature of the candidate’s
research interests and his focus on electronic justice as a global phenomenon, his scholarly
work could be substantially enhanced by conducting a thorough and detailed comparative
study of the legislative frameworks of countries where electronic justice systems have already
been implemented. Such an approach would considerably increase the practical relevance and

impact of his scientific output.

IV. Conclusion

In conclusion, based on the considerations outlined above, the candidate meets the
minimal national requirements for appointment to the academic position of Associate
Professor, having achieved a total of 340 points across various criteria, surpassing the
required 300 points. The candidate deserves a positive evaluation for both his scientific
activity and the quality of his submitted scholarly work, which includes numerous valuable
contributions, original scientific findings, and comprehensive summaries.

After reviewing the provided materials, conducting a detailed examination, and applying
critical analysis, I confidently express my recommendation to the present academic jury in
support of Dr. Milen Tomov Marinov’s candidacy for the academic position of Associate
Professor at South-West University “Neofit Rilski” in the higher education area 3. Social,

Economic, and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6 Law (Civil Procedural Law).
