The monograph consists of three chapters that provide a comprehensive examination
of the international legal aspects of the right to a healthy environment, from the universal to
the local level.

Chapter One, “The Environment and Human Rights,” lays the solid theoretical
foundations of the study by exploring the development of the right to a healthy environment in
international and regional instruments.

Chapter Two, “Climate Change and Human Rights,” focuses on one of the most
pressing aspects of contemporary environmental challenges and its relationship with human
rights. It analyses emerging instruments for the protection of human rights in the context of
climate change, as well as the relevant judicial practice in this field.

Chapter Three, “Local Dimensions of the Human Right to a Healthy and Favourable

Environment,” represents the logical conclusion of the study, concentrating on the practical
aspects of implementing this right at the level closest to citizens — the local level.
The connection between the second and third chapters is particularly well developed: the
analysis of climate-related challenges serves as a natural bridge toward the discussion of the
local dimensions of environmental rights. This structural organisation enables the reader to
follow the logic of the argumentation and to understand how global challenges are refracted
through local realities.

The most significant contribution of the monograph is the concept of a “green reading”
of the European Charter of Local Self-Government, which serves as a practical tool for
reinterpreting existing legal frameworks in light of environmental challenges.
