1. Brief biographical and professional data about the candidate
Chief Assistant Professor Anna Hristova, PhD was born on 4 October 1979.
In 1998 she graduated from a language high school with English and French,
and in 2003 she obtained a Master’s degree in Law from the Faculty of Law
and History of the South-West University “Neofit Rilski” — Blagoevgrad.
She has developed active teaching and academic work; her professional path
began in 2005 and has unfolded entirely in the Department of International
Law and International Relations of the Faculty of Law and History at SWU.
Anna Hristova held the academic position of Assistant until March 2006,
after which she continued her teaching work in the department as Chief
Assistant Professor. The candidate has held a PhD in International Law and
International Relations since 2014, with a dissertation titled: “The European
Union’s Environmental Policy (International Legal Aspects).” With her
monograph devoted to the right to a healthy environment, she continues her
scientific pursuits in the field of environmental law. An attestation of the
quality and effectiveness of Chief Assistant Professor Anna Hristova’s
teaching is the very good and excellent evaluations received from students



over the past five academic years, according to the report from the
University’s Department of Quality Assessment and Assurance.

In addition to her teaching career, other academic activities of the candidate should
be noted. She has participated in a series of conferences, seminars, trainings, and
university and other professional projects funded under national and international
programmes. This broadens the academic scope of the candidate and demonstrates
her ability to combine teaching and individual research with teamwork in projects.
In parallel, Anna Hristova is a member of the Bulgarian Association for European
Studies (BAES), as well as a member of the editorial board of the journal
“International Politics” — the specialised publication of the Faculty of Law and
History at SWU. For the past five years, she has been the head of the European
Documentation Centre at the same faculty.

Following the educational and professional development of Chief Assistant
Professor Anna Hristova, PhD, I conclude that she has accumulated knowledge and
skills in her chosen field (EU law, environmental law, human rights law) and has
built a consistent academic career at the Faculty of Law and History of SWU, which
deserves a high evaluation, respect, and support.

2. Evaluation of compliance with the minimum national requirements and
the requirements of SWuU “Neofit Rilski”
For participation in the competition, the candidate Anna Dimitrova Hristova
submitted the monograph “International Legal Aspects of the Right to a
Healthy Environment”, University Publishing House “Neofit Rilski”,
Blagoevgrad, 2025, 184 pages, ISBN: 978-954-00-0426-6, and 16 articles,
10 of which are co-authored. Six of the publications are in English, and two
of these are in journals indexed in the Scopus database, which deserves high
recognition. It should be noted that all articles specifically devoted to EU
climate change policy, environmental protection, challenges to international
environmental law, the environment and human rights are single-authored
and represent independent research directly connected with the topic of the
habilitation work.

According to the submitted scientometric report and supporting documentation, |
find that the scientific output of Anna Hristova, PhD fully meets all groups of



indicators required by the national scientometric criteria for Professional Field 3.6
Law for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor.

Evidence of the quality and recognition of her research in the relevant scientific field
Is the series of citations of her publications by Bulgarian and foreign authors, as
shown in the submitted citation report. Their total number is 19.

According to Table 1 of the Regulations for the Implementation of the Law on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the
minimum number of points required for the academic position of Associate
Professor in Professional Field 3.6 Law is 300, including: group A — PhD
dissertation (50 points), group B — habilitation work (100 points), group G —
publications (100 points required; 125.5 provided), and group D — citations (50
required; 135 provided). | find no discrepancies in the stated evidence and no
omissions that would lead to a different conclusion regarding compliance with the
above requirements. Chief Assistant Professor Hristova accumulates 410 points,
significantly exceeding the scientometric requirements, with group D alone being
exceeded threefold. Under indicator E, which is not required for the position of
Associate Professor, the candidate reports 140 points from participation in projects.

3. Characteristics and main contributions of the candidate’s scientific and
applied work
The monograph is devoted to the highly relevant issue of the environmental
prospects before human society. In legal literature, this troubling issue is not
among the most frequently analysed, which is why the work of Anna Hristova
deserves support. It connects environmental problems with human rights. The
study examines the possibility of recognising a subjective right to an
environment or a right to live in a clean and healthy environment. In section
one of the first chapter, the author appears to hold the view that this is a
fundamental right.

Anna Hristova, PhD correctly questions the possibility of defining what
“environment” is and, if we speak of an existing right to a clean environment, who
its holder is. Thus it concerns both individual and collective rights. | hope this aspect,
the distinction between individual and collective rights, will become the subject of
the author’s future research.



