REVIEW

Regarding the competition for the academic position of “Associate Professor”,
announced in SG No. 63/01.08.2025 by SWU “Neofit Rilski” - Blagoevgrad, in the field
of sciences 3. Social, Economic, and Legal Sciences, in the professional field 3.6 Law
(International Law and International Relations)

This review has been prepared in accordance with Order No. 1905 of 18.09.2025 of the
Rector of SWU “N. Rilski” — Blagoevgrad. The overall assessment of the conditions for
occupying the academic position of “Associate Professor” has been made in accordance
with the requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria (LDASRB), its Implementing Regulations, and the Internal Rules for the
Development of Academic Staff at SWU “N. Rilski”.

For the announced competition for the academic position of “Associate Professor” in
professional field 3.6. Law (International Law and International Relations), the sole
candidate is Chief Assistant Dr. Anna Hristova. The submitted documents comply with
the announced competition.

. Biographical Data on the Candidate

The candidate in the competition, Anna Hristova, has long-standing teaching
experience. She has been employed on a full-time contract as an Assistant Professor at
the Faculty of Law and History of SWU “Neofit Rilski” since January 2005. Since April
2006, she has held the academic position of “Chief Assistant”, and in 2014, she
successfully defended a doctoral dissertation entitled: “The European Union’s Policy in
the Field of the Environment /International Legal Aspects/”. As evidenced by the
significant number of submitted certificates, the candidate actively participates in the
university's scientific and academic activities, in numerous national and international
scientific forums, and is part of the research teams on national and international projects.

At present, Chief Assistant Dr. Anna Hristova teaches lecture courses to students
in the programmes “Law”, “International Relations”, “National Security”, and “Public
Administration” in the following subjects: “Diplomatic and Consular Law”,
“Environmental Law”, “Human Rights Protection”, and “Personal Data Protection in the
EU and Third Countries”. Since 2020, she has been Director of the European
Documentation Centre at the Faculty of Law and History, a member of the Faculty and
Academic Councils of SWU “Neofit Rilski”, a member of the Editorial Board of the



journal “International Politics”, as well as of the Bulgarian Association for European
Studies (BAES). The aforementioned professional engagement attests to her accumulated
academic experience and acquired professional competencies.

1. Evaluation of the Submitted Materials for the Competition

Chief Assistant Dr. Anna Dimitrova Hristova participates in the competition for
the academic position of “Associate Professor” with one monograph and 16 scientific
publications, eight of which are co-authored.

In the attached report on the fulfilment of the minimum national requirements, by
groups of indicators, the points for each submitted scientific work are listed in accordance
with the requirements, namely:

Group A — Doctoral dissertation for the award of the educational and scientific
degree “Doctor”, entitled: “The European Union’s Policy in the Field of the Environment
(International Legal Aspects)” — 50 points;

Group B — Monograph entitled “International Legal Aspects of the Right to a
Healthy Environment”, Blagoevgrad, SWU Publishing House “Neofit Rilski”, 2025, 156
pages, ISBN 978-954-00-0426-6 — 100 points;

Group C — the submitted publications amount to 133 points;

Group D — 135 points;

Group E — 140 points for participation in projects (which is not a mandatory
requirement).

All the listed works are in the scientific field of the announced competition and
have been published after acquiring the previous academic position of Chief Assistant.
Therefore, all should be evaluated for the present competition. The use and citation of
sources is correct, and there are no concerns regarding plagiarism. It is evident that the
candidate significantly exceeds the minimum national requirements. The volume and
type of publications, participation in projects, and citations greatly exceed the required
points. The submitted reports on teaching workload, active involvement in projects, and
high student evaluations, provided by the “Quality Assessment and Maintenance”
Department of SWU “Neofit Rilski,” are clear evidence of Anna Hristova's
professionalism and scientific competence, making her a suitable candidate for the
announced competition.

I1l.  Characteristics of the Scientific and Applied Scientific Output of the
Candidate

In the attached report on the candidate’s original scientific contributions for
habilitation, two main thematic areas are outlined, within which Chief Assistant Dr. Anna
Hristova conducts her research. The first examines current issues in international law and
international relations from various perspectives, including the protection of human
rights, the development of technologies and their impact on human rights, the concept of



human dignity, and the legal status of stateless persons. This includes the articles listed in
the publication list under numbers: 1, 5, 6, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, and 16.

The second area is linked to the topic of the habilitation monograph, entitled
“International Legal Aspects of the Right to a Healthy Environment”, as well as to some
of the candidate’s publications on the right to a healthy and favourable environment and
the recognition of citizens’ environmental rights. Important rulings of the European Court
of Human Rights and the Court of Justice of the EU have been analysed, as well as
resolutions and recommendations of the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of
Europe. (Publications 2, 3, 4,7, 8, 12, 15)

Undoubtedly, all articles submitted for review reflect and thoroughly analyse
problems of international law and human rights. Some relate to the candidate’s
habilitation topic, while others contain independent scientific contributions. All
demonstrate Dr. Anna Hristova’s purposeful academic activity, which deserves high
recognition.

