| accept for review all the indicated publications. In the report on the fulfillment of the
minimum national requirements, by groups of indicators, the points for each of the submitted
scientific works are indicated in accordance with the requirements. The volume and type of
publications for the competition, participation in projects, as well as citations collect and exceed
the required points.

The reference on teaching and participation in projects also prove that through her
overall scientific and teaching activity, Chief Assistant Professor Anna Dimitrova Hristova,
PhD meets the requirements for the academic position of "Associate Professor".

2. General characteristics of the scientific research and teaching activity.

Due to the limitations in the volume of the opinion, I will dwell in more detail only on
the monographic work (habilitation work) "International legal aspects of the right to a healthy
environment"

The relevance and significance of the topic chosen for development are indisputable, as
there is no comprehensive scientific study in which the international legal aspects of the right
to a healthy environment have been analyzed and systematized.

Undoubtedly, the general characterization of the right to a healthy environment as a
fundamental human right, as well as the analysis of the right to a healthy environment at the
universal and regional (European) levels, deserves high assessment.

| shall definitely note the achievements in the second chapter: "Climate Change and
Human Rights", because in this way the contemporary aspects of the right to a healthy
environment gain clear outlines, and are not just part of a general theoretical construction

The development of the third chapter also deserves high assessment, primarily because
of the specific proposals for improving the activities of local government bodies in
environmental protection and combating climate change; of the Congress of Local and Regional
Authorities of the Council of Europe in the field of environmental rights, as well as the analysis
of local good practices on environmental and climate change issues.

My overall assessment is that the monograph fully meets the requirements for
habilitation work, which Chief Assistant Professor Anna Dimitrova Hristova, PhD claims.

In a series of articles and conference reports, Chief Assistant Professor Anna Dimitrova
Hristova, PhD presents the results of her scientific research and proves the need to develop the



regulatory framework related to environmental protection, based on human rights and
fundamental values.

In addition to the scientific achievements of Chief Assistant Professor Anna Dimitrova
Hristova, PhD, it is necessary to note her long-term teaching experience, highly appreciated by
colleagues and students.

3. Evaluation of the candidate’s scientific results and contributions

The contributions of Chief Assistant Professor Anna Dimitrova Hristova, PhD are
presented in a separate report. They are structured in two major areas. The first is defined by
the candidate as: "Theoretical analysis of current problems of international law and
international relations from various aspects...."

The second area is defined as: "Theoretical problems related to the human right to a
healthy and favorable environment; the recognition of the environmental rights of citizens..."
From this second area, | would single out the second part as a special field of analysis, namely:
"analysis of more important decisions from the practice of the European Court of Human
Rights, of the Court of Justice of the European Union, analysis of resolutions and
recommendations of the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe". | emphasize this
because the achievements and contributions of Chief Assistant Professor Anna Dimitrova
Hristova, PhD would be better highlighted.

On the other hand, the reference has resulted in something that | could define as short
summaries of scientific works and noting the contributions. In other words, the results and
contributions are outlined at the same time.

This unconventional way does not reduce the value of what the candidate has achieved
and | agree with her self-assessment.

I confirm what is written in the reference that the monographic work "fills a certain gap
in the Bulgarian literature” relating to the international legal aspects of the right to a healthy
environment.

4. Opinion on the presence or absence of plagiarism

| have not identified plagiarism and have not received a signal of plagiarism in the works
of Chief Assistant Professor Anna Dimitrova Hristova, PhD. The sources used are cited in good
faith.

5. Recommendations
