l. Brief Biographical Information

Anna Dimitrova Hristova graduated from the Foreign Language High School “Acad.
Lyudmil Stoyanov,” Blagoevgrad, with a major in French. She holds a Master’s degree in Law,
obtained from the Faculty of Law and History at the South-West University “Neofit Rilski.” In
2008 she was admitted as an independent doctoral candidate. From 2005 until March 2006 she
served as an Assistant Lecturer in the Department of International Law and International Relations
of the same faculty.

Since April 2006 she has held the position of Senior Assistant (Chief Assistant) in the
Department of International Law and International Relations at the Faculty of Law and History of
the South-West University “Neofit Rilski.” She teaches numerous courses, including elective
subjects such as: Diplomatic and Consular Law, Environmental Law, Human Rights Protection,
Personal Data Protection in the EU and Third States, and Human Rights Protection in the 21st

Century.



She has participated extensively in conferences, seminars, and training programmes. She
has taught Private International Law in English at a summer university within the framework of
the INTERREG-I1II Greece—Bulgaria project, implemented jointly by the South-West University
“Neofit Rilski” and the Democritus University of Thrace, Komotini, Greece. She is the author of

numerous publications in the field of EU law.

1. General Description of the Submitted Materials

In the competition for the academic position of Associate Professor in International Law and
International Relations, the candidate Anna Hristova, PhD participates with one principal
monograph entitled ,,International Legal Aspects of the Right to a Healthy Environment*,
Blagoevgrad, University Publishing House “Neofit Rilski,” 2025, 156 pp., ISBN 978-954-00-
0426-6, which complies with the statutory requirements (under the Act on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria) for a “monograph.” In addition to this work, she has

submitted:

» two articles published in English in 2017 and 2020, respectively, in Juridical Tribune and Kutafin
University Law Review—journals indexed in SCOPUS;
* one study and thirteen articles and conference papers in Bulgarian and English, published in
International Politics, Law, Politics, Administration, as well as in other reputable scholarly outlets
(yearbooks, collections, proceedings, almanacs) of conferences held at the Faculty of Law and
History of the South-West University “Neofit Rilski,” at the Institute of State and Law of the
Bulgarian Academy of Sciences, and at the “Nicolae Balcescu” Land Forces Academy, Sibiu,

Romania.

The candidate meets the minimum national requirements, exceeding those under items G
and D, and, although not required under item E, she has submitted 140 points for participation in

national and international projects.

All procedural requirements have been duly observed, and | am not aware of any plagiarism
established in accordance with the statutory procedure in the scientific works submitted by the

candidate.



The materials submitted for the competition do not duplicate those presented for the award
of the educational and scientific degree “PhD”.

Given the scope of my opinion, | shall focus in greater detail on the submitted monograph
“International Legal Aspects of the Right to a Healthy Environment”, ISBN 978-954-00-0426-
6, University Publishing House “Neofit Rilski,” 2025, with a total length of 181 pages, including
the bibliography.

The monograph is structured into an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, and a
bibliography. The scholarly apparatus consists of 139 footnotes. The bibliographic reference list
contains a total of 88 titles, of which 82 are in Cyrillic and 178 in Latin script. The content is
proportionately distributed among the chapters, with Chapter Three being comparatively shorter in

volume.

The monograph examines an exceptionally topical issue—namely, the relatively new right

to a healthy environment as a third-generation fundamental human right.

In the Introduction, Chief Assistant Professor Hristova, PhD outlines the relevance of the
research and situates the right to a healthy environment within both a conceptual and practical
relationship with the right to health, private and family life, the “Green Transition,” the case law
of the ECtHR, and the Millennium Development Goals. The author briefly presents the main focal

points of the monograph.

In Chapter One (50 pages), entitled “The Environment and Human Rights”, the author
provides a general characterization of the right to a healthy environment as a human right. She
traces its subjective and objective dimensions, its connection to fundamental values, and its
relationship with other environmental rights. The chapter presents the stages of its recognition—at
the universal level, in national constitutions as a formally established right with procedural

guarantees, and as a fundamental human right.

A review is conducted of the relevant international treaties at the universal level, as well as
of legally non-binding instruments such as the 1972 Stockholm Declaration and the 1992 Rio

Declaration. Emphasis is placed on the role of the Human Rights Council through the special



procedure established in 2012, leading to the recognition of the right to a healthy environment by
the UN General Assembly in July 2022 through Resolution 76/300.

The state of the issue within the EU and the Council of Europe is presented in detail, with
the author underscoring that neither organisation has adopted a common legally binding instrument
recognising a human right or a fundamental right to a healthy environment. The Aarhus Convention
is analysed as an international treaty that recognises “instrumental” or procedural rights in favour

of citizens in the field of environmental protection.

A comparative-law review is provided of the constitutional regulation of environmental
rights in the national constitutions of France, Germany, Portugal, Montenegro, Hungary, Sweden,
Austria, the Republic of Moldova, Georgia, Iceland, Italy, with particular emphasis placed on the

legal framework in Spain.

A significant contribution is the analysis of selected ECtHR case-law concerning issues that
relate to the interconnection between the environment and human rights. The relevant conventions
in this field concluded under the auspices of the Council of Europe are presented, along with the
resolutions and recommendations of the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe
(PACE).

Chapter Two (48 pages), entitled Climate Change and Human Rights, offers a systematic
presentation of the alarming trends observed since the end of the 20th and the beginning of the 21st
century: heatwaves, changes in precipitation patterns, melting Arctic ice, global ocean warming,
among others. A particular contribution of this chapter is the analysis of the nexus between climate
change and societal security, including armed conflicts, inequalities, growing pressures on public

health systems, poverty, and related challenges.

