members of the scientific jury my assessment of the candidate's research and teaching activities.

I. Summary on the candidate's scientific production and activities

The scientific production presented by the candidate - Chief Asst. Prof. Dr. Anna Hristova
meets the requirements and criteria set out in the national scientometric indicators for professional
field 3.6 Law to occupy the academic position of "Associate Professor” (for all groups of
indicators). A reference for the candidate's participation in national and international projects is

also attached.



As can be seen from the attached reference, the scientific contributions are reflected in one

monographic work and 16 publications, in two main areas, namely:

1. Theoretical analysis of current problems of international law and international relations
from various aspects such as: protection of human rights, development of technologies and the
impact of their evolution on human rights, the topic of human dignity, the legal status of stateless

persons.

2. Theoretical problems related to the human right to a healthy and favorable environment;
recognition of the environmental rights of citizens; analysis of more important decisions from the
practice of the European Court of Human Rights, of the Court of Justice of the European Union;
analysis of resolutions and recommendations of the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of

Europe.

In the second direction, the candidate has presented a habilitation thesis on the topic:
"International Legal Aspects of the Law on a Healthy Environment”, published by the "Neofit
Rilski" Publishing House, 2025, ISBN 978-954-00-0426-6, which is in accordance with the
requirements for monographic work established in the Law on the Academic Staff Development
in the Republic of Bulgarian. Anna Dimitrova Hristova has many years of teaching experience.
She has been working on a basic employment contract as an assistant at the Faculty of Law and
History of the South-West University "Neofit Rilski" since January 2005. In 2014, she defended
her PhD thesis on the topic: "European Union Policy in the Field of the Environment (International
Legal Aspects)”. She has led seminars in the following academic disciplines: "Public International
Law", "EU Law", "Diplomatic and Consular Law". From 2022 to the present, she has been
teaching courses on: "Diplomatic and Consular Law", "Environmental Law", "Protection of
Human Rights" and "Personal Data Protection in the EU and Third Countries”. The candidate is
actively involved in a number of international and national projects, as evidenced by the attached

reference.

She is currently a member of the editorial board of the journal "International Politics", a
member of the Bulgarian Association for European Studies (BAES), and is also the head of the
European Documentation Center at the South-West University "Neofit Rilski" - Blagoevgrad,

which testifies to the accumulated professional experience and competencies of the candidate.



I1. Characteristics of the candidate’s scientific and applied scientific production

A. Hristova, PhD has presented scientific production that meets the requirements and

criteria set out in the national scientometric indicators, namely:

1. In group A - Dissertation for the award of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor"
on the topic: "European Union Policy in the Field of Environment (International Legal Aspects)”
- 50 points.

2. Group B - no evidence material has been presented.

3. Group C — Monographic work on the topic: “International legal aspects of the right to a

healthy environment — 100 points.

4. Group D — publications by the candidate are presented, forming 133 points.

5. Group E — 135 points.

6. Group E — 140 points for participation in projects.

The presented monographic work represents an in-depth study of one of the most
dynamically developing areas in modern legal science - the right to a healthy environment, in the
context of local self-government and international legal standards. The work covers not only the
theoretical foundations of environmental rights, but also their practical dimension at the local level.
The candidate, Chief Assistant Professor, Anna Hristova, PhD, successfully demonstrates how
international legal principles are refracted through the prism of local self-government, creating a
new paradigm for understanding environmental rights as a synthesis between global challenges

and local solutions.

The language of the monograph is characterized by terminological precision. The author
demonstrates excellent command of legal terminology in both Bulgarian and foreign languages.

The style is clear and accessible, without losing its scientific rigor.



The methodological framework of the study is distinguished by a high level of complexity
and scientific maturity. The author uses a multi-faceted research approach that combines elements
from different legal disciplines. Institutional analysis is combined with the functional study of legal

mechanisms, which allows for a deep understanding of the dynamics of legal processes.

The most significant contribution of the monograph is the concept of a "green reading” of
the European Charter of Local Self-Government. It is a practical tool for rethinking existing legal

frameworks in the light of environmental challenges.

The candidate convincingly proves in her monographic work that environmental problems
require not centralized solutions, but coordinated actions at all levels, with a special role for local

communities.

In this sense, the systematization of international networks for environmental cooperation
between local authorities is a valuable reference material for practitioners. This analysis reveals
the wealth of existing mechanisms for horizontal cooperation and shows the potential for their

further development.
