Regarding: the competition for the academic position ‘Associate Professor’ announced
in State Gazette No. 63/01.08.2025 by South-West University “Neofit Rilski” in the field
of sciences 3 Social, economic and legal sciences, in professional field 3.6 Law
(International law and international relations)

1. General description of the submitted materials

By Order No. 1095/18.09.2025 of the Rector of Sout-West University “Neofit Rilski” Prof.
Dr. Nikolay Marin | was appointed as a member of the scientific jury in the competition
for the academic position ‘Associate Professor’ announced in State Gazette No.
63/01.08.2025 by South-West University “Neofit Rilski” in the field of sciences 3. Social,
economic and legal sciences, in professional field 3.6 Law (International law and
international relations). After the application deadline expired it was established that
documents for participation in the competition were submitted only by Assistant
Professor Anna Dimitrova Yaneva-Hristova, PhD .

The materials submitted by the candidate Assistant Professor Anna Dimitrova Yaneva-
Hristova, PHD include documents according to the submitted inventory: habilitation
work; two articles published in English in SCOPUS-indexed journals — Juridical Tribune
(Romania) and Kutafin University Law Review; fourteen articles in Bulgarian and
English (8 co-authored); a statement on the fulfilment of the minimum national
requirements; a statement of participation in project activities; curriculum vitae; a copy
of the certificate for the acquired educational and scientific degree “doctor”, etc.

2. Short biographical details of the candidate

From the provided curriculum vitae it is clear that the candidate holds a degree in higher
legal education from South-West University “Neofit Rilski”’, as well as the educational
and scientific degree ‘Doctor’ in the doctoral programme International law and
international relations (diploma No. 0113/28.05.2014). The combination with extensive
teaching experience in the field of European and International law at South-West
University “Neofit Rilski” — Blagoevgrad, from 2014 to the present, constitutes a strong
basis for her successful participation in the competition.

3. Topicality and appropriateness of the objectives and tasks

The topicality of the problem addressed in the presented habilitation work is determined
by the need for a contemporary reading of existing approaches and the search for new
approaches in the realization of the right to a healthy environment. The habilitation work
is presented as the monograph “International Legal Aspects of the Right to a



Healthy Environment”, Blagoevgrad, Publishing House Neofit Rilski University Press,
2025, 181 pages, ISBN 978-954-00-0426-6, which fully meets the statutory
requirements for a monograph.

The habilitation work systematises and comprehensively analyses for the first time the
international legal aspects of the right to a healthy environment, uniting several
problems, linking them logically and presenting them through a new but internally
consistent prism. Although the right to a healthy environment is not explicitly guaranteed
by the European Convention on Human Rights of 1950, the author examines relevant
case-law of the European Court of Human Rights in which this right is integrated
through interpretation of other fundamental Convention rights such as Article 2, Article 8
and Article 10.

4. Knowledge of the problem

Assistant Professor Anna Yaneva-Hristova, PhD demonstrates in-depth knowledge of
the state of the researched problem, citing a variety of scholarly sources, predominantly
foreign, used in the preparation of the habilitation work.

5. Research methodology

The analysis of international legal sources on the subject is based on traditional
methods of analysis of legal documents and the case law of the European Court of
Human Rights. The application of the critical-analytical method allows identification of
weaknesses in the regulation and the proposal of ideas for its improvement. During the
research legal conclusions, summaries and proposals are drawn as a result of
comparative-legal, historical, logical, deductive and inductive analysis.

6. Characteristics and assessment of the habilitation work

The habilitation work consists of 181 pages and includes an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion and a bibliography. The structure of the monograph is logically
justified and consistent. The three main chapters provide comprehensive coverage of
the topic from the universal to the local level.

The first chapter, “Environment and Human Rights”, lays the solid theoretical
foundations of the study by examining the development of the right to a healthy
environment in international and regional instruments.

The second chapter, “Climate Change and Human Rights”, focuses on one of the most
topical aspects of environmental challenges and its connection to human rights. The
author successfully analyses new instruments for the protection of human rights in the
context of climate change and the case law in this area.



The third chapter, “Local Dimensions of the Human Right to a Healthy and Favorable
Environment”, represents the logical completion of the study by focusing on the practical
aspects of the application of this right at the level closest to citizens — the local level.

7. Contributions and significance of the research for science and practice

The habilitation work “International Legal Aspects of the Right to a Healthy
Environment” possesses indisputable scientific contributions in the field of international
law and legal science in general.

The systematisation of the relationship between environmental rights and the principles
of local self-government unquestionably represents an important theoretical
contribution. The author successfully demonstrates that principles such as subsidiarity,
local autonomy and civic participation have a direct bearing on the effective protection
of the environment.

The analysis of the local dimensions of the human right to a healthy environment
constitutes another significant practical contribution. The author identifies concrete
areas in which local authorities can play a key role in protecting this right and proposes
mechanisms to improve their effectiveness.

The identification of good practices and mechanisms for cooperation between local
bodies contributes to the development of practical guidelines for improving local
environmental policies.

Several other scientific contributions of the doctoral research can be indicated, including
with respect to its practical usefulness.

8. Assessment of the submitted publications

The results of the research activity of Assistant Professor Anna Yaneva-Hristova, PhD
are reflected in a total of 16 articles and reports, two of which are in scientific journals
refereed and indexed in the world-renowned SCOPUS database. The others are
published in reputable scientific journals or edited collective volumes. The citations of
Dr. Yaneva-Hristova’s scientific publications number 19, which yield 135 points against
the required 50 points.

9. Evaluation of fulfilment of the minimum national requirements

It is evident from the provided statement on the fulfilment of the minimum national
requirements that the candidate significantly exceeds the minimum national
requirements — both in total and by the separate indicators under letters G and D —



publications and citations. In addition, the candidate provides evidence of 140 points
under letter E — participation in international and national projects.

10. Recommendations for future use of the dissertation contributions and results

| recommend that Assistant Professor Anna Yaneva-Hristova, PhD continue to work in
the chosen subject area in the future, as it is suitable for a broader, even non-
specialised audience outside the legal and academic circles.

Conclusion

The scientific output presented by Assistant Professor Anna Dimitrova Yaneva-Hristova,
PhD contains scientific, scientific-applied and applied results that constitute an original
contribution to science and comply with all requirements of the Law on the Development
of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulation for its application.
The materials submitted to the competition fully comply with the specific requirements of
the Internal Rules of South-West University “Neofit Rilski” for occupying the academic
position of ‘Associate Professor’. The habilitation work demonstrates that the candidate
in the competition Assistant Professor Anna Dimitrova Yaneva-Hristova, PhD
possesses deep theoretical knowledge in professional field 3.6 Law, demonstrating
gualities and skills for conducting independent scientific research. For the foregoing
reasons | give my positive evaluation and propose to the respected scientific jury to
recommend to the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Law and History that the candidate
in the competition Anna Dimitrova Yaneva-Hristova be appointed to the academic
position of ‘Associate Professor’ in the field of higher education 3.
