Rilski” - Prof. Nikolay Marin, PhD, | have been appointed as a member of the scientific jury in
connection with a competition for the academic position of ‘associate professor’, announced in
the State Gazette No. 63 of 01.08.2025, in the professional field 3.6 Law (International Law and
International Relations). At the first meeting of the scientific jury, | was assigned to prepare a
statement. In fulfillment of the order of the Rector and the decision of the scientific jury, guided
by the requirements of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of
Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation and the Internal Rules for the Development of
the Academic Staff of the South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, | offer to the attention of the
esteemed members of the scientific jury the following findings, as well as the conclusion

motivated by them.
I. Summary data on the candidate’s scientific production and activities

The scientific output presented by the candidate Chief Assistant Professor Anna Hristova,
PhD, corresponds to the nature of the announced competition, namely, International Law and
International Relations. It includes publications in several scientific areas: (1) problems related to



climate change and international legal protection of the right to a healthy environment — within
the framework of the UN and WHO, as well as at the regional level — within the framework of
the European Union and the Council of Europe (the submitted habilitation thesis and publ. No. 1,
2,5,7,9, 12 and 15 from the list of publications); (2) individual aspects related to the protection
of the rights of individuals and vulnerable groups (in particular, migrants, victims, elderly
people) (publ. No. 3,4,8,11 and 15); as well as (3) publications dedicated to the penetration of
new technologies (facial recognition) and the protection of personal data (publ. No. 6 and 13,
14).

In quantitative terms, the scientific production meets the requirements and criteria set out
in the national scientometric indicators for professional field 3.6 Law to occupy the academic
position of ‘associate professor’ (in all groups of indicators), and exceeds them under letters D,
E, and under letter F, although not required, 140 points are presented from participation in
national and international projects. There is a reference, supported by the relevant written
evidence, with the publications distributed as follows:

a basic monograph “International Legal Aspects of the Right to a Healthy Environment”,
Blagoevgrad, “Neofit Rilski” Publishing House, 2025, 156 p., ISBN 978-954-00-0426-6, which
complies with the established regulatory (in the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria) requirements for a ‘monograph’, insofar as it comprehensively and
completely examines a specific problem, and undoubtedly represents an independent author’s

study;

two articles published in English in 2017 and 2020, respectively, in the journals Juridical Tribune
and Kutafin University Law Review — publications referenced in SCOPUS database;

one study and thirteen articles and reports in Bulgarian and English in the “International Politics”
and “Law, Politics, Administration” journals and other authoritative publications (in yearbooks,
collections of papers, almanacs) from the conferences held at the Faculty of Law and History of
the South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, the Institute of State and Law at the Bulgarian

Academy of Sciences, the Military Academy “Nicolae Balcescu”, Sibiu, Romania, etc.

The candidate’s pedagogical activity is also impressive and sufficient from a quantitative

point of view. The candidate Dr. Anna Dimitrova Hristova has been working on a basic



employment contract as an assistant at the Faculty of Law and History of the South-West
University “Neofit Rilski” since January 2005, and since April 2006, she has held the academic
position of ‘chief assistant’. She has led seminar classes in the academic disciplines: “Public
International Law”, “EU Law” for students of full-time and part-time study, as well as lecture
courses in the elective academic disciplines: “Diplomatic and Consular Law”, “Environmental
Law”, “Human Rights Protection” and “Protection of Personal Data in the EU and Third
Countries” and “Protection of Human Rights in the 21st Century” in the Master’s program
“Diplomacy, Digital Society and Security” at the Faculty of Law and History of the South-West
University “Neofit Rilski”. Since 2020, she has been the head of the European Documentation
Center at the Faculty of Law and History. She has participated in a number of international and
national projects, and was an academic mentor to students from the Faculty of Law and History

within the framework of the Student Internships’ project.

In 2006, Dr. Hristova gave lectures in English within the framework of a joint summer
school with the Thracian University “Democritus”, Komotini, Greece, under the INTERREG I
program (Greece - Bulgaria). She is currently a member of the editorial board of the
“International Politics” journal, as well as of the Bulgarian Association for European Studies

(BAES), which should also be highly appreciated and treated with dignity.
Il. Characteristics of the candidate’s scientific and applied scientific production

From the publications presented in the candidate’s list, 1 accept for review the submitted
monograph (“International Legal Aspects of the Right to a Healthy Environment”, Blagoevgrad,
“Neofit Rilski” Publishing House, 2025, 156 p., ISBN 978-954-00-0426-6); two articles
published in publications referenced in SCOPUS database; as well as study and thirteen articles
and reports in Bulgarian and English in the “International Politics” and “Law, Politics,
Administration” journals and other authoritative publications ( in yearbooks, collections of
papers, almanacs, etc.) from conferences held at the Faculty of Law and History of the South-
West University “Neofit Rilski”, the Institute of State and Law at the Bulgarian Academy of

Sciences, the “Nicolae Balcescu” Military Academy, Sibiu, Romania.

In accordance with the requirements of the Law on the State of the Republic of Bulgaria
and the Regulations for its implementation, the candidate has the following scientometric

indicators:



GROUP A. Dissertation for the award of the educational and scientific degree ‘Doctor’ on the
topic: “European Union Policy in the Field of Environment (International Legal Aspects)”,
diploma No. 0113/28.05.2014. — 50 points.

