a dissertation on the topic: *'Strategies for revitalization of the museum as a site of cultural

"Tourism", field of higher education 3 Social, economic and legal sciences, to Simana Zdravkova
Markovska, full-time doctoral student in the doctoral program "Economics and Management in
Tourism", in the Department of "Finance and Accounting™, Faculty of Economics of the South-
West University "Neofit Rilski".

This review was prepared based on the Order of the Rector of the Southwestern University
"Neofit Rilski" - Blagoevgrad No. 1821/12.09.2025. It is composed of seven parts and a
conclusion, including biographical data about the candidate and requirements for his/her
academic and research activities.

I Biographical data about the candidate

The candidate for the award of the ONS "Doctor" was born in 1971 in the town of Dobrich. In
1990, he completed secondary education with intensive study of English at the "Geo Milev"
Language School, Dobrich. In 1996, she obtained a Master's degree in Biochemistry and
Microbiology at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski". Since January 2020, the candidate has
been a doctoral student in tourism at the Department of Finance and Accounting, Faculty of
Economics of Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski". The candidate has undergone a number of
trainings, most of which are in the field of tourism - cultural heritage and cultural tourism,
ecological tourism, rural tourism, etc. The candidate’s list of expert contracts and commitments is
long, including management of tourism projects.

1. Relevance of the topic and general characteristics of the dissertation

The dissertation submitted for review on the topic: "Strategies for the revitalization of the
museum as an object of cultural tourism"/ was developed in accordance with the requirements of
the Act on the Revitalization of the Museum as an Object of Cultural Tourism, the regulations for
its implementation and the university academic standards and requirements.



Structurally, the dissertation work is developed in accordance with the requirements for this type
of research in an introduction, three chapters, conclusion, references and appendices. The
dissertation has a volume of 271 pages of computer-typed text, of which 207 pages are the main
text in three chapters and a conclusion, including 35 tables, additional text - 54 pages of
applications and 10 pages of literary and internet sources.

From a structural and content point of view, the dissertation work meets the topic, criteria,
requirements and specifics of PN 3.9. "Tourism" and the requirements for awarding the
educational and scientific degree "doctor". The grounds for such a conclusion are the following:

0 The dissertation reflects the candidate’s in-depth scientific knowledge in the field of culture,
cultural heritage and cultural tourism.

0 The results of the conducted research factually enrich the theory in the field of cultural tourism,
offer a thorough critical analysis of the legal and regulatory basis of tourism, as well as strategic
documents for tourism development, identifying gaps in the development of cultural tourism,

o The dissertation demonstrates the candidate's ability to apply adequate modern methods and
tools corresponding to the formulated goals and objectives, specifically a set of methods,
including observation, case study, comparison, interview, induction and deduction, analysis and
synthesis, in-depth interview, induction and deduction, analysis and synthesis.

The work addresses an important and current problem for the tourism industry, such as the
transformation of cultural heritage into tourist attractions in order to generate financial resources
for its maintenance, preservation and improvement of the qualities of the cultural sites. This
practical problem is also related to a deficit of scientifically based strategic approaches to
creating a quality and competitive cultural tourism product, as well as a scientifically based
national policy for the development of this important sub-sector in tourism.

The object and subject are clearly stated, the purpose of the study is precisely defined with a
focus on methodological issues in researching strategies for revitalizing the museum as an object
of cultural tourism. The reviewer makes a critical note regarding the term revitalization, whose
semantic meaning is related to restoration, and in terms of cultural tourism it is about
transforming these cultural sites from sites for general cultural interaction into sites for tourist
consumption. Of the six research tasks listed, the reviewer does not accept the first and third —
they are mandatory steps in any research process.

I11.  Scientific areas and problems developed in the dissertation work

This study fills a gap in establishing the natural connection between museum and cultural
tourism, outlining strategic approaches to the market realization of museums. This is the
scientific contribution of the developed dissertation work.

