The opinion was prepared and presented on the basis of the order of the
Deputy. the rector of the Research Institute of the South-West University "Neofit
Rilski" - Blagoevgrad No. 1821/12.09.2025 on determining the composition of the
scientific jury and the decisions of its first meeting (Minutes No. 1/23.09.2025)

It complies with the requirements of the Law on the Scientific and Research
Committee of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation and
the Rules for the conditions and procedure for acquiring scientific degrees and
occupying academic positions at the South-West University.

General characteristics, structure, content and relevance of the dissertation
work

The topic 1s relevant and socially significant in the context of the dynamic
development of cultural tourism and the need for new approaches in the management
of museum institutions. The dissertation correctly takes into account changes in
consumer behavior and the introduction of the so-called "experience economy", in
which the cultural tourist seeks active participation and empathy, and not just passive
observation.

The museum is seen not only as a guardian of cultural heritage, but also as an

active participant in the tourism market, capable of offering authentic experiences.



The main goal is clearly formulated, specific and achievable. The tasks are
logically structured and cover the entire process of scientific research. The object and
subject of research are clearly indicated. The research thesis is innovative and
convincingly argued.

The methodological tools are rich, adequate, correctly selected in relation to
the subject of research and include a combination of classical and contemporary
methods.

The breadth of the empirical base is impressive — over 70 international
museums from 16 countries and 25 regional historical museums in Bulgaria. This
gives a high representativeness and international context to the analysis.

The experiment conducted at RIM — Blagoevgrad demonstrates an original
and applicable contribution, as it tests the principles of interpretation in a real
museum environment with the participation of various audiences.

The exposition is clear, well-argued and consistent, and the literature used
(190 sources) shows broad scientific awareness and ability for critical synthesis.

Among the significant contributions of the dissertation are:

1. Creation of a conceptual framework for a strategy for the revitalization of
museums as objects of cultural tourism,;

2. Adaptation and application of the “Heritage Interpretation” method in Bulgarian
context;

3. Identification of six international strategic models for museum development and
their comparison to the Bulgarian experience;

4. Empirical study of 25 regional historical museums, which offers an analytical view
of their positioning in the tourist market;

5. Development and testing of an experimental interpretative exhibition — a practical
contribution with potential for implementation in museum activities.

Some constructive remarks can be made:



* The analysis of Bulgarian museum practice could include more financial and
managerial aspects;

* More specific quantitative data on the economic effect of the proposed strategies
would be useful;

* In the final part, the comparative analysis between various international approaches
and Bulgarian realities could be enhanced.

These remarks do not decrease the value of the work, but only outline
opportunities for its future development.

Simana Markovska's dissertation is an independent, in-depth, original and
professional study, which demonstrates a high level of scientific maturity,
methodological culture and analytical thinking.

The abstract fully reflects the content of the dissertation. The 5 publications
presented are sufficient in number and reflect the topic of the dissertation.

Conclusion

I declare with conviction that the presented dissertation fully meets the
requirements for acquiring the educational and scientific degree "doctor" in
professional field 3.9. Tourism.

Bearing in mind the above and considering the rich professional biography of
the PhD student during the last 25 years I propose to the Honorable Members of the
