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This opinion has been prepared as part of the procedure for the public defense of Simana
Zdravkova Markovska, a full-time PhD candidate at the Department of Tourism, Faculty of
Economics, South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, Blagoevgrad.

The basis for submitting this opinion is my participation as a member of the scientific
jury for the defense of the dissertation, in accordance with Order No. 1821/12.09.2025 issued
by the Rector of SWU “Neofit Rilski” for conducting the procedure for awarding the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in professional field 3.9 “Tourism”, doctoral
programme “Economics and Management of Tourism.”

As part of the procedure, the doctoral candidate submitted her dissertation, an abstract
in both Bulgarian and English and doctoral student’s CV. The abstract includes a list of
publications and a summary of the contributions resulting from the research. All materials have
been provided in electronic format. An authenticity report from iThenticate program, were
attached.

I. Summary Presentation of the Dissertation

The dissertation consists of 271 pages and includes lists of figures, tables, abbreviations,
an introduction (9 pages), a main text of 184 pages structured in three chapters and a conclusion,
followed by references and seven appendices. The bibliography comprises 190 information
sources — 68 in Cyrillic and 122 in Latin script, including 66 internet sources. The text also
contains 59 figures and 35 tables.



Chapter One, entitled “Parameters of Development and the Status of Museums as
Objects of Cultural Tourism,” consists of two sections that explore the theoretical foundations
and development of cultural tourism at both national and global levels, as well as the conceptual
framework and evolution of the museum as an institution.

Chapter Two addresses methodological issues in studying strategies for revitalizing
museums as objects of cultural tourism. It contains three sections:

e Methods for examining existing strategies for the revitalization and/or positioning of
museums on the cultural tourism market;

o Interpretation of cultural and natural heritage;
o Choice of strategy for revitalizing the museum as an object of cultural tourism.

Chapter Three, entitled “Selection of a Strategy for Improving the Effectiveness and
Presentation Parameters of the Museum as an Object of Cultural Tourism,” also includes three
sections discussing existing strategies for realization and/or revitalization of museums, an
experiment in applying heritage interpretation tools in a museum setting, and strategic
guidelines for revitalization of museums as objects of cultural tourism.

The relevance and significance of the research topic are clearly presented in the
introduction. In the context of the specific features of museums as institutions and their
audiences as tourists, the topicality of this study — focused on strategies for museum
revitalization within cultural tourism — is convincingly justified.

The research aim and thesis are linked to revealing the potential for developing
museums in the cultural tourism market through the proposal of a revitalization strategy. The
main goal of the dissertation is operationalized into six specific research tasks.

The object of study is the museum as an institution in relation to cultural tourism,
emphasizing its defined societal role and the effects of socio-economic changes.

The subject of study involves strategic approaches applicable to museums for their
revitalization as cultural tourism objects. The research focuses on a selected regional history
museum and its management through the tools of heritage interpretation. Particular attention is
paid to assessing the effects of interpretation through an experiment conducted in a real museum
environment.

The dissertation demonstrates logical coherence, a sound structure, and a balanced
division among the three chapters, with respective lengths of 48, 39, and 94 standard pages.

The summarized presentation of the dissertation is reflected in the author’s abstract,
which consists of 56 pages in Bulgarian and 52 pages in English. It correctly describes the
structure of the research, presents the contributions, and lists the related publications.

I1. Evaluation of the Scientific and Practical Results and Contributions

Simana Markovska has formulated five scientific and applied contributions, which
provide an important addition to the understanding and practice of museums in their natural



role as objects of cultural tourism. These contributions are the personal achievement of the
doctoral candidate.

The high assessment of this substantial dissertation is primarily due to the exploration
of different strategic approaches to the successful positioning of museums in the cultural
tourism market, as well as the systematic and summarized results of a comparative evaluation
of 24 regional history museums in Bulgaria, analyzed according to five relevant criteria —
hospitality, accessibility, exhibitions, visitor services, and activities of these cultural
institutions.

Based on the results obtained, the doctoral candidate formulates strategic guidelines to
support museum revitalization in the cultural tourism market through the use of heritage
interpretation methods and tools. To maximize the practical effect of the research activity, a
Framework Strategy for the Revitalization of Museums as Objects of Cultural Tourism
has been prepared, applicable to all museums at all levels of management.

The PhD candidate has presented five publications related to the dissertation — two
individual and three co-authored with her scientific supervisor, including two in English.
Through these publications, Simana Markovska meets the requirements for the necessary
scientometric indicators for the awarding of the educational and scientific degree “Doctor.”

III. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

While highly appreciating the achievements of the dissertation, I believe that Simana
Markovska could continue and deepen her research in the field of strategies for museum
revitalization as a tool for cultural tourism development.

The main remark concerns the formatting of the dissertation. It would be beneficial to
ensure consistent numbering and organization of figures and tables in the three chapters. For
example, on page 55, Table 7 is titled “Number of Museums in Bulgaria for the Period 2014—
2019, ” whereas the table itself covers the period “2014-2023.”

It is also necessary to indicate data sources throughout. For instance, in Chapter Two,
Section 3, the sources below Tables 16 and 17 are missing, even though the text clarifies that
the data were systematized by the author. Similar omissions occur in Chapter Three, Section 1
(Tables 18-35 and Figures 16-20) and Section 2 (Figures 24—59), where, for example, Figure
52 on page 180 should be numbered Figure 53, as indicated on page 6 in the list of figures and
tables.

It would also be positive if each chapter concluded with a summary of key findings.

I recommend that the doctoral candidate continue publishing the results of her research
in reputable international peer-reviewed and indexed journals, which would help promote
her original ideas within the scientific community.

Question to the candidate:

1. Inyour opinion, what are the main development perspectives for museum tourism given
the available resources of so-called specialized (thematic) museums in Bulgaria and
abroad?
