I. Summary Information on the Doctoral Candidate, Dissertation, and Related
Scientific Output

In January 2020, Simana Markovska was enrolled as a full-time doctoral
student. The candidate has been studying in the Department of Tourism, Faculty of
Economics, at Southwest University “Neofit Rilski” in the scientific specialty
Economics and Management of Tourism, professional field 3.9 Tourism, within the
higher education area 3. Social, Economic, and Legal Sciences.

The presented biographical information reveals that PhD candidate
Markovska possesses extensive and substantial expert experience in tourism gained
in her capacities as a trainer, consultant, and project manager. Since 1997, she has
served as Chairperson of the Pirin Tourism Forum, further confirming her long-
standing professional engagement. Among her primary professional interests is the
interpretation of cultural and natural heritage, which logically determines the choice
of her dissertation topic and aligns directly with the subject, objectives, and scope of
the research. The presented dissertation investigates a significant and insufficiently
studied topic in Bulgaria, and the author’s expertise provides a solid foundation for
producing a high-quality and scientifically grounded study.

The dissertation consists of 271 pages. The main text (206 pages) includes
extensive illustrative material, comprising 59 figures and 35 tables. Additionally, the



dissertation contains a bibliography (10 pages), seven appendices (53 pages), a list
of abbreviations (2 pages), and a list of figures and tables (5 pages). The
bibliographic apparatus includes 190 sources, of which 27 are in Cyrillic, 84 in Latin
script, 13 are normative documents, and 66 are electronic sources in Bulgarian and
English.

The dissertation structure is logically coherent and corresponds to the
comprehensive development of the research problem in view of achieving the stated
aim. It comprises three chapters, an introduction, and a conclusion. Considering the
extensive scope of the study, the largest part is the third chapter, which discusses the
choice of strategy to enhance the effectiveness of museum presentation as a cultural
tourism destination. In the first chapter, the theoretical foundations and the
development of cultural tourism at global and national levels are examined, as well
as the conceptual framework and historical evolution of the museum as an institution.
The second chapter presents and systematizes the methodological approaches and
key research parameters for analyzing museum revitalization strategies in the context
of cultural tourism.

The topic is particularly relevant, as contemporary tourists demonstrate
specific needs and seek forms of experience that go beyond passive observation,
involving active participation, co-experiencing, and accumulation of personal
impressions and memories. Integrating heritage interpretation into museum visits
adds value to the tourist experience and corresponds to the changing attitudes and
expectations of modern tourists. The object and subject of the study are correctly
defined. The dissertation main goal is clearly formulated and justified, and the six
associated research tasks logically reflect the structure of the study conducted by the
doctoral candidate. The research thesis is precisely formulated focusing on heritage
interpretation as an effective approach for museum revitalization.

The methodological framework has been developed in accordance with the
stated research objectives and is based on a functional-structural approach. Its design
adheres to the principles of applicability, realism, and accessibility. The research
process employs heterogeneous scientific methods ensuring a comprehensive
analytical approach, including observation, case study, comparative analysis,
interviews, inductive and deductive reasoning, as well as analysis and synthesis.
Particular emphasis is placed on the experiment, both as a general scientific method
and as a form of observation conducted under specially organized and controlled
conditions.

Doctoral candidate Simana Markovska has consulted an impressive range of
literature, which forms a solid scientific foundation for the research. Source citation
is accurate and fully compliant with the standards of scientific ethics.

The five presented publications — two authored independently and three co-
authored, reflect the candidate’s actual scientific achievements and disseminate the
dissertation results to the academic and professional community. These publications
exceed the minimum national requirements for obtaining a PhD degree, with PhD
candidate Markovska achieving a total of 55 points.



I1. Evaluation of the Scientific and Applied Results and Contributions

The methodology is scientifically grounded, well-structured, and aligns with
the objectives of the dissertation. The obtained results exhibit a clear scientific and
applied character and provide a solid basis for formulating well-founded
recommendations regarding the revitalization of the museum in the context of
cultural tourism.
