Information about the doctoral applicant

Daniela Hristova Draleva graduated from the master's program Philosophy at South-
West University “Neofit Rilski” in the period 1994-1998. In the period 2022 - 2025 she has
been a doctoral student in the professional field 2.3. Philosophy, in the doctoral program
“History of Philosophy” at the Department of Philosophical and Political Sciences, Faculty of
Philosophy, South-West University “Neofit Rilski”. She is employed as a teacher at VII
Secondary School “Kuzman Shapkarev” in Blagoevgrad. The candidate meets the minimum
scientometric requirements in the Regulations for the Application of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria. Seven publications related
to the topic of the dissertation are presented; they have been published in peer-reviewed
academic outlets included in the National Reference List, and one of the articles appears in
the journal of Philosophy, indexed in WoS. The doctoral candidate has also taken part in
numerous conferences, seminars, and other scholarly events.

General characteristics of the dissertation and the materials presented

The submitted dissertation comprises 290 pages and includes an introduction, two
chapters, a conclusion, and a bibliography. The text specifies the scientific contributions as
well as the publications related to the dissertation topic. The bibliography consists of 247
sources, of which 131 are in Bulgarian, 74 in English, 6 in German, and 36 in Russian.



The topic of the dissertation is significant and well justified, as the ideas of Descartes
and Leibniz form the foundation of the modern scientific worldview. In the presented text,
the object, subject, and main thesis of the research are clearly defined, while the importance
of the metaphysical foundations in the formation of modern science in the seventeenth
century is consistently argued. The formulated thesis is theoretically grounded and
methodologically sound, and the focus on Descartes and Leibniz is logically motivated within
the context of the rationalist tradition.

The dissertation offers a coherent and well-structured study of the philosophical
doctrines of Descartes and Leibniz, tracing their impact on the development of modern
science and metaphysics. The analysis is well-reasoned, theoretically substantiated, and
demonstrates a comprehensive understanding of the early modern philosophical context. The
conclusions are clearly formulated and correspond to the stated aims of the research.

Chapter One is conceptually well structured and convincingly outlines the
transformation of scientific thought in the seventeenth century. The doctoral candidate
presents a well-argued account of the crucial role of the Cartesian method in shaping the new
criteria of scientific validity. The exposition demonstrates a solid understanding of the
philosophical and scientific context of the period, clearly presenting the interrelations
between metaphysics, mathematics, and natural philosophy, and tracing their influence on the
development of the classical scientific paradigm. The text is analytical, coherent, and
successfully integrates historical-philosophical overview with conceptual precision.

Chapter Two offers an in-depth and well-reasoned analysis of the relationship
between faith and reason in the context of early modern metaphysics. The doctoral candidate
skillfully traces the development of the concepts of mind, understanding, intellect, and
consciousness in the works of Descartes, Leibniz, and their contemporaries, demonstrating
both divergences and points of convergence between the two philosophical systems. The
analytical approach and the consistent tracing of these concepts up to the Kantian
transcendental tradition lend the chapter conceptual completeness and argumentative
strength.

3. Contributions of the dissertation work
