A brief biography of the candidate

Silvia Margaritova Petrova was born in Sofia in 1979. She graduated with
a Bachelor's degree in Cultural Studies from Sofia University "St. Kliment
Ohridski" in 2002. She obtained a Master's degree in Cultural Anthropology
from the same university in 2004 and a doctorate in Social Communication and
Information Sciences in 2010. In 2013, Dr Petrova won a competition at South-
West University 'Neofit Rilski', where she is currently a senior lecturer in the
Department of Cultural Studies. She is the scientific editor of the journals
Philosophy and Foreign Language Teaching, published by the National
Publishing House Az-Buki of the Ministry of Education and Science, which are

referenced by Web of Science.

Characteristics of the candidate's scientific and applied scientific output

All works submitted by the candidate are accepted for evaluation.

Dr Silvia Petrova is participating in the competition with her monograph,
'New Media and Post-Truth'. In it, she aims to provide a comprehensive
overview and in-depth analysis of the post-truth phenomenon in new social
media. The monograph examines the post-truth phenomenon in a consistent,
systematic and problem-oriented manner, setting itself the ambitious goal of

reconsidering key issues in contemporary social and political science from a



fresh perspective. The monograph consists of five substantial chapters, each
with several subchapters. The author has detailed knowledge of virtually all
significant world literature on the subject, which she examines and evaluates
thoroughly and critically. Another valuable aspect of this work is that it is the
result of many years of intensive research into new media, the social and
ideological contexts in which they operate, their intended uses, the strategies
that unfold within them and their impact.

This monograph demonstrates that, unlike anyone else in Bulgaria, Silvia
Petrova has thoroughly grasped the various issues and challenges posed by new
media, capturing their implications for democratic society in the era of
globalisation and new technologies. It is important to note that the author does
not limit her study of post-truth and new social media to an in-depth review of
existing literature on the subject — a huge achievement in itself — but also
considers the topic from a philosophical, social and political science
perspective. Rather, this critical review serves as a starting point for her own
research, guided by the specifics of the post-truth issue from philosophical,
social, and political science perspectives, and based on her observations of post-
truth's concrete manifestations in new Bulgarian media. This also involves
carrying out original research based on a critical assessment of the literature and
a specific study of the contemporary Bulgarian media environment,
problematising the issue of post-truth through the interaction between theory
and contemporary media practices. This allows Dr Petrova to analyse,
reconstruct and critically reflect on some of the most significant social and
cultural changes in the contemporary world, which I consider to be a
fundamental strength of this work. I also find merit in the author's desire to
stimulate the active involvement of the reader by presenting various theoretical
positions and specific media practices in a comprehensive and critical manner.
This engages the reader in a lively discussion on important social, political and

cultural issues. Dr Petrova presents the process of generating post-truth in new



media with precision and clarity, providing a subtle analysis and original
interpretation of its manifestations in Bulgarian new media. She places these
manifestations in the broader cultural and political context of contemporary
global society and offers a systematic and critical perspective on them, shedding
new light on the phenomenon of 'post-truth'. Silvia Petrova has written a
brilliant study that sheds light on the dark sides of the genesis of post-truth and
its different roles in new media. Her monograph is undoubtedly innovative and
valuable.

In her other publications, Dr Silvia Petrova conducts in-depth and
innovative research into various issues related to the role and place of new
media in contemporary culture. These issues include post-publicity, trolling as a
form of political and cultural discourse, citizen journalism modelling, and the
transformation of the journalism profession. She analyses the results of her
empirical research on post-truth politics and new visual practices in the
Bulgarian media landscape. Dr Petrova has successfully developed a
philosophical-cultural model of the relationship between nutrition, lifestyle and
identity in the digital age. She analyses new myths in contemporary media
culture, such as the eco-bio myth, and the portrayal of the exotic in popular

culture and on social networks.

