REVIEW
by Prof. Stiliyan Yotov, Doctor of Science, member of the scientific jury
in a competition for the academic position of Associate Professor in PF
3.1. Sociology, Anthropology and Cultural Sciences (Culture and Media),
announced by the South-West University "Neofit Rilski" in the State
Gazette No. 82 0of 07.10.2025.

Regarding : the scientific, applied scientific and professional-academic activities
and production presented by the participants in the competition

Candidate No. 1. Silvia Margaritova Petrova

I. Summary of the candidate's scientific output and activities. The only
candidate, Dr. Silvia Petrova, participated in the competition with two
monographs, one in the role of a habilitation thesis, with one study and with
fifteen articles published after the defense of her doctorate (2001), ten of them
indexed. According to her autobiography, she is giving as a senior assistant a
number of important lecture courses and seminars in various programs of the
Southwestern University at the bachelor's and master's level, with 12 years of
experience, mostly in the field of cultural and media sciences, and works as a
scientific editor at the National Publishing House "Az-buki". The references show
that Silvia Petrova is actively involved in the educational process, has experience
in participating in national and international research projects, has carried out
scientific supervision of a doctoral student, and is active in important public
academic forums in our country and abroad.

I1. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions
of the creative production submitted for participation in the competition.
Dr. Petrova's publications, along with references to citations, show regularity of
the candidate's contributions to science, participation in significant discussions,
purposeful activities and consistency in defending her own positions. She is an
established lecturer who develops and maintains at a high and current level the
content of the university courses she gives; participates in research projects
concerning important aspects of public life such as education, media

environment, digital communications, stereotypes of perception experiences.
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The results of these activities express, on the one hand, the recognizable
profiling of a media expert and, on the other, the interdisciplinary competencies
for revealing the social and political contexts underlying the current
transformations of communication and public sphere. The candidate embodies a
happy combination of heightened sensitivity and scientific precision, enviable
awareness, and the ability to maintain high standards in proving theses and their
practical applicability. All of this clearly testifies to Silvia Petrova's scientific
potential and stabilizes expectations for future development and productivity.
Against this background, Dr. Petrova's habilitation work New Media and
Post-Truth (2024) is an understandable continuation of her long-term research in
the fields of new media and a kind of culmination in her work as a specialist who
is fully familiar with the achievements of world literature on this topic. In
confirmation of the self-assessment of her contributions, I will emphasize three
aspects. (1) This is an independently creative and original work, combining a
diverse methodology and uniting multiple scientific fields and levels of
knowledge. What impresses me most is the derivation or setting of the research
topic of post-truth with the help of philosophical (or even sociological) concepts
such as those of Hannah Arendt and Jiirgen Habermas, of Michel Foucault and
Jean Baudrillard, of Harry Frankfurt. Equally reliable and convincing are the
author's specialized analyses dedicated to communication networks and social
media, the actors in them, their attitudes, activities, goals and the scope of
effectiveness. Thanks to this, Dr. Petrova's monograph stands out among similar
publications in Bulgarian dedicated to post-truth and fake news. (2) The study
offers many subtle conceptual distinctions in examining complex and interacting
phenomena in the field of the new media environment; often reconstructed with
contradictory terminology or standing in the descriptions of vivid findings. In this
case, we are dealing with an approach of well-mastered scientific distance, in
which the enrichment of available knowledge is not at the expense of its precision.
(3) Silvia Petrova's book is very well organized and structured, written in clear
language, accessible to both the generations of traditional and new media. All this
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gives it the character of a reading that will be useful not only in science, but also
for teaching and for enhancing general culture.

III. Critical notes and recommendations.

The only deficiency I would point out concerns the problem of the erasure
of the roles of the author and the audience, characteristic of new networks and
social media, and hence the consequences for the responsibility of their messages.
Which I recommend for development in future projects.

I do not stand in conflict of interests with the candidate. I know Silvia
Petrova from conferences where she speaks with precision in her presentation,
ability to attract the audience's attention and defend her theses. I am convinced that
her habilitation will allow her to participate even more fully in the scientific life of
Southwestern University and the scientific community in our country.

IV. Conclusion. The candidate's contributions both in research activities
and in the establishment of cultural and media sciences in university education and
in public life in our country give me reason to believe that in this case all the
requirements of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria , provided for habilitation, have been met. As a result of the review of all
pedagogical and research qualities highlighted above, I give my positive opinion
and I unequivocally believe that Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Silvia Margaritova
Petrova deserves to be elected as Associate Professor of Sociology, Anthropology

and Cultural Sciences (Culture and Media) at Southwestern University "Neofit
