I. Summary data on the candidate’s scientific output and activity

The scientific output with which the candidate participates in the
competition for the academic position of Associate Professor meets and even
exceeds the minimum national requirements, as well as the additional
requirements of South-West University. Dr. Silvia Petrova has presented two
monographs, one extended study, and fifteen scholarly articles, three of which are
indexed in Web of Science and one in Scopus. In thematic terms, Dr. Petrova’s
publication activity fully corresponds to the profile of the announced competition.

Dr. Petrova has participated as an expert in three national and three
international research projects funded by prestigious donor organizations such as
the Konrad Adenauer Foundation, the America for Bulgaria Foundation, the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), etc. At present, Dr. Petrova teaches
ten lecture courses in the three BA programmes of the Department of Cultural
Studies (SWU), each of which is relevant to the thematic field of the announced
competition.

The candidate is a cited and well-recognized scholar in academic circles,
with indisputable expertise in the field of cultural and media studies, as evidenced

by the documentation she has submitted.



I1. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the
creative output submitted for the competition

The scientific results and contributions of the candidate have both
fundamental-theoretical and applied-practical significance. Her studies of
contemporary phenomena such as post-truth, post-publicity, trolling, infodemic,
and lifestyle are distinguished by analytical originality, innovative argumentation,
and a clearly expressed applied orientation.

They enrich existing knowledge in the field of media theory and
contemporary cultural studies, while at the same time introducing a new research
perspective on the study of changes in the media space and the ways in which
media content is produced, disseminated, and consumed in an environment where
the formation of public opinion is based more on emotions, personal beliefs, and

biases than on an objective assessment of facts.

III. Critical remarks and recommendations

The concept of “post-truth” and its broad-spectrum interpretation occupies
a central place in the scientific output presented by Dr. Petrova. She approaches
this topic with exceptional attention and interest, which I hope will soon lead her
to the no less topical issue of post-truth in the context of the Al revolution and the
questions arising from it: Who bears responsibility for Al-generated
disinformation? What happens to critical thinking when Al explains everything?
What may be the consequences of the passive consumption of persuasively
sounding explanations? 1 hope that in some of her future research Dr. Petrova will
also focus on this, in my view, highly significant topic, as a researcher with her
competencies in this field is precisely the one who can provide convincing

answers to the questions associated with it.

IV. Conclusion

Chief Assistant Professor Silvia Petrova, PhD, participates in the



competition with a body of scientific output that, in terms of scientometric
indicators, exceeds the requirements for holding the academic position of
Associate Professor. She demonstrates exceptionally in-depth knowledge of the
topic of her habilitation work and excellent orientation in a scientific problem area
that is insufficiently studied in Bulgaria and has an interdisciplinary character.
The scientific output she has presented is original and makes a significant
contribution to Bulgarian science. A particularly strong impression in her research
is made by the combination of a high degree of competence and stylistic clarity,
with which complex scientific concepts belonging to different intellectual
traditions are contextualized, connected, differentiated, and reconstructed. The
candidate’s professional skills are also clearly evident from her extensive
scholarly-compilatory, scholarly-editorial, teaching, and project-related activities.

Taken as a whole, the submitted works meet the requirements for
acquiring the academic position of Associate Professor in the relevant
professional field and are fully consistent with the profile of the announced
competition. The overall activity, results, and contributions of the candidate
provide me with every reason to give a positive assessment of her application and
to propose that the scientific jury vote “in favour” of her appointment as
Associate Professor in Professional Field 3.1. Sociology, Anthropology and

Cultural Studies (Culture and Media).
