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1. General characteristics of the dissertation.

The dissertation proposed for opinion is structured in an introduction, an exposition in four
chapters and a conclusion. The total volume of the study is 172 pages and consists of an
introduction, 3 chapters, a conclusion and a bibliography. The author has indicated 75 literary
sources as the basis of his work, mainly in English, which is understandable given the goals and
directions of the dissertation. The entire study is fully relevant to the goals set at the beginning,
is engaged with a clearly expressed philosophical and philosophical-educational perspective in
a scientific-theoretical and practical-applied plan and in this sense fully corresponds to the main
research idea and doctoral program in which it was developed. The scientific problem under
consideration is topical and has a variety of dimensions, which are reflected in the entire
dissertation text. The abstract is very detailed, has the necessary requisites, is wonderfully
structured and faithfully and comprehensively conveys the content of the dissertation. The
doctoral candidate has attached a list of three publications on the topic in scientific collections
or peer-reviewed periodicals. All of them are on the topic of the research and once again prove
the doctoral candidate's commitment to the chosen issue, as well as the need to present the

results of his work to the scientific community. With this, all the requirements - formal and



substantive - for the dissertation to be admitted to public defense and for the candidate Mr. Alon
Tov to acquire the educational and scientific degree "PhD/doctor" are met.

2. Content, relevance and main scientific emphases of the research.

The Hebrew Bible is a world cultural, legal, religious and philosophical artifact, an object of
study and research for many years. It has also been the basis of the faith and worldview of the
Jewish people for many millennia. As the doctoral student writes: “In the Jewish religion, all
24 books that make up the Bible are included in the definition of Holy Scripture” (p. 30).
Doctoral student Alon Tov has successfully discovered an original topic that sounds discursive
and arouses scientific interest — the search for a direct connection between the increased use of
the names of characters from the Bible and the increase in the level of motivation and interest
of students in studying the Hebrew Bible, which will have a specific social and pedagogical
effect among them. The relevance of the dissertation work is consistently argued - especially
with the correct observation that the use of the names of characters from the Bible can help
arouse interest among students, even when their minds are constantly distracted. If we recall
the ideas of the Russian philosopher A. Losev — the name says something to the consciousness,
calls for understanding, suggests in the one who names the mind and understanding. The
dissertation work deals not with the quantity, but with the quality of motivation, i.e. how it is
possible for it to explain the forces that motivate a person to act and learn. It should be borne
in mind that the doctoral student is a person with over 32 years of experience in teaching, as he
himself noted in his CV and is intimately familiar with the object and subject of his research.
The author investigates a real learning process and answers the question of how students'
motivation can be increased and what the social and pedagogical effects of this change would
be — an extremely important question for education, for the level of knowledge and for the
culture of a society. The entire text is relevant in its subject matter, content and conclusions to
the stated topic and scientific issues, achieving the goals stated by its author.

In terms of content, as I have already noted, the work is structured appropriately in an
introduction and three chapters. The introduction presents us with a well-argued and very well-
chosen methodological framework for the work. The first chapter contains a presentation of the
Israeli educational system, with the author's goal being to show the place of Bible study in it,
as well as the difficulties faced by its study in religious schools. Along with this, this is the
place where the author presents and analyzes in great detail the theory of self-determination in
education, which is also the theoretical basis of the dissertation. The second chapter is devoted
to biblical studies and the meaning of using the name(s) in the Bible. "A person's name is like

an expression of his soul. Each letter in the combination of letters expresses something spiritual”
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(p. 55). The name can affect the feelings, the will, and every irrational ability of the human soul,
writes Professor Losev. The dissertation's research effort focuses on the meaning of reading the
name, considering the reading of the names in Genesis. The author's effort is also aimed at
studying the relationship between the name itself and the effect of the name on the person who
bears it. Doctoral student Alan Tov demonstrates enviable knowledge in the field of religion
(in particular Judaism), pedagogy, philosophy, ethics, religious philosophy, semiotics and many
other scientific fields related to the topic, as well as wonderful skills to analyze and find
convincing new relationships in seemingly well-known texts. The third chapter is empirically
oriented and contains a study-observation conducted by the doctoral candidate on a class of
girls in a Jewish religious school in Israel during seven Bible lessons over the course of a year.
The purpose of this study is to study the consequences and results of explaining the meaning of
the names of biblical characters (with the proviso - in a way that is understandable to the
students) on the level of understanding and motivation of the students in studying the Bible.
The lessons are described in extremely detail and each of them ends with a summary and
important practical and applied conclusions. In the conclusion, the doctoral student draws
important conclusions that systematize and conceptualize the results of his overall work. For
example: “The main results of the motivated engagement of students in studying the Bible are:
strengthening the sense of belonging and connectedness to a larger community with its
traditions, history and culture and a greater sense of self-respect and identity resulting from
this...” (p. 164). I accept these lines as a significant argument for the successful implementation
of the overall design of the study.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientifically applied results and contributions.
Regarding the scientific achievements of the dissertation research, I can point out the relevance
of the topic, as well as the extremely successful formulation of the goals, objectives and main
hypothesis of the dissertation work. I accept the contributions of the dissertation work
formulated by the dissertation author - an innovative application of the theory of self-
determination and finding an effective solution for connecting students in Jewish religious
schools with the study of the Bible and presenting the meaning of the names of biblical
characters and their connection with modernity.

In the work of Mr. Tov, one can clearly trace the conceptualization of important ideas about
religion, culture, religious doctrines and traditions, the role and effectiveness of school
education in a developed social environment such as that of the State of Israel, associated with
the study of history and traditions through the adoption of religious and cultural values,

especially those that build, as Prof. Penov aptly calls a "civilizational worldview". Particularly
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important in practical terms are the recommendations for increasing the effectiveness of the
teaching method and the own educational project, which the author makes from his position as
an independent researcher and a person with serious social experience in the field of education.
4. Conclusion. The dissertation work, which was presented to me for an opinion, has important
theoretical significance and practical value. It contains an original and original thesis, as well
as proves the author's skills to independently research, through appropriately selected methods.
The topic is extremely relevant and significant and related to philosophical, educational and
cultural issues. The research is developed in an important philosophical and educational
perspective with sufficient theoretical depth and practical significance on an important and
current philosophical and social problem. I confidently propose to the esteemed members of
the Scientific Jury and I vote “YES” to confer to ALON YITZHAK TOYV educational and
scientific degree “doctor/PhD” in professional field 2.3.
