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I. General Characteristics of the Research, Relevance of the Topic and Scientific
Significance

The doctoral dissertation by Alon Tov is devoted to a topical and multi-layered problem
situated at the intersection of social philosophy, philosophy of education, pedagogy, and
biblical studies—namely, the social and pedagogical effects of the use of biblical texts in
religious education at the elementary school level in Israel. The relevance of the topic arises
from the tension between tradition and modernity characteristic of contemporary societies, as
well as from the noticeable decline in students’ motivation to study biblical texts, despite their
central role in the cultural and identity structure of Israeli society.

The author convincingly argues for the necessity of new pedagogical and interpretative
approaches to the Bible that take into account the specificity of the contemporary learner,
including cognitive dispositions, emotional sensitivity, and social environment. In this sense,
the dissertation possesses not only educational but also clear social-philosophical significance,
insofar as it conceptualizes education as a mediator between cultural memory, religious
tradition, and social integration.

The scientific significance of the study lies in the original attempt to conceptualize
biblical names as a pedagogical and interpretative tool through which students’ motivation,
empathy, and social engagement can be stimulated. The dissertation also demonstrates sound
academic supervision, evident in its structural, methodological, and substantive coherence.



I1. Structure and Composition of the Dissertation

The dissertation is constructed according to a clear, logically coherent, and conceptually
grounded structure, reflecting both the interdisciplinary nature of the research and its dual
methodological orientation, combining theoretical analysis with empirical pedagogical
investigation. The composition allows for a gradual and well-argued development of the main
thesis—namely, that an in-depth interpretation of biblical names can function as an effective
pedagogical tool for enhancing students’ motivation and social engagement within the
framework of religious education.

Following the introductory section, in which the research problem, object and subject of
the study, its aim, objectives, hypothesis, and methodology are clearly formulated, the
dissertation is structured into three main chapters. Each chapter fulfills an independent yet
complementary function within the overall argumentative framework.

The first chapter has a pronounced theoretical and contextualizing character. In it, the
author reconstructs the socio-historical and institutional framework of religious education in
Israel by tracing the development of the Israeli educational system, its internal differentiation,
and the ideological tensions accompanying its institutionalization. The chapter provides a
detailed examination of the various educational streams and movements—state education,
state-religious education, ultra-Orthodox educational networks—as well as their normative
regulation through key legislative acts such as the State Education Law and its subsequent
amendments.

At this point, the dissertation goes beyond a purely descriptive historical-institutional
analysis and offers a philosophical interpretation of education as a social mechanism for the
transmission of values, identities, and forms of belonging. Special attention is paid to the place
of biblical studies in the religious school and to the tension between the central status of the
Bible in Israeli culture and the evident demotivation of students toward its study.

The second part of the first chapter introduces Self-Determination Theory as a key
conceptual framework for analyzing motivation in the educational process. The author
convincingly links the philosophy of personal autonomy, intrinsic motivation, and self-
regulated learning to the specific problem of religious education. In this way, the first chapter
establishes a solid theoretical foundation for the subsequent interpretative and empirical
analysis.

The second chapter occupies a central position in the composition of the dissertation and
constitutes its conceptual core. It is devoted to an in-depth analysis of the significance of
personal names in the biblical text, considered as carriers of meaning, identity, and existential
orientation. The author systematically examines interpretations of names in Jewish religious
tradition, including Midrashic and Aggadic traditions, demonstrating how naming functions as
an act of interpretation, evaluation, and symbolic predetermination. Drawing on rich empirical
material from the Book of Genesis, the author analyzes specific biblical figures and situations
in which the giving or changing of a name reveals profound social, psychological, and
theological meanings. The analysis further encompasses the role of parents in naming, the
relationship between name and destiny, and the symbolism of name change as a marker of
identity transformation.



This chapter fulfills a dual function: on the one hand, it constitutes an independent
contribution to biblical and philosophical studies; on the other, it prepares the theoretical and
substantive basis for the empirical research in the third chapter by providing the interpretative
material used in the educational process.

The third chapter is devoted to the empirical part of the dissertation and represents an
application of the developed theoretical framework within a real educational setting. The author
analyzes a series of lessons conducted in a religious Jewish girls’ elementary school in Israel,
employing the method of participant observation and pedagogical reflection. The
methodological parameters of the study, the characteristics of the learning group, the structure
of the lessons, and the stages of reflection are described in detail.

The analysis of the specific lessons makes it possible to trace how the in-depth
interpretation of biblical names influences students’ engagement, motivation, capacity for
empathy, and the formation of an empathic learning environment. In this chapter, the
dissertation demonstrates a high degree of analytical adequacy, successfully linking
philosophical and pedagogical generalizations with observable educational effects.

