1. Brief biographical data about the candidate

According to the submitted CV, Vilma Musta completed her higher education in Albania. From
2013 to 2017 she studied in the bachelor’s program “Legal Sciences in the Public Sector” at
“Aleksandér Xhuvani” University in the city of Elbasan. From 2017 to 2020 she studied at the

University of Tirana, where she obtained a Master’s degree with a specialization in Public Law.

Her professional path in the field of law began in 2018 as an employee in the legal department of
“Brunes” Ltd. in Tirana. For the past two years she has been a specialist in the Public
Procurement Directorate of the Municipality of Tirana, where she prepares documentation for

public procurement procedures and monitors their lawful implementation.



In her CV, the candidate states good knowledge of the relevant national and European
legislation, as well as of transparency standards in contractual and institutional relations. She
also declares proficiency in English, Bulgarian, and Italian. I do not know the candidate in any
capacity other than as a doctoral student at South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, and therefore

cannot share personal impressions of her professional skills.

2. Data regarding the doctoral procedure and assessment of compliance with the minimum

national requirements

By Order No. 2711 of 29.10.2025 of the Rector of SWU “Neofit Rilski”, Prof. Dr. Nikolay
Marin, | was appointed as a member of the academic jury in the procedure for the defense of the
dissertation for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree ‘Doctor’ by Vilma Musta,

and subsequently tasked with preparing this review.

The dissertation was discussed and forwarded for defense at a meeting of the Department of
International Law and International Relations of the Faculty of Law and History of SWU “Neofit
Rilski” — Blagoevgrad. The submitted documents include information that the Faculty Council of
the Faculty of Law and History adopted a decision to this effect, recorded in Protocol No.
21/22.10.2025.

No reports or evidence of plagiarism have been submitted regarding the candidate’s academic
work. The documentation includes a report on the authenticity check of the dissertation text,
carried out by the head of the Publishing Complex of SWU. The dissertation was checked using
the iThenticate software, which showed a similarity index of 16%, within the permissible limits

according to a 2021 decision of the Publishing Council.
These essential facts lead to the conclusion that no procedural violations occurred.
Vilma Musta has submitted a list of four published works in English. They are:

1. Implementation of the Rights and Freedoms of Individuals with Mental Health Problems

in Mental Health Institutions.



2. Prenatal Gender Determination and Gender-Selective Abortion: “A War on Women from
Birth”.
3. Euthanasia in Albania: Legal Challenges and Perspectives.

4. International Legal Aspects of the Fetus and Abortion.

All publications fall into the category “Articles and papers published in non-refereed journals
with scientific review or in edited collective volumes.” The first two appear in conference
proceedings of the University of Elbasan from two consecutive international conferences titled
“Globalization and Integration in Contemporary Education”, with certificates of participation
attached. The latter two are published in the journal International Politics — a publication of the
Faculty of Law and History of SWU — in issues 1 and 2 of 2025.

I can give a positive assessment regarding the scientometric indicators under Bulgarian
legislation. The total number of points accumulated from publications is 35, thereby meeting the
minimum national requirements under Art. 2b, paras. 2 and 3 of the Law on the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), and accordingly under Art. 24, para.

1 of its Implementing Regulations.

Since the first publication is co-authored without a co-authorship distribution protocol, and the
text of the last publication was not provided in the defense documentation, the primary subject of
this review is the dissertation itself. Nevertheless, I will offer several general comments on the

publications, which make a positive impression.

First, all articles fall entirely within the field of human rights, and the last three—on prenatal sex
determination, euthanasia, and abortion—are directly related to the dissertation topic. Second,
the candidate demonstrates research development: from a first co-authored 4-page publication, to
a second independent 6-page article, to a 15-page independent publication in International
Politics. Third, Vilma Musta applies a consistent research approach of high practical value,

relying on empirical data analysis, interviews, and concrete recommendations.

3. Evaluation of the Dissertation, the Abstract, and the Scientific Contributions



The dissertation consists of 191 pages, of which the main text comprises 175. Structurally, it
includes an introduction, three parts, a summary of empirical data from interviews, a conclusion
with recommendations, a bibliography containing 131 sources (in Albanian, English, and
Bulgarian, plus 30 internet sources), as well as an appendix with information about the
interviewees and transcripts of the interviews themselves. The dissertation contains a scholarly
apparatus of 156 footnotes. In the citations, two styles are unnecessarily mixed—citations appear
both in parentheses in the text and again as footnotes with full bibliographic descriptions.

The content of the dissertation corresponds to its title after the addition of the subtitle in
parentheses: “some aspects in relation to Article 2 of the ECHR.” The subtitle clarifies the topic
as stated in the enrollment order and provides the necessary narrowing of the research scope.
Since abortion and euthanasia also relate to Article 8 of the Convention concerning the right to
private life, | find that the content of the dissertation is best reflected in the title appearing in the
plagiarism-check report, namely: “Standards for the Protection of Human Rights in the Case Law

of the European Court of Human Rights (issues of the fetus, abortion, and euthanasia).”

The introduction contains all elements required for such a work. The doctoral candidate justifies
the relevance of the topic, clearly identifies the object and subject of the research, systematizes
her research tasks, and formulates her thesis. It is appropriately clarified that the focus is mainly
on the European Court of Human Rights, as well as on a general presentation of the law of the
Republic of Albania. This part briefly outlines the main points to be examined in the three parts

of the dissertation.

