By order Ne 2711/29.10.2025 of the Rector of the South-West University “Neofit Rilski”,
I have been appointed as a member of the scientific jury for the public defence of the dissertation
thesis of the PhD student Vilma Musta on the topic: “Standards for Human Rights Protection in
the Practice of the European Court of Human Rights (Some Aspects Related to Article 2 of the
ECHR)”; at the first meeting of the jury I was assigned to draft a review.

I. General information on the procedure and the PhD researcher

The procedure is open and carried out according to the requirements of the Law on
Academic Staff Development in the Republic of Bulgaria, its Rules of Application and the Internal
Regulations for the academic staff development of the South-West University “Neofit Rilski”.

Vilma Musta completed her Bachelor’s degree in Legal Sciences in the Public Sector at
Aleksander Xhuvani University in Elbasan during the period from October 2013 to July 2017. She
subsequently continued her academic development with a Master’s degree in Public Law at the
University of Tirana, which she obtained between November 2017 and July 2020. Since March
2021, she has been a PhD student at South-West University “Neofit Rilski” in Blagoevgrad,



enrolled in the doctoral programme International Law and International Relations. She is proficient
in English and has a working knowledge of Italian and Bulgarian.

Vilma Musta has passed all the exams of the doctoral programme according to her
individual plan with excellent grades. The PhD student has prepared a dissertation containing
scientific and practical results, which represent an original contribution to science and testify to
the in-depth theoretical knowledge in the respective specialty and the ability to conduct
independent research according to the requirements of Art. 6, para. 3 of the Law on Academic
Staff Development in the Republic of Bulgaria (LASDRB) and Art. 27, para. 1 of its Rules of
Application, and the provisions in the Internal Regulations for the academic staff development of
the South-West University “Neofit Rilski”. Pursuant to Art. 27 (2) of the Rules of Application to
the Law, the dissertation work must be presented in form and volume corresponding to the specific
requirements of the department in which the PhD student had carried out the study. | observe that
these legal requirements are met in relation to the presented set of documents. The thesis abstract
gives a true and accurate view of the PhD thesis presented, including its relevance, methodology,
scientific novelty, practical significance, etc.; includes a brief presentation of the content of the
work by chapter, as well as a description of the contributing points in the dissertation work. The
list of publications prepared by the PhD student Vilma Musta included a total of four articles, all
related to the topic of the PhD thesis. These have been published in reputable academic journals
of the Faculty of Law and History at South-West University, as well as in proceedings of scientific
conferences held in Albania. The scientific production reveals the author’s ability to independently

research and shows her creative potential.

I1. Relevance of the problem study

The PhD thesis is entitled “Standards for Human Rights Protection in the Practice of
the European Court of Human Rights (Some Aspects Related to Article 2 of the ECHR)”.
The chosen topic of the dissertation is timely and socially significant, as it examines some of the
most sensitive and controversial issues in contemporary legal and ethical thought — namely the
right to life, abortion, and euthanasia — considered in the context of the standards for human rights
protection in the case law of the European Court of Human Rights (ECtHR). The choice of topic

is fully justified both from the perspective of international legal theory and in terms of its practical



relevance for the legal system of the Republic of Albania and its alignment with European

standards.

I11. Evaluation of the applicant’s results and scientific contributions

The PhD thesis of Vilma Musta comprises 191 pages and consists of an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography, and appendices, which include empirical studies, surveys,
and recommendations.

The introduction outlines the subject matter of the dissertation and defines the parameters
of the research, namely the identification of novel elements, scientific concepts, and necessary
improvements related to the issues of abortion and euthanasia. Within the scope of the study, the
challenges faced by international and national legislation with regard to respect for the right to life
are examined.

Chapter One provides a detailed analysis of the historical and philosophical dimensions
of the “right to life,” tracing its development from the Code of Hammurabi (18th century BC), the
ancient Chinese ethical and moral teachings of Mencius, the Stoic philosophical school in Athens
(3rd century BC), Roman law, the Magna Carta (13th century), the philosophical views of John
Locke, the Virginia Declaration of Rights (1776), and the ideas of Thomas Paine, Edmund Burke,
Rousseau, Popper, and others, including religious texts, leading up to an examination of the right
to life in the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union and the challenges at the
present stage. Particular attention is paid to Article 2 of the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the
European Union, which guarantees the right to life and protection against the death penalty and
execution. The chapter concludes with an analysis of Article 21 of the Constitution of the Republic
of Albania, which enshrines the right to life. As a State Party to the European Convention on
Human Rights, Albania’s legal obligations under Article 2 of the Convention further reinforce this
principle. Compliance with the strict standards of the ECHR constitutes a cornerstone of Albania’s
EU accession process, necessitating significant legal and institutional reforms to ensure robust
protection of this right.

Chapter Two is devoted to the various dimensions related to the right to life. The
exposition is balanced and demonstrates an in-depth knowledge of the legal framework,
international instruments, case law, and relevant academic literature. Particularly noteworthy is

the comprehensive approach, which integrates legal, political, philosophical, religious, medical,



and ethical dimensions of the issue, as well as the PhD student’s ability to link legal theory with
concrete social realities. A thorough analysis is devoted to abortion in Albania, which has had a
profound impact on society, shaped by cultural, legal, and social dynamics. The widespread
practice of sex-selective abortion, facilitated by advances in prenatal screening, has contributed to
a significant gender imbalance. A number of specific issues are competently and convincingly
examined, such as public resistance to these practices — particularly in rural areas arising from the
clash between cultural tendencies and ethical principles upheld by religious and social norms.
Special attention is given to the proposal for broader public dialogue on reproductive rights and
abortion, which is essential for reducing stigma and fostering a more open and informed society.

