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I. Brief Biographical Data

Vilma Musta was born in the city of Elbasan, Albania. She holds a Bachelor’s degree in Legal Sciences in
the Public Sector from “Aleksandér Xhuvani” University, Elbasan. She obtained a Master’s degree in
Public Law from the University of Tirana in 2020.

She has worked as an operator at “PARR CREDIT” LTD, Tirana. From June 2018 to April 2023 she was
a lawyer at “Brunes” Ltd., Tirana. Since November 2024 she has been a specialist at Tirana Municipality
— Directorate of Public Procurement.

In March 2021 she was enrolled as a full-time PhD student in “International Law and International
Relations” at the Faculty of Law and History of SWU “Neofit Rilski”.

Il. General Description of the Submitted Dissertation

The dissertation consists of 191 standard pages, including a list of abbreviations, introduction, three
chapters, an empirical study based on interviews, conclusion, five tables, one appendix, and a
bibliography. The literature used includes 131 sources in Bulgarian, English, and Albanian, 27 court
cases, as well as relevant international sources and Albanian legislation. A total of 156 footnotes are
provided.

Structurally, the dissertation is relatively balanced, with Chapter One being the most extensive at 56
pages.

The dissertation focuses on two aspects of the right to life—abortion and euthanasia—in the context of
constitutional and legislative regulation in Albania, examined comparatively with international legal



standards and, in particular, the ECHR. The topic is both sensitive and highly debated in contemporary
Albanian society and legislation. In this sense, the work is pioneering and represents a challenge for
Albanian legal scholarship, legislation, and society.

In the introduction (8 pages), the PhD candidate justifies the choice of the two aspects of the right to
life—abortion and euthanasia—emphasizing their sensitivity and their connection to personal inviolability
and life. While abortion is regulated in Albania by the Law on Abortion, the issue of euthanasia remains
controversial and raises serious legal questions. The research aims and tasks, as well as the methodology
used, are clearly formulated.

The main research thesis is that although Albania has made significant progress regarding the right to life,
there is still a lack of consolidated institutions ensuring the implementation of the human rights legal
framework (p. 14).

A strong methodological element is the use of a qualitative approach through semi-structured interviews,
which provide insight into respondents’ views on abortion and euthanasia and reflect their ethical
dimensions.

Chapter One (56 pages)

Chapter One presents the international legal protection of the right to life. The first section examines the
philosophical and historical development of the right to life. Although briefly, the philosophical
foundations of human rights are discussed through the views of Habermas, Rawls, and Tasioulas. The
historical overview begins with the Code of Hammurabi, continues through Confucian philosophers, the
Greek Stoics, Roman law, and others. The exposition follows the classical narrative of the development of
human rights through the Middle Ages (Magna Carta and the English Bill of Rights) and Enlightenment
thinkers. The first document explicitly mentioning the right to life—the Virginia Declaration of Rights
(1776)—is highlighted, along with the U.S. Declaration of Independence. The protection of minorities
under the League of Nations is briefly presented, after which the author returns to the Peace of Munster
and Osnabriick (1648).

In the section on the philosophical foundations of human rights, Vilma Musta presents the “orthodox
thesis” that human rights are moral rights, as well as positivist theories. The presentation of different
philosophical schools is engaging, though somewhat heterogeneous. The author demonstrates excellent
familiarity with theoretical approaches. The link between human rights and human dignity is particularly
well made.

The section reviewing the right to life in international law presents the fundamental provisions of the UN
Charter, Article 3 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the Genocide Convention, the four
Geneva Conventions of 1949, the ICCPR, and the ICESCR.

In the section titled “European System for Human Rights,” the author includes the Council of Europe,
OSCE, and EU. The exposition begins with the development of human rights in EU primary law,
focusing on the Charter of Fundamental Rights. It then examines the system under the Council of Europe,
with emphasis on the ECHR.

A key part of this chapter is section 2.2., dedicated to the right to life under Article 2 of the ECHR and its
additional protocols. Vilma Musta examines the right to life in the context of the bioethical issues studied
in the dissertation, based on selected ECtHR case-law. The freedom to interpret when the right to life



begins is discussed through Vo v. France. Cases related to euthanasia are also cited. The PhD candidate
convincingly concludes that the Court applies a broad margin of appreciation in both areas, but this must
be accompanied by procedural safeguards in national law to ensure that the protection of life is effective
and not merely formal (pp. 59-60). Specific recommendations are formulated regarding what Albania
must do to comply with ECHR standards and relevant case-law (p. 60).