The international legal framework of the right to a healthy environment as a human
right is in a stage of development. The overview of international legal instruments,
though non-binding, is systematised in the monograph, and this systematisation is
an independent contribution.

At the regional legal level, the work examines the European Union as an organisation
of supranational integration. Despite the numerous regulations and directives,
according to Chief Assistant Professor Hristova, PhD, no autonomous human right
to a clean environment has been proclaimed. The conclusion that the Charter of
Fundamental Rights of the European Union is misleading from the perspective of
the link between human rights and the environment is correct. The author introduces
the use of “instrumental” environmental rights; since the term is widely used, the
monograph would benefit from clarifying it.

The review of national constitutions in the monograph is well-founded and deserves
encouragement. Domestic law and national constitutions are in most cases primary
in the formation of international legal norms.

After analysing EU acts and national constitutions, the law of the Council of Europe
Is examined. Section 1.4.1 discusses the environment as a human right in the context
of the European Convention on Human Rights. The author correctly explains that
the Convention contains no right to a clean environment because, in 1950, this issue
was not yet present in international law and the Convention focuses on political and
civil rights. The case law of the European Court of Human Rights, cited by the
author, illustrates the application of the notion of the Convention as a living
instrument.

This is where | would make a suggestion to Anna Hristova to adhere more closely
to Bulgarian legal terminology — for example, when listing instruments of the
Council of Europe, to use the term “conventions” of the Council of Europe. This
would avoid certain ambiguity in the text. The conclusion, however, is correct —
none of these treaties aims to examine the environment as a fundamental right, nor
to establish mechanisms for its protection.

Chapter Two is devoted to climate change and human rights. At the beginning of the
chapter, numerous well-selected facts link climate change with its impact on human



health and demonstrate the objective need for legal regulation at EU level. Anna
Hristova finds that the European Union implements a policy in this area despite the
lack of a legal definition of the environment. This part of the work is strong evidence
of the author’s analytical capacity.

In section 2.1, new instruments for protecting human rights related to climate change
are examined. In fact, this concerns the use of the judicial system as a means of
protecting fundamental rights — an approach also applied successfully in establishing
other emerging rights such as the right related to sexual orientation. An analysis of
case law in the European Union and the Council of Europe on climate change
logically follows.

Chapter Three examines the right to a healthy environment with an emphasis on
climate change and the activities of local and regional authorities. The analysis
focuses on the European Charter of Local Self-Government, examined through the
prism of “green interpretation”. This is followed by an analysis of the activities of
the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe and
cooperation networks of local authorities, including major European cities. The
chapter concludes with local good practices relating to environmental issues and
climate change. The legal matter here, at most, pertains to the preparatory process
of international treaties but is predominantly administrative in nature.

The conclusion of the monograph deserves particular attention. It is an example of
well-considered findings expressed in a concise style and with clear logical
connections.

As noted, in addition to the monograph, for participation in the competition Chief
Assistant Professor Anna Hristova, PhD submits 16 other publications in
international and national journals, which reveal her consistent scientific interests
and research work in two main thematic areas, at whose intersection lies the
habilitation work: environmental law, environment, climate change (publications
No. 2, 3, 4, 7, 8, 12, 15 from the list submitted for the minimum national
requirements) and human rights in the broadest sense, including both traditional and
new issues and developmental trends — for example, statelessness (publication No.
6), issues related to the human embryo (No. 5), health insurance systems in the EU
(No. 9), the rights of older persons in the context of the COVID-19 pandemic (No.



11), PNR data and human rights (No. 13), facial recognition technologies and human
rights (No. 14).

| accept the scientific contributions as indicated in the attached documentation,
systematised in two directions: theoretical analysis of current problems of human
rights protection, and theoretical analysis of issues related to the human right to a
healthy and favourable environment and the recognition of environmental rights.

Based on the above, | consider that the candidacy of Anna Hristova meets the
criteria for research and teaching activity and, in this sense, fulfils the requirements
set out in the Law on the Academic Staff Development in the Republic of Bulgarian
and Regulations on its implementation. | express my positive evaluation and propose
that the scientific jury decide in favour of awarding the academic position “Associate
Professor” to Chief Assistant Professor Anna Dimitrova Hristova, PhD, in
Professional Field 3.6 Law (International Law and International Relations) in the
Faculty of Law and History of the South-West University “Neofit Rilski” —
Blagoevgrad.