The proposed habilitation monograph is devoted to a highly topical and important
issue in contemporary international law — the right to a healthy environment as a
fundamental human right. Dr. Hristova skillfully argues the thesis that the right to a
healthy environment cannot be effectively protected without the active participation of
local self-government authorities. This thesis is particularly relevant in the light of the
UN New Urban Agenda and the growing urbanization of the world’s population.

The scientific validity of the study is confirmed by the rich bibliography (82
Cyrillic sources and 178 Latin-language and online sources), which includes both
classical works in international law and human rights, and the latest research in
environmental law and climate justice. The candidate demonstrates excellent knowledge
of contemporary academic debates and successfully positions her study within existing
literature.

The structure of the monograph reflects the author’s mature research approach. It
consists of three chapters, each with its own internal logic, while integrating into the
overall concept of the study. The subchapters are proportionally arranged and cover the
key aspects of the examined issues.

Chapter One, entitled “The Environment and Human Rights”, provides a general
overview of the right to a healthy environment as a fundamental human right, examined
at universal and regional/European levels.

Chapter Two analyzes new instruments for protecting human rights in the context
of climate change and case law in this field.

Chapter Three explores the local dimensions of the human right to a healthy and
favourable environment, presents a “green reading” of the European Charter of Local
Self-Government, and analyses the work of the Congress of Local and Regional
Authorities of the Council of Europe in the area of environmental rights.



The connection between Chapters Two and Three is particularly well developed,
with the analysis of climate challenges serving as a natural transition to examining the
local dimensions of environmental rights. This structure allows the reader to follow the
argument's logic and understand how global challenges are reflected at the regional level.

Anna Hristova provides a comprehensive analysis of the legal regulation of
environmental rights in the national constitutions of European states. Through an
examination of ECtHR case law, the candidate convincingly demonstrates the importance
of the human right to a healthy environment.

The practical value of the monorpadus extends across several directions. For
legislators, it offers valuable guidelines for developing legal frameworks in
environmental law and local self-government. The analysis of best practices may serve as
a basis for policy recommendations. For local authorities, the study serves as a practical
guide to developing local environmental policies. The systematisation of the powers and
obligations of local authorities can improve their effectiveness. For international
organisations, the work offers a conceptual framework for developing new tools to
support local environmental initiatives. For the judiciary, the analysis of the links
between human rights and environmental protection can support the evolution of a new
judicial doctrine in environmental law.

The innovativeness of the study is manifested in several key aspects. First, in its
interdisciplinary approach, uniting international law, environmental law, and local self-
government law in a single analytical framework. Second, in the application of functional
analysis to traditionally formalistic legal institutions.

The proposed concept of the environmental dimensions of local autonomy, the
analysis of urban space as an object of legal protection, and the innovative “green
reading” of the European Charter of Local Self-Government—all these elements
represent original contributions to legal scholarship.

Particularly valuable is the development of criteria for assessing the effectiveness
of local environmental policies. These criteria may serve as a basis for developing
monitoring systems to evaluate local authorities’ environmental activities.

IV.  Opinions, Recommendations, and Notes on the Candidate’s Work and
Achievements

The conceptual framework, analyses, conclusions, methodological level,
accuracy, and completeness of results, and scholarly awareness demonstrated in the
works of Chief Assistant Dr. Hristova are of exceptionally high quality, and I find no
grounds for critical remarks. The candidate, Anna Dimitrova Hristova, is a long-standing
lecturer in the Department of International Law and International Relations, a disciplined
and well-intentioned colleague with high ethical standards in both her personal
interactions and academic work. | confirm the high assessment of her teaching,
administrative, and scientific activities. Dr. Hristova should continue analysing issues



related to the human right to a healthy and favourable environment, with particular
emphasis on Bulgarian legislation.

V. Conclusion

The scientific output submitted by Chief Assistant Dr. Anna Dimitrova Hristova
contains scholarly and applied scientific results that represent an indisputable
contribution to the field and comply with all requirements of the LDASRB and its
Implementing Regulations.

The submitted materials fully meet the specific requirements of the Internal
Regulations of SWU “Neofit Rilski” for occupying the academic position of “Associate
Professor”.

In view of the above, I confidently give a positive evaluation and recommend that
the academic jury decide to appoint the candidate to the academic position of “Associate
Professor” in the area of Higher Education 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences,
professional field 3.6 Law — International Law and International Relations.