In the section dedicated to the EU, the author presents the relevant framework in primary
law (the Treaty of Lisbon), the Union’s commitments under the Paris Agreement, the European
Climate Law, and the European Green Deal. Within secondary legislation, special attention is given
to the 2021 European Climate Law. Relevant secondary legislation—regulations and directives—

is presented comprehensively.



An important practical contribution of the monograph is the analysis of the pertinent case-
law in the Netherlands, Belgium, France, and Germany, as well as the relevant jurisprudence of the

General Court of the European Union.

In the same line of inquiry, the relevant case-law of the ECtHR is analysed, primarily in
connection with the right to life and/or the right to respect for private and family life. | commend
the author for the presentation and analysis of the case The Union of Swiss Senior Women for
Climate Protection v. Switzerland, which has sparked broad debate among international law
scholars and practitioners across Europe. The activity of PACE concerning issues of climate change

and human rights is also presented.

Chapter Three (33 pages) is of particular interest and is overall contributory, as it outlines
the local dimensions of the human right to a healthy and favourable environment and the fight
against climate change. I highly value the “green reading” undertaken by Dr. Hristova of the
European Charter of Local Self-Government, as well as her presentation of the work of the
Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council of Europe in the examined field. The
overview of cooperation networks among local authorities on environmental and sustainable
development matters, as well as examples of good local practices, also constitutes a practical and

scholarly contribution.

In the Conclusion, the author synthesises the findings, emphasising the dynamic nature of
the content of the right to a healthy environment and its connection with the growing
internationalisation of law in general. This right forms an essential element of the legal and political
architecture of the EU, has been recognised by the UN General Assembly, and will undoubtedly

continue to be at the forefront of global attention.

I11. Evaluation of the Scientific and Practical Results and Contributions of the
Habilitation Work

The principal contribution of the monograph lies in the choice of topic, which is particularly

timely and of significant practical relevance.



Among the theoretical contributions is the clarification of the characteristics of the right to
a healthy environment as a human right. The author very effectively relates this right to other

fundamental rights, such as the right to private and family life, the right to life, and others.

The systematic presentation and analysis of the relevant international legal instruments at
the universal and regional levels, including non-binding soft law sources, also constitute a
contribution. An original contribution is the derivation of the right to a healthy environment from

the case-law of the ECtHR, the General Court of the EU, and national courts.

The comparative-law review of the constitutional regulation of environmental rights in

selected national constitutions is another strength of the monograph.

A further contribution is the analysis of the link between climate change and societal
security, including armed conflicts, inequalities, increasing pressures on public health systems,

poverty, and related challenges.

The “green reading” of the European Charter of Local Self-Government likewise represents

an original achievement by the author.

Among the scientific and practical contributions I include:
« the analysis of the relevant case-law of the ECtHR, the General Court of the EU, and national
courts;
* the examination of the activities of the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities of the Council
of Europe in the relevant field;
» the presentation of cooperation networks among local authorities on environmental and

sustainable development issues, as well as examples of good local practices.

The remaining publications demonstrate the broad and multifaceted scholarly interests of
Chief Assist. Prof. Hristova, PhD: in the field of the international legal protection of the right to a
healthy environment at the universal level—within the systems of the UN and WHO—and at the
regional level—within the framework of the Council of Europe and the European Union; in the
protection of human rights, including the rights of vulnerable groups (in particular migrants,
victims, and older persons). Of particular scholarly significance are the publications dedicated to



the legal status of the human embryo, as well as those concerning the rights of older persons and
emerging technologies.

I would also like to share my personal impressions of Anna Hristova, PhD as a scholar and
lecturer. | consider her a well-established researcher with excellent academic preparation and an
exemplary legal writing style. I am familiar with the high quality of her teaching and believe that
her academic advancement will contribute to the prestige of the Faculty of Law and History of the

South-West University.

IV. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

My principal critical remark regarding the monograph concerns the core conceptual
framework employed. Fully aware that no universally or regionally accepted legal definition exists,
the author could have further clarified and harmonised the terminology used: “right to a healthy
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environment,” “human right to a healthy and favourable environment,” “right to an adequate and

healthy environment,” etc.

In the section addressing the role and regulation of the right to a healthy environment within
the Council of Europe, the term rule of law should be used instead of supremacy of the law, given

that the organisation itself has addressed this terminology in detail.

There is a certain structural imbalance due to the comparatively shorter length of Chapter
Three.

I find particularly interesting the issue—raised in passing by the author—concerning
abandoned domestic animals. Animal rights have not been the subject of examination in the
specialised Bulgarian legal literature and represent a promising field for the author’s future

research.

I hasten to emphasise that the above critical remarks do not diminish the scholarly value of
the presented work and should be regarded rather as recommendations for the author’s future

research endeavours.

V. Conclusion



The scientific output presented by Chief Assist. Prof. Anna Dimitrova Yaneva-Hristova in
the field of international law and international relations provides grounds to assess its compliance
with the requirements of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (ADASRB), as well as the candidate’s ability to identify and develop significant and
topical issues of practical relevance.

In view of the foregoing and pursuant to Article 24 of Section Il of the Law on the
Academic Staff Development in the Republic of Bulgarian and Regulations on its implementation
| hereby express my firm opinion before the present academic jury in support of the candidacy of
Anna Dimitrova Yaneva-Hristova, PhD for the academic position of Associate Professor at the
South-West University “Neofit Rilski,” in Area of Higher Education 3.