GROUP C. Published monograph, which is presented as the main habilitation work —
“International Legal Aspects of the Right to a Healthy Environment”, Blagoevgrad, “Neofit
Rilski” University, 2025, 156 p., ISBN 978-954-00-0426-6 — 100 points. The monograph is an
in-depth and independent study in Bulgarian international legal science, dedicated to the
evolution and essence of environmental law. At the international legal level, the problem of the
normative regulation and guaranteeing of this type of rights is gaining increasing importance and

is the subject of new discussions, approaches and solutions.

The relevance of the presented habilitation thesis is also reinforced by the fact that in 2022,
the UN General Assembly finally recognized the right to a healthy environment as a universal
human right, which represents the culmination of more than fifty years of development in this
area. The author successfully justifies the need for a comprehensive analysis of the
interrelationship between human rights and environmental protection, emphasizing the role of
local and regional authorities in this process. From a theoretical perspective, the author offers an
in-depth analysis of the evolution of the right to a healthy environment from a theoretical
concept to a recognized fundamental human right, albeit in UN resolutions. This analysis traces
the development of the right through its various stages and identifies key moments in its
establishment. Chapter two, entitled “Climate Change and Human Rights,” focuses on one of the
most pressing aspects of environmental challenges and its relationship with human rights. The
author successfully analyzes the new instruments for the protection of human rights in the

context of climate change and the case-law in this area.

The monograph fits into the context of current debates on the need for a new approach to
environmental challenges that transcends the traditional boundaries between international,
European and national law. This integrated approach is particularly important in light of the UN

2030 Sustainable Development Goals and the European Green Deal.

The methodological approach of the monograph is characterized by scientific validity and

systematicity. The author uses a combination of comparative legal analysis, historical approach,



and functional method in studying international legal instruments. The historical method is
applied in tracing the evolution of the right to a healthy environment from its appearance in

international documents to its modern recognition as a fundamental human right.

The analysis of case-law and specific examples of good practices enrich the theoretical
conclusions with a practical dimension. The author successfully combines doctrinal analysis with
a study of case-law, which makes the study particularly valuable for both the academic
community and the general public. Regarding the case law on the so-called environmental cases
(Agostinho v. Portugal, KlimaSeniorinnen and others) the author rightly notes: “Within this
‘new’ type of litigation, claims based on human rights are emerging as an appropriate strategy.
In these cases claimants typically invoke their fundamental rights to life, to health, to live in a
healthy environment, etc. This type of claim gives courts the opportunity to play a central role in

protecting human rights against the effects of climate change” (pp.106-110).

The presented monographic work “International Legal Aspects of the Right to a Healthy
Environment”, in addition to the above purely scientific contributions to the development of the
international legal doctrine, also has serious scientific and applied contributions and would

contribute to the better implementation of environmental law.

The monographic study is distinguished by a rich scientific apparatus (139 footnotes), as
well as a bibliography that includes sufficient sources in Cyrillic (82) and Latin (178), as well as
normative sources and Internet resources. The presented titles demonstrate the author’s good
knowledge in the field of public international law, but also in the field of European Union law
and the case-law of the Council of Europe.

o According to the indicators in GROUP D, 100 points are required; publications by
the candidate are presented, forming 133 points. All articles that have been submitted for review
are aimed at the problems of international law and human rights; some of them are on the topic
of the author’s monograph, others are with an independent scientific contribution. But all of them
show the purposeful scientific activity of Dr. Anna Hristova, which deserves a high
comprehensive assessment. The overall creative output proves a consistency in scientific and
pedagogical efforts, based on a wider thematic range of interests and an original research
method. It cannot be emphasized that the range of research is located in several different



directions and covers publications on the problems of international legal protection of the right to
a healthy environment at the universal level - in the UN and WHO system, as well as at the
regional level - within the framework of the Council of Europe and the European Union; with the
protection of human rights, incl. of vulnerable groups of persons (in particular migrants, victims,
elderly people). Of particular scientific contribution are the publications dedicated to the status of
the human embryo, as well as the rights of the elderly. Undoubtedly, the publications under No.
6,13,14 from the presented list, related to human rights and the penetration of new technologies
and the protection of personal data, are also of a contributing nature. Dr. Hristova consistently
supports the thesis that international law must adequately respond to these challenges by
developing and strengthening the protection of fundamental human rights, so as to ensure a
dignified human existence in the new economic and technological conditions. The author shares
the view that the right to a healthy environment, in the form in which it is guaranteed by

international law, will continue to be seriously tested.

o GROUP E - 50 are required, 135 points are presented for the candidate. A significant part
of the citations presented for review are from the category of citations in monographs and
collective volumes with scientific review, incl. those in English. In this sense, Dr. Anna
Dimitrova Hristova fully meets the requirements of the law, and with regard to the last group of

scientometric indicators.

o GROUP F — it should be noted that no points are required to occupy the academic

position of ‘associate professor’, but the candidate scores 140 points.

I11. Critical remarks and recommendations

I would recommend that the candidate, in her future publications, continue to focus on
the right to a healthy environment as a fundamental human right and an inalienable part of a
dignified human existence. | share her thesis, which also represents a contributing point, that the
rights of older people deserve special attention and efforts aimed at adopting a convention to
protect their rights and dignity, which also represents a contributing point in the production of
Chief. Assist. Anna Hristova, PhD.

Based on the presented monographic work and the other original scientific publications
by the candidate, as well as considering the diverse pedagogical activity, | declare my