In the first theoretical chapter "Parameters of development and status of museums as objects of
cultural tourism", the author demonstrates a very good knowledge of the theoretical concepts of
museums as cultural objects, the Bulgarian legal framework relating to museums, the evolution of
the museum as an institution, as well as the conceptual framework for its functioning, the




strategic documents related to the development of museums, developed by international
organizations determining policies in the field of culture, cultural heritage and cultural tourism,
for example UNESCO, on the basis of which it makes a critical review and identifies significant
gaps, including in the scientific service of practice. A successful comparative analysis of the
definitions of cultural tourism has been made, revealing their scope and content.

Chapter two focuses on the methods for researching existing strategies for the revitalization of
the museum as a cultural tourism site. The emphasis is placed on the interpretation of cultural and
natural heritage, specifically on the "interpretative triangle", describing the relationships between
the main participants in the process of cultural interaction in the "tourist-cultural site” system. A
concise, logically sound analysis is made regarding the evolutionary features of cultural tourism.
A complete overview of the role of international organizations, directly and indirectly related to
the development of cultural tourism, is presented. A critical review of the legal and regulatory
framework for tourism, as well as strategic documents for tourism development, was also
conducted, identifying gaps in the development of cultural tourism,

In chapter three, "Choosing a strategy to improve the effectiveness and parameters of presenting
the museum as an object of cultural tourism," the author conducts an evaluation study of
museums in countries outside Bulgaria and in Bulgaria. The evaluation is carried out by 2
experts, one of whom is the author of this work, according to five criteria, which are evaluated on
a 5-point evaluation scale. The final score is calculated as the arithmetic mean between the two
experts' scores. The overall score, according to the reviewer, is not justified - it is not stated on
the basis of what regularity it is made. We find the analysis of the results insufficiently detailed.
Some of the author's declarations remain in the shadows, without explanation, for example, that
the legislation sets "inappropriate requirements for the change and/or development of new
permanent exhibitions" However, the results of the study have scientific value and reveal
significant features in the activities of museums and their degree of orientation towards the tourist
market. We believe that the author's proposed (Framework) strategy for revitalizing the museum
as an object of cultural tourism should be based on a theoretical model/concept or the one
proposed by the author should be substantiated. But, in our opinion, the local population, the
bearer of socio-cultural capital, is missing from the external environmental factors.

IV.  Reliability of the results and analysis and their scientific, theoretical and applied
value.

Overall, the reviewer's assessment of the content of the dissertation is positive. The candidate has
purposefully collected information necessary in volume and closely related to the topic for
conducting the research, no unnecessary repetitions have been noticed, logically connects the
individual parts of the dissertation work, and is well versed in the system of facts, concepts, and
terms.

The results of the study do not raise any doubts about their scientific value. They support the
subject of the dissertation, which concerns the possibilities and prospects for revitalization
(according to the reviewer - transformation) of cultural sites into tourist attractions.

We believe that the candidate has succeeded in achieving the goal set in the dissertation.



V. Scientific and applied contributions of the dissertation work
The dissertation provides evidence of scientific and applied contributions.

1/ Theoretically — the conducted evaluation study of museums in countries outside Bulgaria
and in Bulgaria, respectively, the results obtained enrich the theory of the development of
museums as cultural sites and their market orientation towards tourism, they also have factual
significance

2/ In methodological terms — the author justifies an adequate methodological framework
including a method for identifying the degree of readiness of the museum for its
transformation from a general cultural to a tourist site.

3/ In practical terms — the dissertation has a strong practical and applied contribution, offering
a conceptual framework for transforming museums into an attractive product of cultural
tourism.

VI. Critical notes

| believe that the dissertation, with his work, contributes to expanding and deepening research
in the field of cultural tourism, and in particular in the field of cultural and tourist attractions
and strategic approaches to their effective use for tourism purposes.

Essentially, I have no particular critical remarks, apart from a pointed note regarding the
terminological precision of the title.

The dissertation candidate should deepen his/her scientific research regarding the role of
factors from the immediate external environment of the tourism system - this is about the role
of the local community as a bearer of socio-cultural capital, which is a key factor in
transforming cultural sites into tourist attractions.

The results of the studies, specifically the in-depth interviews, should be presented in a more
generalized manner, systematized by a set of basic characteristics with conclusions by the
author.

Technical layout — some of the figures do not have adequate legends and are difficult to read,
for example, Fig. 36 — to 59.

What does the author think about the statistical monitoring of museums in terms of
registering tourist and general cultural visits?