Contributions to scientific, applied scientific and teaching activities

The following contributions are evident in the candidate's work:

1)  Scientific and theoretical contributions:

In the monograph 'New Media and Post-Truth', Silvia Petrova:

- Conceptualises post-truth as a cultural and media phenomenon;

- Makes a detailed distinction between post-truth and related concepts,
such as fake news, disinformation, propaganda, rumours and conspiracy
narratives;

- Develops the concept of 'agents of post-truth communication';



- Shows how new media, algorithms and an emotionalised political style
transform the regime of truth and trust in institutions;

- Develops the original concept of 'post-publicity’;

- Develops a theoretical model of post-truth politics;

- Theorises trolling as political and cultural discourse;

- Provides a model of citizen journalism and the transformation of the
journalism profession in a post-truth situation

2)  Scientific-empirical and applied contributions

In ,,New Media and Post-Truth® and other materials presented in the
competition, Dr. Silvia Petrova conducts an empirical analysis of post-truth
politics and political performances in the Bulgarian media flow and conducts
empirical research on new visual practices such as Snapchat, augmented reality,
and the post-visual era.

3) Interdisciplinary cultural contributions (culture, media, philosophy)

Dr. Silvia Petrova develops a philosophical-cultural model for the
relationship between food, lifestyle, and identity in the digital era and analyzes
new myths in contemporary media culture—the eco-bio myth and images of the
exotic in popular culture and social networks. Her monograph and articles
consistently apply and argue for an interdisciplinary approach situated between
cultural studies, public communications and media, and philosophy. It combines
media studies, critical theory, philosophy of language, discourse analysis, visual
studies, and qualitative empirical methods (analysis of media texts, online
content, visual materials).

4) Contributions to teaching

Silvia Petrova is an experienced and dedicated teacher. She teaches a
variety of compulsory and elective courses, including "Radio and Culture",
"Visual Media", "Visual Culture", "Periodicals and Culture", "Cultural Heritage
and Cultural Identity", "Fundamentals of Advertising" and "Media and

Audience", among others. The content of these courses covers the relationship



between culture and media in a comprehensive and in-depth manner. At the
same time, the courses are clear and accessible, providing students with the
necessary media literacy to enable them to understand and critically analyse the
dynamic processes in contemporary media. Dr Petrova presents the main topics
in the relationship between media and culture in a consistent, systematic and
problem-oriented manner, examining them through the lens of key theories and
recent developments in contemporary social and political sciences.

The aforementioned contributions are entirely the work of the candidate. I
rate the candidate's teaching, pedagogical, research and applied activities
extremely highly. In her teaching, Dr Silvia Petrova develops innovative,
interactive training methods. Her research is of a high scientific standard. Her
teaching and research activities have both made an undeniable contribution to
the field of contemporary culture and media, the theme of this competition.

I have no critical comments on the reviewed works because I find their
presentation, analyses, summaries, methodology, results and level of literary

awareness to be of the highest scientific standard.

Conclusion

The documents and materials submitted by Dr Silvia Margaritova Petrova
fulfil all the criteria set out in the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria, its associated regulations, and the regulations of SWU.
Dr Silvia Petrova meets all the minimum national and additional requirements
of SWU 'Neofit Rilski' for the academic position of 'associate professor’,
achieving a total score of 830 points (requirement: 415).

The candidate has submitted a sufficient number of materials published
after those used in defence of the doctoral degree. The candidate's works contain
original scientific and applied contributions. Her theoretical developments are
practically applicable, with a significant proportion being directly oriented

towards teaching and the topic of the current competition. Silvia Petrova's



scientific and teaching qualifications are beyond doubt.

In summary, the works submitted for the competition address some of the
most important and topical issues in cultural studies. Dr Petrova's research and
teaching activities unequivocally reveal great erudition, breadth of research
horizons, analytical thinking and innovation. The scientific jury is presented
with the candidacy of one of our leading specialists in media culture, who has
extensive research and teaching experience.

Having reviewed the materials and scientific works submitted for the
competition and analysed their significance, as well as the scientific and applied
contributions they contain, I am confident in giving my unequivocal positive
assessment. I recommend that the Scientific Jury prepare a report proposing the
appointment of Silvia Margaritova Petrova to the academic position of