In the concluding section of the dissertation, the results of the three chapters are
synthesized into a comprehensive interpretation of the social and pedagogical effects of the
applied method. Conclusions of broader philosophical significance are formulated, along with
recommendations for future research.

In summary, the structure and composition of the dissertation are logically sound,
thematically balanced, and methodologically consistent. They create the conditions for a full
and coherent development of the research thesis. The concluding section effectively
summarizes the results and articulates the social and pedagogical effects of the applied
methodology.

1. Research Aims, Objectives and Methodology. Theoretical Grounding and
Analytical Adequacy

The aims and objectives of the doctoral research are clearly formulated, internally
coherent, and adequately aligned with the research problem. The main aim of the dissertation—
to explore the possibilities for enhancing motivation toward biblical studies within the
framework of religious elementary education in Israel and to analyze the resulting social and
pedagogical effects—is formulated in a way that transcends a purely didactic perspective and
situates the study within a broader social-philosophical context. Education is considered not
merely as the transmission of knowledge, but as a process of identity formation, value
orientation, and social belonging.

The formulated objectives logically derive from the main aim and outline a clear research
trajectory: analysis of the institutional framework of the Israeli educational system;
philosophical and pedagogical interpretation of Self-Determination Theory as a model for
understanding student motivation; in-depth interpretative analysis of biblical names; and
empirical examination of the effects of applying this interpretative approach in a real
educational environment.



The methodology of the study is interdisciplinary in nature and combines approaches
from biblical studies, social philosophy, and pedagogy. On the one hand, the author employs
methods of textual and conceptual analysis characteristic of the hermeneutic tradition. On the
other hand, the methodology includes empirical pedagogical tools such as participant
observation, analysis of the educational process, and reflection on one’s own teaching practice.

Particular attention deserves the use of reflection as a research method. The author
consciously adopts the position of a “reflective practitioner,” which allows for an in-depth
analysis of the educational process from within, while simultaneously requiring a high degree
of methodological self-criticism. In the dissertation, this risk is acknowledged and largely
compensated for through systematic analysis and a clear distinction between observation and
interpretation.

Self-Determination Theory is appropriately selected and applied as a philosophical-
pedagogical model for understanding motivation, autonomy, and students’ intrinsic
engagement. It is connected to broader philosophical issues such as freedom, meaning, personal
identity, and social relatedness. The analytical adequacy of the study is evident in the author’s
ability to link these abstract concepts to concrete educational practices and observable effects,
without reducing philosophical issues to purely instrumental pedagogical techniques.

IV. Scientific Contributions of the Dissertation

The doctoral dissertation by Alon Tov contains clearly identifiable scientific
contributions resulting from a consistently conducted interdisciplinary study and extending
beyond the specific educational context.

First, a significant contribution lies in the philosophical conceptualization of biblical
names as a pedagogical and social-philosophical resource. The author demonstrates that names
in the biblical text are not secondary narrative elements, but condensed carriers of meaning,
identity, and value orientation. This approach expands traditional biblical exegesis and connects
it with the problem of identity.

Second, the dissertation proposes an original interdisciplinary model that combines
biblical hermeneutics, Self-Determination Theory, and pedagogical practice. This model
demonstrates how philosophical and theological ideas can be translated into effective
educational strategies without losing their conceptual depth.

Third, the empirical study constitutes a contribution by providing well-argued
observations on the relationship between the interpretative depth of educational content and
increased motivation, empathy, and social interaction among students. The author shows that
in-depth interpretation of biblical texts can function as a means of activating intrinsic
motivation rather than as a mechanism for the mechanical reproduction of religious knowledge.

Fourth, the dissertation contributes to the philosophy of education through its analysis of
religious education as a space for the formation of social identity and value orientation. In this
respect, the study has broader applicability beyond the specific Israeli context, offering a model
that can be adapted to other cultural and educational environments.



A contribution can also be identified in the author’s research position itself, which
successfully combines the roles of philosophical analyst and pedagogical practitioner. This
lends the work authenticity and practical relevance without compromising its scientific value.

V. Conclusion and Overall Scientific Evaluation

The doctoral dissertation by Alon Tov represents a complete, well-argued, and
methodologically sound scientific study. It demonstrates in-depth theoretical knowledge,
competence in interdisciplinary analysis, and the ability to apply philosophical ideas within a
real pedagogical context. The dissertation meets the substantive and formal requirements for
the award of the educational and scientific degree Doctor (PhD). | have no joint publications
with the author.