The first part begins with an examination of the philosophical aspects of the right to life and the
evolution of views on this right. It is the largest in volume, which is understandable given the
broad historical scope—from human rights in Antiquity to the present day. Complex theoretical
issues are discussed, among which moral universalism versus legal positivism stands out.
Extensive philosophical, historical, and political science literature is used. Vilma Musta
demonstrates independent thinking and does not hesitate to express her own assessments of
authors and their positions; the exposition is emotionally colored and at times shifts into the first

person singular.



Section 2 of Part 1 traces the regulation of the right to life in international law. The right to life is
linked to minimum standards for social and economic rights and the right to a safe environment.
A concise analysis is provided of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the International
Covenant on Civil and Political Rights with emphasis on the right to life, supplemented by an
analysis of the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights, the 1949
Geneva Conventions, instruments of the American and European regional systems, as well as

reflections on the international treaty as a source of international law.

Subsection 2.2 analyzes the European human rights system, including the European Union and
the pre-EU integration instruments. The central focus is the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the

European Union.

Subsection 2.3 is directly related to the work of the European Court of Human Rights and the
protection of the right to life. It is the largest subsection of Section 2 in Part 1. The limitations of
the right to life are examined in detail, followed by specific cases and the author’s own

conclusions.

Subsection 2.4, “A Critical Perspective on the ECHR,” is interesting—at the very least because it
attempts to rethink the paradigm in which the Court is infallible or its judgments are not

questioned.

The final Section 3 examines the regulation of the right to life in Albanian domestic law and

relevant case law, including Albania’s cases before the ECtHR.

The second part of the dissertation is devoted to the issue of abortion through the lens of Article
2 of the ECHR. It would be appropriate to add ECtHR case law under Article 8 of the
Convention. The exposition begins with a discussion of the beginning of human life in

international and domestic law and logically proceeds to relevant case law.

The historical development is traced in Section 2 across four subsections.

Subsection 2.1 examines the legal regulation of abortion in Albania, analyzing Albanian laws

governing termination of pregnancy, including the Criminal Code, as well as issues of liability



for damages. Subsection 2.2 compares the approaches of urban and rural communities to

abortion, including sex-selective abortion.

Section 3 discusses global trends and perspectives on abortion. It attempts to summarize state
practice and emerging tendencies. Here, there is an initial indication of a comparative study of
abortion regulation in Albania and the European Union, but in practice only selected states are
discussed.

The strategy recommended for Albania, based on European practices, is interesting. It includes
legislative reforms, changes in medical policy, awareness-raising campaigns, judicial oversight,
and proper implementation by competent institutions.

The third part is devoted to euthanasia. It begins with views from Ancient Greece, reaches the
contemporary state of the issue, and concludes that the concept of euthanasia is part of human
rights and that by the 20th century it became a problem requiring legal regulation. A definition of
euthanasia is proposed as the voluntary choice of a patient to end their suffering through medical

assistance that accelerates death on humanitarian grounds with the help of others.

Subsection 1.1 discusses the problems in Albania regarding the application of euthanasia.

Section 2 focuses on Article 2 of the ECHR, with two subsections: the first on ECtHR
jurisprudence and assisted suicide through case analysis; the second on euthanasia practices in 12

selected countries.

Section 3, in three subsections, examines the types of euthanasia, the distinction between
euthanasia and assisted suicide, and patient rights. Vilma Musta distinguishes active, passive,
voluntary, involuntary, and indirect euthanasia. Regardless of the type, the author argues that the
primary focus should be on each person’s right to make decisions regarding their own life and

treatment.

Section 4 is devoted to euthanasia in Albania. It reviews legislation and the public debate on
euthanasia, presenting religious, philosophical, and practical arguments. This subsection
concludes with Tables 4 and 5, which systematize arguments for and against euthanasia.



Section 5 contains a review of case law in two decisions—one of the ECtHR and one of the U.S.
Supreme Court. In a separate unnumbered part of the dissertation, empirical results are

summarized through five semi-structured interviews reflecting a broad range of perspectives.

The conclusion and recommendations constitute a substantial portion of the dissertation and
present summaries, findings, recommendations, and proposals for legislative changes. The latter
are very detailed and tailored as practical proposals to the Albanian legislator. In the
bibliography, it would have been preferable to include more Bulgarian literature by relevant

authors.

The abstract is more detailed than most presented in similar procedures. This allows for a full
presentation of the subject of the dissertation, its objectives, methodology, and scientific

contributions.

Vilma Musta presents seven points as scientific contributions. | accept the contributions listed in
the corresponding document, with the exception of contribution No. 4. Regarding the others, I
offer the following remarks. Some are new and original achievements of the author. Others may
be considered relatively new and a contribution to Bulgarian legal literature. | assume these

contributions are also new to Albanian legal doctrine.

4. Conclusion

Based on the above and on the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria, the Implementing Regulations of the LDASRB, and the Internal Rules of
South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, I give a positive evaluation of the dissertation and
propose that Vilma Musta be awarded the educational and scientific degree ‘Doctor’ in the field
of higher education 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6 Law,

scientific specialty: International Law and International Relations.