Chapter Three addresses euthanasia — a serious, sensitive, and controversial issue in
Albania (and beyond). The chapter again adopts a historical perspective, noting that the term
“good/beautiful death” appears as early as ancient Greek literature, and systematizes the different
types of euthanasia. The concepts of “dignity”” and the “right to a dignified death” are examined in
detail. To illustrate the issue, the jurisprudence of the European Court of Human Rights concerning
euthanasia and assisted suicide is analysed. In cases such as Pretty v. the United Kingdom (2002)
and others, the ECtHR consistently applies the margin of appreciation doctrine, allowing States
flexibility in regulating euthanasia, as they are closer to the specific cultural and legal context. At
the same time, the Court firmly rejects the notion that Article 2 entails a right to death, clearly
distinguishing between the protection of life and the right to its termination.

The author emphasizes that euthanasia remains a controversial and largely rejected topic
in Albania. Public perception of euthanasia is generally negative, largely due to deeply rooted
cultural and religious values. The dominant religions — Albanian Orthodox Christianity and Islam
— take strong positions against euthanasia, viewing life as sacred and its end as a matter beyond
human control. These religious perspectives shape public moral attitudes toward euthanasia,
resulting in widespread opposition to the practice. Consequently, there are few advocates of
euthanasia in the country, and public debates on the issue remain relatively limited.

In the conclusion, the author skillfully draws conceptual connections between the right to
life, personal autonomy, and State responsibility. From a theoretical perspective, the dissertation
successfully integrates classical philosophical doctrines of natural law and human dignity (Kant,

Locke, Rousseau) with modern legal approaches to bioethics and judicial practice. From a practical



standpoint, the study offers well-reasoned conclusions regarding inconsistencies in the national
legal framework and the role of the judiciary in addressing them.

The research methodology is appropriately selected and well justified. Vilma Musta
employs a combination of normative, comparative legal, and empirical analysis, including
qualitative research methods such as interviews with experts and representatives of public
institutions. This interdisciplinary perspective enhances the analytical depth of the work. The
author demonstrates solid knowledge of the ECtHR’s case law on key cases related to Article 2 of
the European Convention on Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms and skillfully compares
it with Albania’s national legal framework.

Among the main scientific contributions of the dissertation are:

« a critical assessment of the legislative framework in Albania concerning abortion and
euthanasia;

o de lege ferenda proposals for improving national legislation with a view to harmonisation
with European standards;

« acontribution to the development of legal and ethical doctrine regarding the limits of State
intervention in personal rights and freedom of choice.

A careful reading of Vilma Musta’s dissertation leads to the conviction that the author has
undertaken an in-depth and thorough study of the topic. This is evidenced by the following key
characteristics of the work: topical relevance; scientific rigour; suitability as a doctoral
dissertation; systematic structure; extensive and skillful use of diverse methodological approaches,
particularly the interdisciplinary approach; a well-balanced style, clear and precise language;
excellent command of legal terminology; and originality in the approach to the subject matter.

In conclusion, it should be emphasized that Vilma Musta’s dissertation exhibits all the
characteristics of a focused and competent treatment of the research problem and represents a
completed and coherent scholarly work. The author has achieved a remarkable depth of analysis
and an original approach to the topic, successfully addressing its complexity and multidimensional
nature.

The thesis abstract contains all the necessary elements in a precise manner, and the
statement of the main scientific contributions prepared by the PhD student accurately reflects the

achievements of the dissertation.



IV. Critical notes and recommendations

Alongside the unquestionable strengths of the work, certain shortcomings can also be
identified, the elimination of which would contribute to an even stronger presentation of the study.

I am not fully inclined to accept the contributions formulated by the PhD student,
particularly Contribution No. 4.

The bibliography could be enriched with additional works by Bulgarian scholars, as well
as with the case law of the European Court of Human Rights, including certain Bulgarian cases,
such as Hristozov and Others v. Bulgaria (Applications nos. 47039/11 and 358/12).

The language of the exposition is clear and academically sound, although in some places
repetitions can be observed, which could be synthesised in the event of future publication of the
dissertation as a monograph. Nevertheless, the text retains its persuasiveness, logical coherence,

and scholarly value.

V. Conclusion

The PhD thesis “Standards for Human Rights Protection in the Practice of the
European Court of Human Rights (Some Aspects Related to Article 2 of the ECHR)” contains
summaries of a serious scientific problem and represents an original contribution to science. It
meets all the requirements of the Law on the Academic Staff Development in the Republic of
Bulgaria (LASDRB), the Regulations for its application and the Internal Regulations for the
academic staff development of the South-West University “Neofit Rilski”. The presented research
shows that PhD student Vilma Musta has in-depth knowledge in the field of international law,
demonstrating qualities for independent scientific research. I am convinced to give my positive
assessment of the dissertation presented and propose to the honourable scientific jury to award the
educational and scientific degree ‘Doctor’ to Vilma Musta in the area of higher education: 3.