The section titled “Critical Perspective” is valuable in light of recent criticisms by several Council of
Europe member states (Denmark, Austria, Czech Republic, Poland, Italy, Belgium, Latvia, Estonia,
Lithuania) regarding ECtHR case-law, expressed in an open letter dated 22 May 2025.

The final section, dedicated to Albanian case-law on the right to life, analyzes the right to life as regulated
in the Albanian Constitution. The permissible exceptions to deprivation of life under the Albanian
Criminal Code are examined, which are compatible with Article 2(2) of the ECHR. The analysis of the
implementation of ECtHR judgments against Albania, including Rrapo v. Albania, is of particular
interest, along with identified problems and recommendations for addressing them.

Chapter Two (34 pages)

Chapter Two is dedicated to the legal and ethical dimensions of abortion in light of the right to life. It
includes a periodization: the communist era (1945-1990) and the liberalization after 1990.

The debate on the right to life of the human embryo and when life begins is not new. Legislative solutions
generally follow the principle established in Roman law—that legal protection begins after birth. The
ECtHR leaves the determination of when life begins to national legislation (Vo v. France). The ECHR
does not define the moment when the right to life arises, which significantly affects the issue of abortion.

Two opposing views are presented: that the embryo should have legal protection, and that it is not a
human being. The right to abortion is not explicitly regulated in the ECHR, but is derived from Article
8—the woman’s right to physical and physiological integrity as a key aspect of private life.

The section on the communist period is interesting in light of Enver Hoxha’s policies, but the author also
identifies lasting conservative attitudes in Albanian society in the subsequent period.

The chapter analyzes the legal framework of abortion in Albania. The regulation is outlined as follows:
abortion on request up to 10-12 weeks of pregnancy; up to 22 weeks for medical or specific social
reasons (rape/incest, severe fetal anomaly, serious health risk), decided by a (where applicable
multidisciplinary) committee of three doctors; conscientious objection is permitted with referral. Of
greater interest is the description of the actual implementation of the law and social attitudes in Albanian
society. A valuable contribution is the examination of trust in institutions and the health system in
Albania, which is suspected of corruption, lack of transparency, and inadequate conditions. Problems are
highlighted regarding access to abortion for women in rural and urban areas, as well as sex-selective
abortions (preference for male children).

Section 3 provides a comparative analysis of Albanian abortion legislation with global trends. A well-
founded conclusion is drawn that Albania’s abortion laws remain relatively liberal in the European
context. Table 2 provides clarity and supports the conclusions. Vilma Musta also identifies challenges for
the Albanian healthcare system: lack of clinics performing abortions in rural areas, dominance of private
clinics, and doctors’ refusals to perform the procedure. Recommendations are made for improving the
reproductive health system in Albania (pp. 110-111).



The dissertation outlines a comprehensive strategy consisting of several “pillars”: legislative changes,
institutional strengthening and changes in medical policy; integration of public healthcare and access to
contraceptives; conducting public awareness campaigns and legal advocacy; judicial oversight and
international compliance. | consider this part of the dissertation highly contributory (pp. 111-114).

In addition, a three-stage roadmap is outlined: a short-term and medium-term plan, as well as a long-term
goal.

Chapter Three (39 pages) is dedicated to euthanasia. It is structured into five sections.
The first examines the historical and ethical foundations of euthanasia. In it, Vilma Musta traces

views from Ancient Greece—Socrates, Plato, and the Stoics on one side, and the Hippocratic school on
the other—along with the influence of Christianity on the idea of euthanasia and the shift in public debate
during the 19th century. The author successfully links the right to life with human dignity and defines
euthanasia as challenging the balance between these two principles. A connection is also made to the
issue of suicide. The role of science and new technological methods that may affect the right to life is
noted, as well as the role of bioethics.

The section devoted to the legal framework in Albania is based on an analysis of the Oviedo Convention
on Human Rights and Biomedicine, incorporated into Albanian domestic law. In addition to the
Convention and the relevant law, the Constitution, the Albanian Criminal Code, and the Criminal
Procedure Code are analyzed with respect to provisions protecting patients.

Two concepts are presented:

. Negative right to death — non-interference by the state in individual decisions regarding suicide.
. Positive right to death — the right to receive assistance in ending one’s life.

In the section concerning Article 2 of the ECHR and the analyzed ECtHR case-law (six cases),

V. Musta concludes that the ECtHR adopts a nuanced approach between individual autonomy and the
state’s obligation to protect life. The Court notes each state’s discretion to regulate or not regulate
euthanasia, but emphasizes the need for reliable safeguards to protect vulnerable individuals and prevent
abuse. The ECtHR applies the margin of appreciation, while also stressing that the right to die is not part
of the right to life.

Section 3 provides a comparative analysis of euthanasia regulation worldwide, as well as a classification
of types of euthanasia and assisted suicide. In Albania, euthanasia is not regulated, but the issue is
debated. Active euthanasia is classified as homicide. In conclusion, V. Musta finds that now is not the
time to regulate euthanasia in Albania due to a lack of readiness among society and medical professionals
(p. 142).

The dissertation accurately and conscientiously presents the religious, ethical, secular, philosophical, and
practical-resource arguments of both groups: supporters of introducing and regulating euthanasia, and
opponents. The exposition is supported by a clear table on pp. 148-150.

The final part of the dissertation presents empirical data from five semi-structured interviews with
respondents from different demographic and professional backgrounds.

The Conclusion (16 pages) summarizes the findings made by the author, placing them in the context of
reforms undertaken in Albania following its membership in the Council of Europe and during the EU



accession negotiation process. The practice of selective abortions has led to a gender imbalance favoring
males, and the author rightly assesses this as discriminatory toward women and girls. Weak
implementation of the 2002 Law on Reproductive Health allows selective abortions despite the legal
prohibition, especially in private clinics. V. Musta proposes concrete reforms.

Regarding euthanasia, the author emphasizes that it is illegal and criminalized under the Albanian
Criminal Code. Public opinion is generally negative, due to traditional values and religious beliefs. Public
debate is minimal, and there is no political or institutional movement toward its legalization. In this area
as well, V. Musta proposes dialogue on bioethics, concrete measures, campaigns, and scientific research.

The Conclusion contains an important catalogue of specific de lege ferenda proposals.

I11. Evaluation of the Scientific and Practical Results and Contributions

The first undeniable merit of the dissertation is the choice of topic, which is highly relevant given the
state of legislation and practice in Albania. The research subject is successfully limited to two issues
affecting the right to life: the right to abortion and euthanasia.

The analysis of the relationship between human rights and human dignity is a significant theoretical
contribution by the PhD candidate. The analysis of Article 2 of the ECHR in relation to the defined
research subject is thorough. Ethical and legal dilemmas between the right to life and personal freedom
are examined.

The section titled “Critical Perspective” in Chapter One is contributory in light of the ‘open letter’ of 22
May 2025, issued by the governments of Denmark, Austria, the Czech Republic, Poland, Italy, Belgium,
Latvia, Estonia, and Lithuania regarding ECtHR case-law.

The main theoretical contribution lies in examining the two issues in the light of the right to life through
an interdisciplinary methodology, using historical, philosophical, comparative legal, statistical, and
sociological approaches, alongside the classical teleological method of legal science.

A comprehensive strategy is outlined, consisting of several ‘pillars’: legislative changes, institutional
strengthening and changes in medical policy; integration of public healthcare and access to
contraceptives; public awareness campaigns and legal advocacy; judicial oversight and international
compliance. | consider this part of the dissertation highly contributory (pp. 111-114).

The dissertation contains primarily scientific-practical contributions, among which I would
highlight the following:
. Analysis of the actual implementation of abortion legislation in Albania, as well as social

attitudes in Albanian society;

. Proposals for improving the reproductive health system in Albania (pp. 110-111);
. Comparative analysis of Albanian abortion legislation with global trends;
. A contributory examination of trust in institutions and the healthcare system in Albania,

suspected of corruption, lack of transparency, and inadequate conditions;



. Analysis of case-law, particularly ECtHR judgments on euthanasia;
. Comparative legal study of euthanasia worldwide (Chapter Three, §3);
. Numerous well-reasoned conclusions, referenced earlier in this opinion.

The three publications on the dissertation topic and her participation in international conferences with
presentations further attest to the quality of her work.

IV. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

I have some remarks regarding the structure. For example, in the section devoted to the “European
System of Human Rights,” there is a lack of coherence between the listed organizations and the
exposition in the dissertation. The OSCE is mentioned, but no discussion related to the Organization for
Security and Co-operation in Europe is provided.

The exact ECtHR judgments (according to the Court’s citation rules) are not specified, nor are
links to them.

Bulgarian specialized literature on the topic is missing, such as the dissertation of Assoc. Prof. Gergana
Gozanska, “The International Legal Status of the Child: Specific Problems Related to the Legal Status of
the Child,” which discusses the status of the human embryo, as well as the monograph by Prof. Mariela
Deliverska analyzing the Oviedo Convention, among others.
